(a) Total Estimated Hours.

The total number of hours of direct labor (including overtime and subcontract hours), but excluding holiday, sick leave, vacation and other excused absence hours) estimated to be expended under this contract is [to be specified on individual task order] hours.  The [to be specified on individual task orders] direct labor hours include [to be specified on individual task orders] uncompensated overtime labor hours.

If the Contractor disagrees with the Government’s assessment, the Ordering Officer and the contractor shall attempt to resolve the matter through the negotiation process.  Failing this, the matter will be referred to the Contracting Officer.  If necessary, a final decision shall be made in accordance with the FAR 52.233-1 “Disputes” clause.  The Contracting Officer’s determination will govern the type of order, pending an appeal pursuant to the “Disputes” clause.  The contractor will use his best efforts to work on the order until the dispute is resolved.

(c) Fee Fixed Pool.

The fixed fee pool consists of the total fixed fee of the contract AND includes the total fee to be paid to the prime contractor and all subcontractors.  SUBCONTRACTOR FEE WILL NOT BE BILLED AS A SEPARATE DIRECT COST ON THE VOUCHER SUBMITTED BY THE CONTRACTOR TO THE GOVERNMENT, BUT WILL BE PAID TO THE SUBCONTRACTOR BY THE PRIME CONTRACTOR FROM THE FEE PER HOUR BILLED FROM THE FIXED FEE POOL.

(d) Computation of Fee.

The fee per direct labor hour is computed by dividing the fixed fee pool by the number of estimated hours.

(e) Fee on Modifications to Term Type (Level-of-Effort) Delivery or Task Orders.

If the hours for a particular delivery or task order provide insufficient to complete performance under the order, the government may elect to increase the hours by written modification.  These hours will be fee bearing at the same dollar per hour amount as in paragraph (h) below.

If the hours prove to be in excess of that necessary to complete performance under this order, the government shall decrease the hours by written modification.  The fee will be reduced by the amount per hour indicated in paragraph (h) below.

Estimated cost will be increased/decreased as applicable.

(f) Fee on Modifications to Completion Type Delivery or Task Orders.

If the task(s) required under a particular delivery or task order cannot be completed within the negotiated estimated cost (an overrun situation), the government may elect to increase the estimated cost to complete the effort with no additional fee allocation.

If the task(s) required under the order is completed and the cost is less than that negotiated (under-run), the contractor shall be entitled to full payment of the fixed fee specified in the order.  Excess costs shall be de-obligated by modification to the delivery order prior to contract closeout.

(g) Modifications to the Basic Contract.

If the contracting officer determines, for any reason, to adjust the contract amount or the estimated total hours set forth above, such adjustments shall be made by contract modification.  Any additional hours will be fee bearing, and the additional negotiated fee will be divided by the additional estimated hours to determine a new fee (applicable to the additional hours only).  If the fee for these additional hours is different from that of the original estimated hours, these hours shall be kept separate from the original estimated total hours.

The estimated cost of the contract may be increased by written modification, if required, due to cost overruns.  This increase in cost is not fee bearing and no additional hours will be added.

(h) Payment of Fee.

The Government shall pay fixed fee to the contractor on each direct labor hour performed by the contractor or subcontractor, at the rate of $[to be specified on individual task orders]  per labor hour invoiced by the contractor subject to FAR 52.216-8, Fixed Fee, referenced in Section I of this contract, provided that the total of all such payments shall not exceed eighty-five percent (85%) of the fixed fee specified under each applicable delivery or task order unless the withheld amount on a specific delivery or task order equals $100,000.  Subject to FAR 52.216-8, Fixed Fee, the reserve shall not exceed 15 percent (15%) or $100,000, whichever is less.  Seventy-five percent (75%) of the withheld fee shall be released when the terms of the Fixed Fee clause are satisfied and the contractor has requested such release.  Up to ninety percent (90%) may be released when the terms of the Fixed Fee clause are satisfied and the contractor has requested such release.  The contractor’s request must include information per delivery or task order to support compliance with the terms of release in the Fixed Fee clause. Nothing herein shall be construed to alter or waive any of the rights or obligations of either party pursuant to the FAR 52.232-20 “Limitation of Cost” or FAR 52.232-22 “Limitation of Funds” clauses, either of which is incorporated herein by reference, shall apply to all individual delivery or task orders issued under this contract.

NOTE:  The fee shall be paid to the prime contractor at the per hour rate specified in this paragraph regardless of whether the contractor or subcontractor is performing the work.

(i) Administration.

Each hour authorized under the original delivery or task order is fee bearing and will be deducted from the estimated total hours under the contract.

Hours added by modification to level-of-effort orders are fee bearing and will be deducted from the estimated total hours.

Hours deleted by modification from a level-of-effort order are available for award on new or existing orders.  These hours shall be ordered at the same amount of fee per hour as originally ordered.

There are no hours applicable to overrun costs added by modification to completion type orders.  Therefore, overruns are not fee bearing and no hours will be deducted from the estimated total hours.

Hours applicable to change in scope modifications to completion type orders are fee bearing and are deducted from the estimated total hours.

(j) Closeout.

Delivery or task orders will be closed out on an individual basis, upon agreement of final indirect rates for the period of performance of the applicable delivery or task order.  The contractor shall forward the final voucher directly to the cognizant DCAA for final audit.  DCAA will forward the voucher and the final audit to the cognizant ACO (see block 6 of the basic contract), who will process it for final payment and submit it to the paying office.

(2)(a)  Pursuant to the clause at 5252.216-7006, Ordering, incorporated into this contract in Section I, the Government may issue orders orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods including, but not limited to, sending the orders by e-mail to the contractor. 

(b) Oral orders may be placed hereunder only in emergency circumstances. Information described above shall be furnished to the contractor at the time of placing an oral order and shall be confirmed by issuance of a written delivery/task order on DD Form 1155 within two working days. Oral orders placed under this contract shall not exceed $150,000.00.
(c) Modification of Delivery/Task Orders. Delivery/Task orders may be modified by the ordering officer.  Modifications to delivery/task orders shall include the information set forth in paragraph (b) above, as applicable. Delivery or task orders may be modified orally by the ordering officers in emergency circumstances. Oral modifications shall be confirmed by issuance of a written modification within two working days from the time of the oral communication modifying the order. The Contractor shall acknowledge receipt of any delivery or task order within one working day after receipt thereof.

(d) Ceiling Price. The cost plus fixed fee or ceiling amount for each delivery/task order will be the ceiling price stated therein and may not be increased except when authorized by a modification to the delivery/task order.

(e) Unilateral Orders. Delivery or task orders under this contract will ordinarily be issued after both parties agree on all terms. If the parties fail to agree, the Ordering Officer may require the contractor to perform and any disagreement shall be deemed a dispute within the meaning of the “Disputes” clause.

5252.231-9200   REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS (JAN 2006)

(a) Contractor Request and Government Approval of Travel

Any travel under this contract must be specifically requested in writing, by the contractor prior to incurring any travel costs.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The request shall include as a minimum, the following:


(1) Contract number


(2) Date, time, and place of proposed travel


(3) Purpose of travel and how it relates to the contract


(4) Contractor’s estimated cost of travel


(5) Name(s) of individual(s) traveling and;


(6) A breakdown of estimated travel and per diem charges.
Any travel under the contract must be specifically identified by the contractor in a written quotation to the Ordering Officer prior to incurring any travel costs.  Travel under this contract is only authorized under task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.

(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:



(i) Federal Travel Regulation prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;



(ii) Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; or



(iii) Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the travel regulations cited in subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) and (b)(1)(ii) above.


(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.

(c) Per Diem


(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Per diem shall not be paid on services performed at contractor’s home facility and at any facility required by the contract, or at any location within a radius of 50 miles from the contractor’s home facility and any facility required by this contract.


(2) Costs for subsistence and lodging shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized in writing by the Government for performance of the work under this contract per paragraph (a).  When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the contractor to its employees at a rate not to exceed the rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and authorized in writing by the Government.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing locality per diem rate.  

(3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees not to exceed the authorized per diem and as authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  The departure day from the Permanent Duty Station (PDS) and return day to the PDS shall be 75% of the applicable per diem rate.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the FAR 52.216-7 “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.

 (d) Transportation


(1) The contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amounts paid to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of work under the contract and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

(2) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.


(3) When transportation by privately owned conveyance (POC) is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

 (4) When transportation by privately owned (motor) vehicle (POV) is authorized, required travel of contractor personnel, that is not commuting travel, may be paid to the extent that it exceeds the normal commuting mileage of such employee.  When an employee’s POV is used for travel between an employee’s residence or the Permanent Duty Station and one or more alternate work sites within the local area, the employee shall be paid mileage for the distance that exceeds the employee’s commuting distance.


(5) When transportation by a rental automobile, other special conveyance or public conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid the rental and/or hiring charge and operating expenses incurred on official business (if not included in the rental or hiring charge).  When the operating expenses are included in the rental or hiring charge, there should be a record of those expenses available to submit with the receipt.  Examples of such operating expenses include:  hiring charge (bus, streetcar or subway fares), gasoline and oil, parking, and tunnel tolls.


(6) Definitions:

(i)  “Permanent Duty Station” (PDS) is the location of the employee’s permanent work assignment (i.e., the building or other place where the employee regularly reports for work.  



(ii)  “Privately Owned Conveyance” (POC) is any transportation mode used for the movement of persons from place to place, other than a Government conveyance or common carrier, including a conveyance loaned for a charge to, or rented at personal expense by, an employee for transportation while on travel when such rental conveyance has not been authorized/approved as a Special Conveyance.



(iii)  “Privately Owned (Motor) Vehicle (POV)” is any motor vehicle (including an automobile, light truck, van or pickup truck) owned by, or on a long-term lease (12 or more months) to, an employee or that employee’s dependent for the primary purpose of providing personal transportation, that:




(a) is self-propelled and licensed to travel on the public highways;




(b) is designed to carry passengers or goods; and




(c) has four or more wheels or is a motorcycle or moped.



(iv)  “Special Conveyance” is commercially rented or hired vehicles other than a POC and other than those owned or under contract to an agency.



(v)  “Public Conveyance” is local public transportation (e.g., bus, streetcar, subway, etc) or taxicab.



(iv)  “Residence” is the fixed or permanent domicile of a person that can be reasonably justified as a bona fide residence.

EXAMPLE 1: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 7 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 18 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 18 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (14 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 22 miles (18 + 18 - 14 = 22).

EXAMPLE 2: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 5 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 5 miles.

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (10 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (30 miles) to the regular place of work.

EXAMPLE 3: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives to regular place of work.  Employee is required to travel to an alternate work site, a distance of 30 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 15 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (30 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 30 miles (15 + 30 + 15 - 30 = 30).

EXAMPLE 4: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 12 miles.  In the morning the employee drives to an alternate work site (45 miles).  In the afternoon the employee returns to the regular place of work (67 miles).  After completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 12 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (24 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 100 miles (45 + 67 + 12 - 24 = 100).

EXAMPLE 5: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 35 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (35 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (50 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (25 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (10 miles).

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal commuting distance (70 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 50 miles (35 + 50 + 25 + 10 - 70 = 50).

EXAMPLE 6: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 20 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (20 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (10 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (5 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (2 miles).

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (37 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (40 miles) to the regular place of work.

5252.237-9602 CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION (MAY 2004)

(a) Contractor employees must be clearly identifiable while on Government property by wearing appropriate badges.

(b) Contractor personnel and their subcontractors must identify themselves as contractors or subcontractors during meetings, telephone conversations, in electronic messages, or correspondence related to this contract.

(c) Contractor-occupied facilities (on Department of the Navy or other Government installations) such as offices, separate rooms, or cubicles must be clearly identified with Contractor supplied signs, name plates or other identification, showing that these are work areas for Contractor or subcontractor personnel.

(c) The Contracting Officer is the only person authorized to approve changes in any of the requirements of this contract and notwithstanding provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely the Contracting Officer’s.  In the event the contractor effects any change at the direction of any person other than the Contracting Officer, the change will be considered to have been made without authority and no adjustment will be made in the contract price to cover any increase in charges incurred as a result thereof. 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CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $2,500.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $65 million;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $65 million; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 5 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 10 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

252.245-7004  REPORTING, REUTILIZATION, AND DISPOSAL (AUG 2011)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

(1) Demilitarization means the act of eliminating the functional capabilities and inherent military design features from DoD personal property. Methods and degree range from removal and destruction of critical features to total destruction by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, melting, burning, etc.

(2) Export-controlled items means items subject to the Export Administration Regulations (EAR) (15 CFR parts 730-774) or the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) (22 CFR parts 120-130). The term includes--

(i) Defense items, defined in the Arms Export Control Act, 22 U.S.C. 2778(j)(4)(A), as defense articles, defense services, and related technical data, etc.; and

(ii) Items, defined in the EAR as ``commodities,'' ``software,'' and ``technology,'' terms that are also defined in the EAR, 15 CFR 772.1.

(3) Ineligible transferees means individuals, entities, or countries--

(i) Excluded from Federal programs by the General Services Administration as identified in the Excluded Parties Listing System (EPLS) (https://www.epls.gov/);

(ii) Delinquent on obligations to the U.S. Government under surplus sales contracts;

(iii) Designated by the Department of Defense as ineligible, debarred, or suspended from defense contracts; or

(iv) Subject to denial, debarment, or other sanctions under export control laws and related laws and regulations, and orders

administered by the Department of State, the Department of Commerce, the Department of Homeland Security, or the Department of the Treasury.

(4) Scrap means property that has no value except for its basic material content. For purposes of demilitarization, scrap is defined as recyclable waste and discarded materials derived from items that have been rendered useless beyond repair, rehabilitation, or restoration such that the item's original identity, utility, form, fit, and function have been destroyed. Items can be classified as scrap if processed by cutting, tearing, crushing, mangling, shredding, or melting. Intact or recognizable components and parts are not ``scrap.''

(5) Serviceable or usable property means property with potential for reutilization or sale ``as is'' or with minor repairs or alterations.

(b) Inventory disposal schedules. Unless disposition instructions are otherwise included in this contract, the Contractor shall complete SF 1428, Inventory Schedule B, within the Plant Clearance Automated Reutilization Screening System (PCARSS). Information on PCARSS can be obtained from the plant clearance officer and at http://www.dcma.mil/ITCSO/CBT/PCARSS/index.cfm.

(1) The SF 1428 shall contain the following:
(i) If known, the applicable Federal Supply Code (FSC) for all items, except items in scrap condition.

(ii) If known, the manufacturer name for all aircraft components under Federal Supply Group (FSG) 16 or 17 and FSCs 2620, 2810, 2915, 2925, 2935, 2945, 2995, 4920, 5821, 5826, 5841, 6340, and 6615.

(iii) The manufacturer name, make, model number, model year, and serial number for all aircraft under FSCs 1510 and 1520.

(iv) Appropriate Federal Condition Codes. See Appendix 2 of DoD 4000.25-2, Military Standard Transaction Reporting and Accounting Procedures manual, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. Information on Federal Condition Codes can be obtained at http://www.DLA.Mil/J-6/DLMSO/Elibrary/Manuals/Milstrap/AP2_Index.asp.

(2) If the schedules are acceptable, the plant clearance officer shall complete and send the Contractor a DD Form 1637, Notice of Acceptance of Inventory.

(c) Proceeds from sales of surplus property. Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the proceeds of any sale, purchase, or retention shall be--

(1) Forwarded to the Contracting Officer;

(2) Credited to the Government as part of the settlement agreement;

(3) Credited to the price or cost of the contract; or

(4) Applied as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.

(d) Demilitarization, mutilation, and destruction. If demilitarization, mutilation, or destruction of contractor inventory is required, the Contractor shall demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy contractor inventory, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract and consistent with Defense Demilitarization Manual, DoDM 4160.28-M, edition in effect as of the date of this contract. The plant clearance officer may authorize the purchaser to 

demilitarize, mutilate, or destroy as a condition of sale provided the property is not inherently dangerous to public health and safety.    
(e) Classified Contractor inventory. The Contractor shall dispose of classified contractor inventory in accordance with applicable security guides and regulations or as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(f) Inherently dangerous Contractor inventory. Contractor inventory dangerous to public health or safety shall not be disposed of unless rendered innocuous or until adequate safeguards are provided.

(g) Contractor inventory located in foreign countries. Consistent with contract terms and conditions, property disposition shall be in accordance with foreign and U.S. laws and regulations, including laws and regulations involving export controls, host nation requirements, Final Governing Standards, and Government-to-

Government agreements. The Contractor's responsibility to comply with all applicable laws and regulations regarding export-controlled items exists independent of, and is not established or limited by, the information provided by this clause.

(h) Disposal of scrap. 
(1) Contractor with scrap procedures. 
(i) The Contractor shall include within its property management procedure, a process for the accountability and management of Government-owned scrap. The process shall, at a minimum, provide for the effective and efficient disposition of scrap, including sales to scrap dealers, so as to minimize costs, maximize sales proceeds, and, contain the necessary internal controls for mitigating the improper release of non-scrap property.

(ii) The Contractor may commingle Government and contractor-owned scrap and provide routine disposal of scrap, with plant clearance officer concurrence, when determined to be effective and efficient.

(2) Scrap warranty. The plant clearance officer may require the Contractor to secure from scrap buyers a DD Form 1639, Scrap Warranty.

(i) Sale of surplus Contractor inventory. 
(1) The Contractor shall conduct sales of contractor inventory (both useable property and scrap) in accordance with the requirements of this contract and plant clearance officer direction.

(2) Any sales contracts or other documents transferring title shall include the following statement:

 ``The Purchaser certifies that the property covered by this contract will be used in (name of country). In the event of resale or export by the Purchaser of any of the property, the Purchaser agrees to obtain the appropriate U.S. and foreign export or re-export license approval.''

 (j) Restrictions on purchase or retention of Contractor inventory. (1) The Contractor may not knowingly sell the inventory to any person or that person's agent, employee, or household member if that person--

(i) Is a civilian employee of the DoD or the U.S. Coast Guard;

(ii) Is a member of the armed forces of the United States, including the U.S. Coast Guard; or

(iii) Has any functional or supervisory responsibilities for or within the DoD's property disposal/disposition or plant clearance programs or for the disposal of contractor inventory.

(2) The Contractor may conduct Internet-based sales, to include use of a third party.

(3) If the Contractor wishes to bid on the sale, the Contractor or its employees shall submit bids to the plant clearance officer prior to soliciting bids from other prospective bidders.

(4) The Contractor shall solicit a sufficient number of bidders to obtain adequate competition. Informal bid procedures shall be used, unless the plant clearance officer directs otherwise. The Contractor shall include in its invitation for bids, the sales terms and conditions provided by the plant clearance officer.

(5) The Contractor shall solicit bids at least 15 calendar days before bid opening to allow adequate opportunity to inspect the property and prepare bids.

(6) For large sales, the Contractor may use summary lists of items offered as bid sheets with detailed descriptions attached.

Section L - Instructions, Conditions and Notices to Bidders

1. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1 Definitions. As used in this provision

-- In writing or written means any worded or numbered expression that can be read, reproduced, and later communicated, and includes electronically transmitted and stored information.

-- Proposal modification is a change made to a proposal before the solicitation’s closing date-and time, or made in response to an amendment, or made to correct a mistake at any time before award.

-- Proposal revision is a change to a proposal made after the solicitation closing date, at the request of or as allowed by a Contracting Officer as the result of negotiations.

-- Time, if stated as a number of days, is calculated using calendar days, unless otherwise specified, and will include Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays. However, if the last day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, then the period shall include the next working day.

1.2 Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals.
1.2.1 Offerors are responsible for submitting proposals, and any modification, or revisions, so as reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation.  

1.2.2 Bids and proposals submitted electronically will be considered “late” unless the bidder or Offeror completes the entire transmission of the bid or proposal prior to the due date and time for receipt of bids or proposals.  Any proposal, modification, or revision posted to the SPAWAR e-Commerce website after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and:

1.2.3 If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or

1.2.4 There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government’s control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

1.2.5 It is the only proposal received.

1.2.6 However, a late modification of an otherwise successful proposal that makes its terms more favorable to the Government will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

1.2.7 Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt is explained in Section 2.1 below.

1.2.8 If an emergency or unanticipated event interrupts normal Government processes so that proposals cannot be received at the office designated for receipt of proposals by the exact time specified in the solicitation, and urgent Government requirements preclude amendment of the solicitation, the time specified for receipt of proposals will be deemed to be extended to the same time of day specified in the solicitation on the first work day on which normal Government processes resume.

1.2.9 Offerors may submit modifications to their proposals at any time before the solicitation closing date and time, and may submit modifications in response to an amendment, or to correct a mistake at any time before award.

1.2.10 Offerors may submit revised proposals only if requested or allowed by the Contracting Officer.

1.2.11 Offer expiration date. Proposals in response to this solicitation will be valid for the number of days specified in the solicitation (unless a different period is proposed by the Offeror).

1.2.12 Proposals may be withdrawn at any time before award. Withdrawals are effective upon receipt of notice by the Contracting Officer.

1.2.13 Proposals may be withdrawn by written notice received at any time before award.  An Offeror or an authorized representative may withdraw proposals in person, if the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the proposal before award.

1.3 Contract award
1.3.1 The Government intends to award a Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF), Firm Fixed Price (FFP), Cost Only, five (5) year Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (ID/IQ) type contract resulting from this solicitation, to the single responsible Offeror whose proposal is the most advantageous to the Government under the selection criteria set forth in this solicitation, Section M.  

1.3.2 The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the Government’s interest.

1.3.3 The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received.

1.3.4 The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract upon initial proposals.  Therefore, the Offeror’s initial proposal should contain the Offeror’s best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.  However, the government may contact any or all or a limited number of Offerors with questions concerning their responses as permitted under FAR Part 15.

1.3.5 Exchanges with Offerors after receipt of a proposal do not constitute a rejection or counteroffer by the Government.

1.4 Minimum Offer Acceptance Period
1.4.1 "Acceptance period," as used in this provision, means the number of calendar days available to the Government for awarding a contract from the date specified in this solicitation for receipt of offer.

1.4.2 This provision supersedes any language pertaining to the acceptance period that may appear elsewhere in this solicitation.

1.4.3 The Government requires a minimum acceptance period of 180 calendar days. 

1.4.4 Offeror may specify a longer acceptance period than the Government's minimum requirement. 

1.4.5 The Offeror shall state in Factor 3, Section 2, the acceptance period in calendar days.

1.4.6 A proposal allowing less than the Government's minimum acceptance period will not be considered.

1.5 Content
1.5.1 Offerors shall submit proposals in response to this solicitation in English, unless otherwise permitted by the solicitation, and in U.S. dollars, unless the provision at FAR 52.225-17, Evaluation of Foreign Currency Offers, is included in the solicitation.

1.5.2 Restriction on disclosure and use of data. Offerors that include in their proposals data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose, or used by the Government except for evaluation purposes, shall mark the pages IAW FAR 52.215-1.

The Government will evaluate each Offeror's understanding of the Government's requirements and ability to perform the work on the basis of its proposal. It is the Offeror's responsibility to provide information and evidence that clearly demonstrates its ability to satisfactorily respond to the solicitation requirements.  

It is the Offeror’s responsibility to draft a logical, practical, clear and concise proposal that contains all pertinent information in sufficient detail so that the government evaluators are able to meaningfully evaluate the Offeror’s proposed approach and cost/price without discussions.  An Offeror’s proposal must clearly and convincingly demonstrate that the Offeror has a thorough understanding of the requirements and associated risk; is able, willing, and competent to devote the resources necessary to meet the requirements; and has valid and practical solutions for all requirements. 2.1 Submission requirements.  The Past Performance Volume shall be submitted no later than Friday, April 20 2012 at 12:00 PM Eastern Daylight Savings Time (EDST), electronically and in hardcopy.  The remainder of the Volumes shall be submitted no later than Friday, April 27 2012 12:00 pm (EDST), electronically and in hard copy. The electronic submission will be used to determine whether a proposal is timely.  The required number of hard copies is indicated with each evaluation factor listed above.

Offerors shall comply with the detailed instructions for the format and content of the proposal; proposals that do not comply with the detailed instructions for the format and content of the proposal may be considered non-responsive and may render the Offeror ineligible for award.

2.1.2 Electronic proposals shall be submitted as follows:

Electronic copies shall be submitted via the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central (SPAWAR E-CC).  Offerors submitting electronic proposals (e-Proposals) shall register in the SPAWAR E-CC and select their own password in order to submit a proposal.  Offerors are required to read the “Submitting a Proposal?” web page found in the SPAWAR E-CC.  For information about “e-Proposal” submission, please visit the SPAWAR E-CC. Each electronic file shall also be clearly marked to show the proposal volume number, Solicitation number and Offeror’s name.  E-Proposal files shall not contain classified data.  The format requirements for e-proposals are set forth in 2.2 below.   The proposal submission files may be compressed (zipped) into one, ZIP file entitled “PROPOSAL.ZIP” using WinZip version 6.3 or greater.  

All information relating to cost and pricing type data shall be included only in the section of the proposal designated by the Contracting Officer as the Cost Proposal. Subfactor 1.A - Interfaces 

The Offeror shall describe its approach for designing and developing Government system interfaces with existing multiple external applications/systems as identified in the FRD, Attachment #8, for PRIDE Mod II Design and Development.  

The Offeror shall describe processes employed for defining those interfaces, developing the schemas, and testing of the data exchange resulting from the interfaces.  The Offeror shall describe its approach for error handling and automated regeneration of interface notifications with maximum reliability. 

Subfactor 1.B  – Biometrics and Workflow 

The Offeror shall describe how it will employ biometrics and workflow, and the ability to employ biometrics and workflow in the PRIDE Mod II system.

The Offeror shall provide examples of projects where each of the software technologies listed above were used, and provide a listing of the software used in the effort.

Subfactor 2.B – Navy R&A Developmental Experience

Offerors shall submit a description of previous experience in designing and developing software of the same scope, scale, and technical complexity as the Sample Task to include Navy R&A knowledge. As a part of this description, the Offerors shall describe the extent to which personnel who contributed to these previous efforts will be supporting the proposed PRIDE Mod II work.

Subfactor 2.C – Software Process Experience 

Offerors shall submit a description of previous experience in designing and developing software using the same or similar processes and approaches as proposed for the Sample Task and shall demonstrate its experience with large scale business information technology integration efforts. Offerors shall describe the extent to which personnel who contributed to these previous efforts will be supporting the proposed PRIDE Mod II work. 

Offerors shall also describe any previous CMMI® or equivalent model-based process maturity appraisals performed. As a part of this description, Offerors shall identify the organizational entity and location where the appraisal was performed, the type of evaluation, the organization performing the evaluation, and the level earned. Additionally, the Offerors shall clearly describe its role in any experience examples used to include its participation as an independent prime or subcontractor.

Section 1 - General

An IDIQ, task-order /delivery-order based, CPFF, FFP, and Cost only contract with a period of performance extending 5 years will result from this solicitation.  Sufficient supporting data shall be provided to permit the Government to perform a review and analysis of the pricing for the Sample Task (Attachment #7) and proposed RAIT ID/IQ  rates (Attachments #3 and #4).

An Offeror's proposal is presumed to represent the Offeror's best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and proposed cost should be explained in the proposal. Offerors shall complete  spreadsheets for the Sample Task.   Additionally, RAIT ID/IQ rate spreadsheets (Attachments #3 and #4) shall be completed.  The following information applies:

· A cost summary for each CLIN at the Level 1 WBS in accordance with the RAIT PWS, paragraph 5.1.4., for the Sample Task.  Sample Level 1 WBS:

A. Requirements

B. Component Design and Development

C. Interface Design and Development

D. Reports Design and Development

E. Data Migration Design and Development

F. Integration and Testing

G. Logistics Product Development

· A cost summary for each CLIN defined to the level 3 WBS in accordance with the RAIT PWS, paragraph 5.1.4, for the Sample Task. 

· One Level 3 WBS spreadsheet, for the Sample Task,  with no cost information included (i.e., labor categories and hours only) and no hidden cells.

· Completed RAIT ID/IQ rate spreadsheets (Attachments #3 and #4). These spreadsheets are to be completed by the prime contractor and any of their proposed subcontractors, respectively. 

As identified in both spreadsheets, five years of actual historical data is to be provided for both direct and indirect rates unless the contractor has a FPRA in place, a copy of which must be provided in lieu of Attachments #3 and #4. 

The  labor categories listed on the attachments are the labor categories that may be used for task orders issued under the RAIT contract. On these attachments, the contractor shall identify all personnel (named and unnamed) required to staff the effort and their corresponding labor rates.  

Offerors shall not propose a cost summary for the Sample Task CLIN 0003  (ODCs).  This CLIN is for informational purposes only and will not be evaluated. All cost summaries shall be traceable directly back to the technical proposal. The summaries shall include, as appropriate and applicable, the following information:

Direct Labor – The straight hourly rates shall use a forty-hour week for conversion of salaried employees to the hourly basis and shall be exclusive of loading factors, e.g., vacation, sick leave, holidays, overhead, G&A, fee.  


Direct Labor Escalation – Offerors (prime and subcontractors) shall state what escalation rates were used for each base year (if applicable), and explain how the escalation rates were determined (historical, Global Insight, etc.).


Fringe Benefits – If applicable and in accordance with the Offeror’s normal accounting procedures, identify the fringe benefits rate(s) and total fringe benefit cost being proposed and identify the cost elements for which the fringe benefit rate is being applied.

General and Administrative (G&A) Expense – Identify the G&A rate(s) and the total G&A cost proposed and identify the various cost elements for which the G&A is being applied.


Other – If the Offeror elects to claim Facilities Capital Cost of Money (FCCOM) as an allowable cost, the Offeror must submit Form CASB-CMF and show the calculation of the proposed amount.


Fee – Offerors are reminded to ensure that the percentage rates proposed for Fixed Fee do not exceed the statutory limitations specified in FAR 15.404(c)(4)(i).


Subcontracted Costs – Each subcontractor shall be addressed separately, and detailed cost information shall be provided in the same format as required for the prime contractors.  Subcontractors shall submit their detailed cost information directly to the Government as part of their proposal submission. M.1.     GENERAL INFORMATION

The Government will award the contract to the Offeror representing the best overall value utilizing Tradeoff source selection procedures.    

The Government intends to award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the single responsible Offeror whose proposal conforms to the solicitation’s requirements and represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with all factors and subfactors in this solicitation.  Offerors are advised that an offer meeting solicitation requirements with the lowest total evaluated cost/price may not be selected if award to a higher cost/price Offeror is determined to be most advantageous to the Government.

Pursuant to FAR 15.306, exchanges of information with the Offeror after receipt of proposals may be conducted.  

The Government also reserves the right to change any of the terms and conditions of the RFP by amendment at any time prior to contract award and to allow Offerors to revise its offers accordingly, as authorized by FAR 15.306.  The Government intends to award the contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussions (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)).  Therefore, each offer should contain the Offeror’s best terms considering all factors.  Notwithstanding its plan to award without discussions, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions with Offerors in a competitive range, if necessary, and to permit such Offerors to revise their offer.

M.2. EVALUATION FACTORS

The Government’s evaluation of proposals will be based on the following Factors and Subfactors listed below.

Subfactor 2.B  Navy R&A Developmental Experience


Subfactor 2.C  Software Process Experience

Factor 3.  Cost  (for Sample Task)

Factor 4.  Past Performance (for Sample Task)

Factor 5.  Small Business Participation Plan (for IDIQ contract)

Technical Approach  (Factor 1), and  Technical Experience (Factor 2) are equal in importance. The Technical Approach (Factor 1)  and Technical Experience (Factor 2) factors are each significantly more important than Cost (Factor 3).  The Cost (Factor 3) is significantly more important than Past Performance (Factor 4).  The Past Performance (Factor 4) is significantly more important than the Small Business Participation Plan (Factor 5).  All subfactors are of equal importance within the factor.  

The evaluation factors other than cost, when combined, are significantly more important than cost, however the importance of cost as an evaluation factor increases with the degree of technical approach and technical experience equality of the proposals. Accordingly, when Offerors are considered essentially equal in terms of non-cost evaluation factors, cost may become the determining factor for award. The Government reserves the right to award to a lower cost Offeror when the offers are considered essentially equal in terms of technical, experience,  past performance, and planned small business participation, or when specific strengths and/or benefits associated with a technically superior offer do not support the payment of any associated cost or price premium.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s approach for performing the work required under the Sample Task, PRIDE Mod II PWS (Attachment #5) and in accordance with the FRD (Attachment #8).  The Government will assign Technical Evaluation Ratings from Section M.3 for each subfactor and then an overall Technical Evaluation Rating for the Technical Approach factor.  


(a) Subfactor 1.A  Interfaces.  The Government will evaluate the proposal to determine the Offeror’s capability and potential benefits of its proposed approach for designing and developing the interfacing of multiple external applications/system interfaces. proposed software development approach to ensure it is appropriate for the Sample Task and how it meets standard levels of completeness and process quality. For this subfactor, the Government will rely primarily on the draft SDP and the SDP Rationale.

               (d) Subfactor 1.D  Work Breakdown Structure.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposed WBS to determine its understanding of the technical effort required for successful completion of the Sample Task. 

 Factor 2.  Technical Experience

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s previous experience in performing work of a similar nature to that required under the Sample Task, PRIDE Mod II PWS (Attachment #5) and in accordance with the FRD (Attachment #8).  The Government will assign Technical Experience Ratings from Section M.3 for each subfactor and then an overall Technical Experience Rating for the Technical Experience Factor.

(a) Subfactor 2.A  Software Familiarity.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s experience in development of business IT software deployed within a Department of Defense data center with software used for; (1) application integration and connectivity solutions, (2) web application framework and scripting languages to develop web-based applications, (3) business intelligence, (4) database solutions, (5) forms and workflow, and (6) messaging and message queuing.  The Government will also evaluate the relevancy of projects where each of the software technologies listed above were used, and relevancy of the software identified in the effort.   

(b) Subfactor 2.B   Navy R&A Developmental Experience.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s previous experience in developing software of the same scope, scale, and technical complexity as the Sample Task, to include Navy R&A knowledge, and the extent to which personnel who contributed to these previous efforts will be supporting the PRIDE Mod II work.

(c) Subfactor 2.C   Software Process Experience. The Government will evaluate the

Offeror's previous experience in developing business information technology software using the same or similar processes and approach as proposed for the Sample Task.  The Government will evaluate the results of any standard model-based process maturity appraisals performed within 24 months prior to proposal submission, and the number of proposed staff experienced in using these processes will be part of the evaluation criteria. Additionally, the proposal will be evaluated for the Offeror’s experience with large integration efforts. 

Factor 3.  Cost

The evaluation will be based on an analysis of the realism and completeness of the cost proposal, the traceability of the cost to the Offeror's technical proposal, and the proposed allocation of man-hours and labor mix.  Pertinent cost information will be used to arrive at the Government's determination of the most probable costs to be incurred in the performance of this contract.  The evaluation will include , but not be limited to, WBS analysis, comparisons of the Offeror’s proposed approaches and efforts to historical cost data from similar programs and effort, cost modeling programs, licensing fees, DCMA input as required, and DCAA recommended rates for such costs as direct labor, overhead, G&A, etc., as necessary and appropriate,   If proposed direct labor and indirect rates are considered to be unrealistic, the Offeror’s proposed costs will be adjusted upward or downward to reflect more realistic costs. An offeror must quote on all items in this solicitation to be eligible for award.  The Government intends to make a single award to the acceptable offeror whose total offer on all items is the most advantageous to the Government considering price and other factors, if any, specified in the schedule.
