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The Sea Warrior Program (PMW 240) is the primary Information Technology (IT) acquisition agent for non-tactical business operations addressing Manpower, Personnel, Training and Education (MPTE) capability gaps, legacy systems, and Distance Support to the Fleet.  PMW 240 manages a complex portfolio of systems that enable the Navy to perform Human Resources (HR) and other non-tactical business operations ashore and afloat.  The PMW 240 Program is part of the Navy Program Executive Office for Enterprise Information Systems (PEO EIS), which develops, acquires, and deploys seamless enterprise-wide IT systems with full lifecycle support for the Warfighter and business enterprise.

Current personnel management and support processes in the Navy lack tight linkages, relying on fragmented and often uncoordinated processes, systems and data transactions across multiple organizations, implemented in discrete business processes, stove-piped databases and multiple aging IT support systems.  Problems are compounded in the afloat environment where competition for bandwidth and synchronization between afloat and ashore systems is problematic.  Considerable effort is required to coordinate and operate this patch-work collection of systems and perform manual “workarounds” and corrections.  Due to growing operational expense, many of the legacy systems have been “browned out,” receiving only minimal attention and support.

The purpose of these systems is to produce a modern, cost-effective human resources capability that fully integrates business processes, tools, and authoritative data to efficiently and effectively manage the military workforce that would:
•	Provide operational and combatant commanders with an accurate and timely picture of personnel availability and capability, 
•	Seamlessly track and manage career transitions (e.g., Active to Reserve component, and change of status within the Reserve component), 
•	Provide robust, member-focused personnel service delivery,
•	Ensure timely and accurate personnel records and compensation,  
•	Ensure effective and efficient operations, compliance with Federal laws and regulations, and the safeguarding of assets and funds through internal controls in support of audits, 
•	Provide integrated personnel management (strength planning, career management, distribution and assignment), 
•	Provide training/education management; and
· Synchronize with medical administrative systems.

[bookmark: _Toc346779510]The Integrated Personnel and Pay System - Navy (IPPS-N)
IPPS-N is a strategy to achieve integrated Personnel and Pay capability.  The Navy’s primary business solution for Human Resource Management is the Navy Standard Integrated Personnel System (NSIPS).  NSIPS is the field level input system for Active and Reserve personnel.  The Navy’s acquisition strategy to achieve the goals of the IPPS-N strategy is to capitalize on the existing investment and modernize the NSIPS.  Personnel Modernization (PersMod) addresses the Personnel capability portion of IPPS-N by modernizing the Navy’s personnel capability within NSIPS.

The Office of the Chief of Naval Operations. OPNAV, Operational Navy (OPNAV) goals for IPPS-N and consequently, for those personnel systems under this PersMod contract, are to:
· Develop interoperable and common components solutions which can be applied across Navy personnel systems
· Generate efficiencies throughout MPTE
· Increase accountability and audit readiness
· Provide improved service to Sailors
· Facilitate informed management decision making
· Improve Fleet readiness

Current capability gaps identified for IPPS-N are: 
a) Inefficient personnel and pay systems and processes
b) Rigid and non-responsive personnel and pay systems
c) Limited interoperability and information exchange across Navy personnel and pay functions.
d) Inaccuracies across the personnel and pay functions
e) Lack of information sufficiency to support personnel and pay tasks
f) Inadequate financial audit capability
g) Lack of commander’s visibility on personnel within their area of responsibility (AOR)
h) Ineffective tracking of career transitions and Sailor status Active Component (AC) and Reserve Component(RC)
i) Lack of an integrated and robust personnel service delivery model

This Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (ID/IQ) contract will be competitively awarded to a single Offeror.  The scope of this contract includes support, sustainment, upgrades, and modernization of personnel systems under IPPS-N in meeting the OPNAV goals to overcome identified capability gaps.  The purpose of the PersMod ID/IQ is to provide a single, integrated approach to help standardize processes, efficiencies, and capabilities of multiple Navy personnel systems.

NSIPS is the Navy’s business solution to Human Resources Management for approximately 400,000 Sailors worldwide.  NSIPS provides the Navy with a web-based, field-entry, electronic pay and personnel support system and analytical repository for all active duty and reserve Sailors.  Available worldwide, both ashore and shipboard, the system collects, validates, processes, and transfers data necessary to ensure accurate and timely pay and maintenance of personnel records.  NSIPS is pivotal in the processes of mobilization and demobilization.  

The NSIPS and integration of legacy system capability into NSIPS as listed in paragraph 1.2.3 and 1.3 of this document, including Reserve Headquarters System (RHS), Navy Enlisted System (NES), (Officer Personnel Information System (OPINS), Inactive Manpower Management Information System (IMAPMIS), Navy Personnel Database (NPDB), Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC).

In addition to this transactional portion, there is a NSIPS Analytics Environment (AE) to facilitate data queries of NSIPS data by users and other systems.  The NSIPS AE supports functionality to query data on an ad hoc basis.  The NSIPS AE contains numerous interfaces to personnel data sources including Change Data Capture (CDC) from a transactional database.  Reporting from NSIPS AE is done through various methods including flat file transfers and web services.  Within the NSIPS Analytics Environment there is a single database that contains multiple schemas that are logically and physically separated from the operating functions of the transactional environment.  These schemas support an Ad-Hoc inquiry capability for NSIPS transactional data, and web services.

NSIPS major systems currently include: 

· NSIPS Transactional – Navy field level Personnel transaction system
· NSIPS Reporting/Business Intelligence – reporting and ad hoc query tool
· Web Afloat – shipboard NSIPS component
· Web Adhoc – business intelligence analysis
· Career Information Management System (CIMS) – used for career counseling
· Navy Retention Monitoring (NRMS) – reports retention statistics
· Permanent Change of Station Obligation and Expenditure Management System (POEMS) – used to manage costs associated with Permanent Change of Station (PCS)
· Alternate Final Multiple Score (AFMS)- used to determine eligibility to E-7 selection board for SO and SB ratings
· Health Professionals Incentive Program (HPIP) – manages the development of medical personnel

Appendix D to this Performance Work Statement (PWS) contains a list of NSIPS Core Business Processes,  These processes will be supported and modernized as a part of this contract.
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Although the current production, system test, and Continuity of Operations (COOP) configurations are co-located at Tulsa, OK, these NSIPS components will be relocated to Norfolk and San Diego SPAWAR facilities in the near future.  The relocation information is being noted here due to potential project/schedule unknowns which may impact future relocation/contracting efforts under this PersMod ID/IQ Contract.

NSIPS is the largest federal implementation of PeopleSoft Human Resource (HR).  It is hosted on Navy Marine Corps Intranet (NMCI), and compliant with the Global Information Grid (GIG), the Joint Technical Architecture (JTA), and Navy’s Shipboard Standards (COMPOSE).  The current network architecture is depicted in figure 1.  
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Current production, system test, and COOP configurations are co-located at Norfolk and San Diego SPAWAR facilities.
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In addition to the shore-based production environment, NSIPS has an extensive shipboard presence.  Currently, there are 3 major versions of NSIPS Web Afloat implemented on 150 ships:
· 1.2.7 Ships – 24
· 1.2.12 Ships – 18 
· 1.2.19 Ships – 108

Figure 2 identifies the shipboard architecture.
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This shipboard component is a standalone version of NSIPS Web collapsed into a single server.  The shipboard server contains the records of all personnel onboard the ship.  Shipboard transactions are replicated and queued for exchange with the shore side NSIPS Web.  Periodically a shipboard Java client initiates communication with NSIPS JMS using message based SSL encryption and two-way strong PKI authentication.  All components are accredited under a separate Certification and Accreditation (C&A) activity.

NSIPS is available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, except for monthly scheduled maintenance on the last non-Holiday weekend of the month for 24 hours and for brief 2-4 hours scheduled outages in response to Information Assurance Vulnerability Alerts (IAVA’s) and Computer Tasking Orders (CTO’s).
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NSIPS currently supports data transfer from numerous systems via direct communications interfaces as well as web service interfaces.  Modernization of NSIPS shall include moving toward implementation of additional web service interfaces as external systems expose their data via web services.  The Contractor shall ensure that all external system interfaces continue to support all necessary data transfer as development and modernization of NSIPS is accomplished.  Figure 3 identifies the current system interfaces supported by NSIPS and is embedded as an excel document below.
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In addition to the NSIPS there are a number of other systems under the PersMod effort, such as   IMAPMIS, NES, OPINS, RHS, DMDC, Enlisted Assignment Information System (EAIS), Officer Assignment Information System (OAIS), and NPDB, that may require modernization/upgrades that would be covered under individual Task Orders (TOs) under this ID/IQ. 
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The Navy is conducting Business Process Re-Engineering (BPR) to identify “as is” and define “to be” business processes for the Navy’s personnel management.  These processes are consistent with the DoD Business Enterprise Architecture (BEA), specifically focused on ‘Hire-to-Retire’ business processes.  These efforts will also establish functional requirements for the business systems associated with this contract.  The requirements for future systems are being developed, but there is a need to sustain and enhance current functionality.  The Contractor will sustain the current environment as well as integrate future enhancements.  These requirements will be made available incrementally, as they are completed, and be the basis of incremental development and modernization. 

This PWS defines the products and services the Contractor shall perform.  Detailed requirements will be defined in the respective PWS, Statement of Work (SOW), or Statement of Objectives (SOO) for each specific TO issued under the ID/IQ contract.  PMW 240 envisions the following types of product and/or service support tasks occurring under this procurement:

· Procuring, modifying, and/or supporting the systems, subsystems, components or devices, which includes IT systems required to perform personnel duties of the United States Naval forces.
· Developing, integrating, or procuring common components and/or systems to reduce Total Ownership Cost (TOC) and/or enhance interoperability.  This includes developing interoperability solutions across all tools and systems within the Personnel line of business as well as any potential stand-alone or embedded capabilities to interface with each other and other outside systems that require integration with Navy personnel systems. 
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Contractor shall also provide transition services to a future system that incorporates potential future functionality that may include:
· PCS transfer to sea duty with training en route
· Transition between the Reserve Component and Active Component
· Sailor PCS move overseas
· Sailor Dies while on Active Duty
· Humanitarian Assistance
· Special Operations Forces (SOF) & overseas crisis
· Streamlined, paperless personnel supply chain
· Pay Certainty with new Specialty and Incentive pay
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Systems interfaced with NSIPS include the following:

RHS is a Commander Naval Reserve Force (COMNAVRESFOR) system used in the data collection and dissemination process necessary for command and control of Reserve component mobilization.  RHS supports the Naval Reserve functional areas of manpower, personnel, billet and unit management, mobilization management and personnel pay management.  RHS supports over 700 system users at all Echelon Levels and interfaces with 15 other Navy systems.  RHS is the central data processing point between 265 Naval Reserve field activities and all Navy and DoD pay/personnel systems.
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OPINS is a corporate system that generates and maintains the official automated personnel records of all the United States Navy/United States Naval Reserve (USN/USNR) active duty officers and officer candidates.  OPINS maintains personnel records for active duty officers (Active Duty for Special Work (ADSW), Training Active Reserve (TAR), Officer Candidates Accounting and Reporting Subsystem (OCARS), Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps (NROTC), and United States Naval Academy (USNA).  OPINS is used to calculate officer staffing strength, authorize the establishment of a pay record at the Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS), prepare Officer Data Cards (ODC) and prepare Officer Distribution Control Reports (ODCR) for dispersal to field activities.
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IMAPMIS is the corporate database for the Navy’s Inactive Reserve, maintaining 850,000 master personnel records for members of the Selected Reserve, Individual Ready Reserve (IRR), Standby Reserve, and all USN / USNR Retired.  IMAPMIS supports IRR mobilization readiness and personnel data reporting.  It is the primary source for Naval Reserve strength accounting.  IMAPMIS accumulates participation information to determine Reserve members’ eligibility for retirement and delivers Annual Retirement Point Records (ARPR) and Notices of Eligibility (NOE) to members via the Navy Web site.
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The Navy’s corporate database of authoritative data on all active duty Navy enlisted personnel which generates and maintains the official automated personnel records of all USN/USNR) active duty enlisted personnel for both current and historical purposes.  NES is primarily used to calculate enlisted strength, to authorize the establishment of a pay record at DFAS, and to prepare Enlisted Distribution Verification Reports (EDVR) for distribution to field activities.
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In addition to the satisfaction of new functional requirements and continuity of interoperability for the transfer of data, the NSIPS modernization includes the migration of data from existing databases to NSIPS.  As functionality is added to NSIPS, the transition of data from other personnel systems to NSIPS will be a key factor in the migration of functional capability.  The Contractor is responsible for the integrity and accuracy of the data during migration to NSIPS.  The Contractor shall perform migrations across design, test and production environments, and maintaining configuration control for each of these environments.  Additionally, the NSIPS must stay in sync with the development of the Authoritative Data Environment (ADE).  The ADE is being established as the repository and source of authoritative enterprise data and support analytical enterprise reports.  As the ADE matures and becomes an operational capability, the NSIPS will need to interoperate with it.
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To support the migration of functionality the Government will provide the Contractor legacy system documentation for functionality, interfaces, and data transfer.
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The Contractor shall implement, test, and deliver system maintenance and support.  Software/System releases resulting from sustainment activities shall be documented and updated in the System Documentation.  

The Contractor shall meet System Performance requirements defined in paragraph 5.8 of this PersMod ID/IQ PWS.
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The Contractor shall develop and maintain a Deployment Strategy for implementing and testing of system changes to include the identification and planned resolution of potential obstacles for the type of Data Deployment and installation.  This area shall be described in detail and submitted as part of CDRL A001, Software Development Plan, and as required for CDRLs A002, Software Test Plan, and A003, Software Test Report.

The Contractor shall obtain and have in place all required personnel, materials, equipment, and facilities to execute the tasks associated with this contract.   Earned Value Management (EVM)/Integrated Program Management Report (IPMR)
The Contractor shall establish, maintain, and use in the performance of this contract/TO, as required, an integrated performance management system.  Central to this integrated system shall be a validated Earned Value Management System (EVMS) in accordance with Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) 252.234-7001, DFARS 252.234-7002, and the EVMS guidelines contained in ANSI/EIA-748 and submitted under CDRL B00A.  To establish the integrated performance management system, the EVMS shall be linked to and supported by the Contractor’s management processes and systems to include the integrated master schedule, contract work breakdown structure, change management, material management, procurement, cost estimating, and accounting.  The correlation and integration of these systems and processes shall provide for early indication of cost and schedule problems, and their relation to technical achievement.  

Tailored EVM/Contract Funds Status Report (CFSR)
The Contractor shall employ a tailored Earned Value Management approach to manage cost, schedule, and technical performance, and deliver a CFSR report IAW CDRL B00C as specified in each TO (when under the EVM threshold).  The Contractor shall propose tailoring of the CDRL and EVM approach with each TO when required.  The CFSR will be based on the resource loaded Contract Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS) that identifies the key types (e.g., labor categories, hardware, software code, etc.) and amounts (e.g., labor hours and rate, quantities, lines of code, etc.) of resources associated with the lowest CWBS levels.  The roll up of key resources will constitute the planned baseline against which the Contractor will compare Earned Value progress.

  Mobilization
The Contractor shall implement a Mobilization Plan to familiarize themselves with the systems structure, source code, architecture, and business rules, and be fully operational to meet the requirements specified in applicable TO PWSs. The Mobilization period will also be specified in the TO and may span a period of thirty (30) to ninety (90) days from the date of TO award.  By the end of the mobilization phase, the Contractor shall obtain and have in place all required personnel, materials, equipment, and facilities to execute the tasks of the TO PWS.  This mobilization planning and execution shall be briefly summarized in the Contractor’s  Progress, Status, and Management Report, CDRL B001.

Transition Support
The Contractor shall, in addition to their ongoing responsibilities with respect to any awarded follow on effort, provide support in effecting a smooth transition to the successor Contractor sufficient to understanding of the underlying system structure, source code, architecture, and business rules.  As part of the transition support, the Contractor shall deliver the latest version of the systems source code and/or objects, and design documents to the Government at the end of the contract. In all cases, the level of detail shall be sufficient to define all software development processes, activities, and tasks to be conducted.  Information provided must include, as a minimum, specific standard, methods, tools, action, strategies, and responsibilities associated with development and qualification.”

The Contractor shall define a software development approach appropriate for the effort to be performed under individual TOs.  It is expected that the software development approach for development and modernization efforts (usually a full life cycle) and sustaining engineering software changes (usually an abbreviated life cycle) will be identified separately and tailored for each of those types of effort.  This overall approach shall be documented in a Software Development Plan (SDP) that shall be IAW the Technical Event Process (TEP) Guidebook. •	DoD Instruction 8500.2, “Information Assurance (IA) Implementation,” February 6, 	2003
•	Director of Central Intelligence Directive 6/3 (DCID 6/3), “Protecting Sensitive 	Compartmented Information Within Information Systems,” May 24, 2000 

The PersMod Contractor shall implement all Information Assurance (IA) controls, not specified by the government as inherited, and as defined within DoD Instruction 8500.2 in accordance with the Mission Assurance Category (MAC) and confidentiality level of information processed, stored, or communicated.  The Contractor shall establish DoDI 8500.2 compliant administrative/operational, technical, and physical/environmental safeguards to protect any and all Government systems and data to ensure the confidentiality, integrity, availability, authentication, and non-repudiation of Government information.  At minimum, the safeguards shall include provisions for personnel security, electronic security and physical security.  

The Contractor shall ensure that systems’ assets under this PersMod ID/IQ have been secured according to all DISA prepared Security Technical Implementation Guides (STIGs), Security Requirements Guides, and other DoD mandated secure configuration guides during the development, test, deployment, and maintenance.  At a minimum, the Application Security and Development, Operating System, Database, and Web Server STIGs are met.  If there is software that is outside of the scope of these STIGs, additional DoD/DoN security guidance will be reviewed and implemented to ensure the program is compliant with current DoD/DoN guidance.

The Contractor shall ensure that systems under PersMod ID/IQ be able to operate within a Government approved location which has been configured to meet all applicable STIGS and Information Assurance Vulnerability Alerts (IAVA).  The Contractor shall ensure that NSIPS sustainment shall integrate third party anti-virus and Host Based Security software as required by DoD and DoN.

The Contractor shall demonstrate compliance with policy guidance for International Common Criteria (ICC) for Information Security Technology Evaluation Mutual Recognition Arrangement, the NIAP Evaluation and Validation Program, the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) validation program, use of Mobile Code Technologies in DOD Information Systems and the Navy Ports, Protocols, and Services (NPPS) Manual.  

The Contractor shall provide technical and project management support related to all aspects of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996, and specifically the requirements of IA.  This includes participation in technical reviews and analyses of capability, processes, and systems.  Results of analyses and recommendations shall be provided to the PCO or contracting officer representative within 20 calendar days of completing the analyses.

C&A requirements apply to all DoD and Contractor's IS/networks that receive, process, display, store, or transmit DoD information.  The Contractor shall comply with the C&A process for implementing information safeguards.  The C&A process will be used to obtain Authorities to Operate, Interim Authorities to Operate and Authorities to Test to support the program requirements.  

The C&A requirements shall be met prior to allowing systems authorized access to DoD data or interconnect with any DoD IS/network that receives, processes, stores, displays or transmits DoD data.  The Contractor shall support the C&A process by providing the Contracting Officer the required documentation necessary to receive an Approval to Operate (ATO).  The Contractor shall make IS/networks available for testing, and support the C&A testing in advance of accessing DoD data or interconnecting with DoD IS/networks.  The Contractor shall ensure Contractor support staff is available to participate in all phases of the C&A process, including, but not limited to:

o	Attending and supporting C&A meetings with the Government
o	Supporting C&A package development/submission.
o	Supporting/conducting the vulnerability mitigation process
o	Supporting the C&A Team during system security testing
o	Supporting maintaining, monitoring and validating of security posture

Contractors must confirm that IS/networks are secured and baselined prior to initiating testing.  Confirmation of system baseline shall be agreed upon during the definition of the C&A boundary and be signed and documented as part of the C&A Plan.  Baselining the system means that there shall be no changes made to the configuration of the system (within the C&A boundary) during the C&A process.

Any re-configuration or change in the system during the C&A testing process will require a re-baselining of the system and documentation of system changes. 

Vulnerabilities identified by the Government as "must-fix" issues during the C&A process must be mitigated according to the timeline identified by the Information Assurance Manager (IAM), Information Assurance Officer (IAO) or Designated Approving Authority (DAA).  DoD developed checklists, reference materials, and C&A tools may be obtained from the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Information Assurance Support Environment (IASE) website at http://iase.disa.mil/index2.html.  Utilities, reference material and configuration guides are provided at this site.

The Contractor shall submit C&A documentation IAW existing procedures and regulations and as specified in CDRL A00Q.

The Contractor shall inspect system assets for vulnerabilities through manual checklist reviews and automated scanning tools using Government approved products. Currently, the scanning product is eEye Retina.  

The Contractor shall apply vendor software patches in accordance with IA Control VIVM-1 on at least a monthly basis and with serious vulnerability issues dealt with ASAP.

Compliance includes the encryption of “data in transit” and “data at rest” as required by the data owner.

The requirement under the E-Government Act of 2002, mandates that all PII be protected.  In addition, systems processing PII must have completed a Privacy Impact Assessment (PIA) and register that PIA with DON CIO.

Timely detection and rapid response to suspected or confirmed security incidents are essential in order to identify and contain any breach to IA.  The Contractor shall demonstrate to the customer sufficient policies, processes, and resources available to support an Incident Response Program (IRP).  The IRP shall support capabilities comparable to those identified in relevant DOD and DON policy or other accepted and documented commercial "best practices" (e.g., National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) standards or similar). 

In the event of an incident the Contractor shall:
· Notify the customer within 24 hours in the event of a confirmed security incident, or within 48 hours of a suspected security incident, that impacts or potentially impacts customer systems, networks, or data. 
· Shall agree with the customer to share information regarding any security incident sufficient to:
· identify the cause of the security incident (i.e., attack vector and methodology)
· identify the technical or procedural vulnerabilities that allowed the incident to occur
· identify any unauthorized actions taken with respect to the relevant systems, networks, or data in question
· Shall mutually agree with the customer upon actions and other measures taken to mitigate vulnerabilities associated with the incident and to ensure that similar incidents do not recur.

While improving productivity and providing greater flexibility for employees, wireless technologies, if not properly secured, can also introduce significant security vulnerabilities that may jeopardize the confidentiality, integrity, and/or availability of systems, networks, and data. Wireless technologies include, but are not limited to, Wireless Local Area Networks (WLANs), Wireless Personal Area Networks (WPANs), and Wireless Portable Electronic Devices (PEDs).

o	DODI 8420.01, Nov 3, 2009
o	Pentagon Wireless Security Policy, Sep 25, 2002
o	Wireless STIG, (Current release)
o	The Contractor shall demonstrate to the customer that wireless technologies are in compliance with the policies and standards referenced above."

The Contractor shall comply with DOD standards and procedures and shall use approved products to dispose of unclassified hard drives and other electronic media  in accordance with DOD Memorandum "Disposition of Unclassified Computer Hard Drives," June 4, 2001. These requirements include the Standards for Electronic Transactions and Code Sets (TCS), the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health Information (the Privacy Rule), and the Security Standards.  The Contractor shall comply with all relevant HIPAA regulatory updates as they are published and TMA requirements as they are defined, including identifiers for providers, employers, health plans, and individuals, and standards for claims attachment transactions. 

The Contractor shall comply with all Data Use Agreements (DUAs) and DOD requirements for secure disposal, destruction, and/or sanitization of all equipment containing Protected Health Information (PHI).  The Contractor shall ensure that data containing PHI is continuously protected from unauthorized access, use, modification, or disclosure.  The Contractor shall comply with all previously stated requirements for HIPAA, Personnel Security, Electronic Security, and Physical Security. 

Unclassified but Sensitive Internet Protocol Router Network (NIPRNet)/Secret Internet Protocol Router Network (SIPRNet) Connection Criteria Policy
The Contractor shall comply with DISN Connection policy (CJCSI 6211.02B) for any connections to NIPRNet and SIPRNet.

The Contractor shall ensure that all deliverables include Functional Area Management (FAM) approved applications. All integrated, installed, or operational applications hosted on Navy networks must also be registered in DADMS and approved by the FAM.  No operational systems or applications will be integrated, installed, or operational on a RDT&E network.
