(3) The U.S. contractor acknowledges its responsibilities under U.S. export control laws and regulations (including the license prior to the release of technical data within the United States) and agrees that it will not disseminate any export-controlled technical data subject to the Directive in a manner that would violate applicable export control laws and regulations.

(4) The U.S. contractor also agrees that, unless dissemination is permitted by the Directive, it will not provide access to export-controlled technical data subject to the Directive to persons other than its employees or persons acting on its behalf, without the permission of the DoD component that provided the technical data.

(5) To the best of its knowledge and belief, the U.S. contractor knows of no person employed by it, or acting on its behalf, who will have access to such data, who is debarred, suspended or otherwise ineligible to perform under U.S. Government contracts; or has violated U.S. export control laws or a certification previously made to the Department of Defense under the provisions of the Directive.

(b) Private individuals or enterprises are certified as Qualified U.S. Contractors by submitting a DD Form 2345 to Commander, Defense Logistics Services Center (DLSC), ATTN:  DLSC-FEB, Federal Center, Battle Creek, Michigan 49017-3084.

(c) Canadian contractors may be qualified in accordance with the Directive for technical data that do not require a license for export to Canada under section 125.12 of the International Traffic in Arms Regulations and sections 379.4(d) and 379.5(e) of the Export Administration Regulations, by submitting an equivalent certification to the DLSC.

(End of clause)

5252.231-9200   REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS (JAN 2006)

(a) Contractor Request and Government Approval of Travel

Any travel under this contract must be specifically requested in writing, by the contractor prior to incurring any travel costs.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The request shall include as a minimum, the following:


(1) Contract number


(2) Date, time, and place of proposed travel


(3) Purpose of travel and how it relates to the contract


(4) Contractor’s estimated cost of travel


(5) Name(s) of individual(s) traveling and;


(6) A breakdown of estimated travel and per diem charges.

(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:



(i) Federal Travel Regulation prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;



(ii) Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; or



(iii) Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the travel regulations cited in subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) and (b)(1)(ii) above.


(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.

(c) Per Diem


(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Per diem shall not be paid on services performed at contractor’s home facility and at any facility required by the contract, or at any location within a radius of 50 miles from the contractor’s home facility and any facility required by this contract.


(2) Costs for subsistence and lodging shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized in writing by the Government for performance of the work under this contract per paragraph (a).  When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the contractor to its employees at a rate not to exceed the rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and authorized in writing by the Government.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing locality per diem rate.  

(3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees not to exceed the authorized per diem and as authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  The departure day from the Permanent Duty Station (PDS) and return day to the PDS shall be 75% of the applicable per diem rate.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the FAR 52.216-7 “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.

 (d) Transportation


(1) The contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amounts paid to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of work under the contract and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

(2) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.


(3) When transportation by privately owned conveyance (POC) is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and is authorized in writing by the Government per paragraph (a).  

 (4) When transportation by privately owned (motor) vehicle (POV) is authorized, required travel of contractor personnel, that is not commuting travel, may be paid to the extent that it exceeds the normal commuting mileage of such employee.  When an employee’s POV is used for travel between an employee’s residence or the Permanent Duty Station and one or more alternate work sites within the local area, the employee shall be paid mileage for the distance that exceeds the employee’s commuting distance.


(5) When transportation by a rental automobile, other special conveyance or public conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid the rental and/or hiring charge and operating expenses incurred on official business (if not included in the rental or hiring charge).  When the operating expenses are included in the rental or hiring charge, there should be a record of those expenses available to submit with the receipt.  Examples of such operating expenses include:  hiring charge (bus, streetcar or subway fares), gasoline and oil, parking, and tunnel tolls.


(6) Definitions:

(i)  “Permanent Duty Station” (PDS) is the location of the employee’s permanent work assignment (i.e., the building or other place where the employee regularly reports for work.  



(ii)  “Privately Owned Conveyance” (POC) is any transportation mode used for the movement of persons from place to place, other than a Government conveyance or common carrier, including a conveyance loaned for a charge to, or rented at personal expense by, an employee for transportation while on travel when such rental conveyance has not been authorized/approved as a Special Conveyance.



(iii)  “Privately Owned (Motor) Vehicle (POV)” is any motor vehicle (including an automobile, light truck, van or pickup truck) owned by, or on a long-term lease (12 or more months) to, an employee or that employee’s dependent for the primary purpose of providing personal transportation, that:




(a) is self-propelled and licensed to travel on the public highways;




(b) is designed to carry passengers or goods; and




(c) has four or more wheels or is a motorcycle or moped.



(iv)  “Special Conveyance” is commercially rented or hired vehicles other than a POC and other than those owned or under contract to an agency.



(v)  “Public Conveyance” is local public transportation (e.g., bus, streetcar, subway, etc) or taxicab.



(iv)  “Residence” is the fixed or permanent domicile of a person that can be reasonably justified as a bona fide residence.

EXAMPLE 1: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 7 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 18 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 18 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (14 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 22 miles (18 + 18 - 14 = 22).

EXAMPLE 2: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives from residence to an alternate work site, a distance of 5 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 5 miles.

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (10 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (30 miles) to the regular place of work.

EXAMPLE 3: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 15 miles.  Employee drives to regular place of work.  Employee is required to travel to an alternate work site, a distance of 30 miles.  Upon completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 15 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (30 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 30 miles (15 + 30 + 15 - 30 = 30).

EXAMPLE 4: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 12 miles.  In the morning the employee drives to an alternate work site (45 miles).  In the afternoon the employee returns to the regular place of work (67 miles).  After completion of work, employee returns to residence, a distance of 12 miles.

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal round trip commuting distance (24 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 100 miles (45 + 67 + 12 - 24 = 100).

EXAMPLE 5: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 35 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (35 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (50 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (25 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (10 miles).

In this case, the employee is entitled to be reimbursed for the distance that exceeds the normal commuting distance (70 miles).  The employee is reimbursed for 50 miles (35 + 50 + 25 + 10 - 70 = 50).

EXAMPLE 6: Employee’s one way commuting distance to regular place of work is 20 miles.  Employee drives to the regular place of work (20 miles).  Later, the employee drives to alternate work site #1 (10 miles) and then to alternate work site #2 (5 miles).  Employee then drives to residence (2 miles).

In this case, the employee is not entitled to be reimbursed for the travel performed (37 miles), since the distance traveled is less than the commuting distance (40 miles) to the regular place of work.

(End of Clause)

5252.231-9200  REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS (SEP 2003)--ALTERNATE I (SEP 2001)

If the contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract (i.e., requirements, indefinite quantity), add the following two sentences after paragraph (a)(6) of the basic Clause 5252.231-9200,  “Reimbursement of Travel Costs”:

Any travel under the contract must be specifically identified by the contractor in a written quotation to the Ordering Officer prior to incurring any travel costs.  Travel under this contract is only authorized under task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.

(End of Alternate I)

5252.237-9602 CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION (MAY 2004)

(a) Contractor employees must be clearly identifiable while on Government property by wearing appropriate badges.

(b) Contractor personnel and their subcontractors must identify themselves as contractors or subcontractors during meetings, telephone conversations, in electronic messages, or correspondence related to this contract.

(c) Contractor-occupied facilities (on Department of the Navy or other Government installations) such as offices, separate rooms, or cubicles must be clearly identified with Contractor supplied signs, name plates or other identification, showing that these are work areas for Contractor or subcontractor personnel.

(End of clause)

5252.237-9603  REQUIRED INFORMATION ASSURANCE AND PERSONNEL SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR ACCESSING GOVERNMENT INFORMATION SYSTEMS AND NONPUBLIC INFORMATION (June 2011)

(a) Definition.  As used in this clause, “sensitive information” includes:

(i) All types and forms of confidential business information, including financial information relating to a contractor’s pricing, rates, or costs, and program information relating to current or estimated budgets or schedules; 

(ii) Source selection information, including bid and proposal information as defined in FAR 2.101 and FAR 3.104-4, and other information prohibited from disclosure by the Procurement Integrity Act (41 USC 423);

(iii) Information properly marked as “business confidential,” “proprietary,” “procurement sensitive,” “source selection sensitive,” or other similar markings;

(iv) Other information designated as sensitive by the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR).

(b) In the performance of the contract, the Contractor may receive or have access to information, including information in Government Information Systems and secure websites.  Accessed information may include “sensitive information” or other information not previously made available to the public that would be competitively useful on current or future related procurements.

(c) Contractors are obligated to protect and safeguard from unauthorized disclosure all sensitive information to which they receive access in the performance of the contract, whether the information comes from the Government or from third parties.  The Contractor shall—

(i) Utilize accessed information and limit access to authorized users only for the purposes of performing the services as required by the contract, and not for any other purpose unless authorized;

(ii) Safeguard accessed information from unauthorized use and disclosure, and not discuss, divulge, or disclose any accessed information to any person or entity except those persons authorized to receive the information as required by the contract or as authorized by Federal statute, law, or regulation; 

(iii) Inform authorized users requiring access in the performance of the contract regarding their obligation to utilize information only for the purposes specified in the contact and to safeguard information from unauthorized use and disclosure.

(iv) Execute a “Contractor Access to Information Non-Disclosure Agreement,” and obtain and submit to the Contracting Officer a signed “Contractor Employee Access to Information Non-Disclosure Agreement” for each employee prior to assignment;  

(v) Notify the Contracting Officer in writing of any violation of the requirements in (i) through (iv) above as soon as the violation is identified, no later than 24 hours.  The notice shall include a description of the violation and the proposed actions to be taken, and shall include the business organization, other entity, or individual to whom the information was divulged.

(d) In the event that the Contractor inadvertently accesses or receives any information marked as “proprietary,” “procurement sensitive,” or “source selection sensitive,” or that, even if not properly marked otherwise indicates the Contractor may not be authorized to access such  information, the Contractor shall (i) Notify the Contracting Officer; and (ii) Refrain from any further access until authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(e) The requirements of this clause are in addition to any existing or subsequent Organizational Conflicts of Interest (OCI) requirements which may also be included in the contract, and are in addition to any personnel security or Information Assurance requirements, including Systems Authorization Access Request (SAAR-N), DD Form 2875, Annual Information Assurance (IA) training certificate, SF85P, or other forms that may be required for access to Government Information Systems.

(f) Subcontracts.  The Contractor shall insert paragraphs (a) through (f) of this clause in all subcontracts that may require access to sensitive information in the performance of the contract.

(g) Mitigation Plan.  If requested by the Contracting Officer, the contractor shall submit, within 45 calendar days following execution of the “Contractor Non-Disclosure Agreement,” a mitigation plan for Government approval, which shall be incorporated into the contract.  At a minimum, the mitigation plan shall identify the Contractor’s plan to implement the requirements of paragraph (c) above and shall include the use of a firewall to separate Contractor personnel requiring access to information in the performance of the contract from other Contractor personnel to ensure that the Contractor does not obtain any unfair competitive advantage with respect to any future Government requirements due to unequal access to information.  A “firewall” may consist of organizational and physical separation; facility and workspace access restrictions; information system access restrictions; and other data security measures identified, as appropriate.  The Contractor shall respond promptly to all inquiries regarding the mitigation plan.  Failure to resolve any outstanding issues or obtain approval of the mitigation plan within 45 calendar days of its submission may result, at a minimum, in rejection of the plan and removal of any system access.  

5252.242-9202  TECHNICAL DIRECTION (COST TYPE CONTRACTS) (APR 1992)

(a) Technical Direction may be provided to the Contractor from time to time by the Contracting Officer or Contracting Officer’s Representative, if authorized, during the term (term is defined as the period of performance for the basic contract and any options that may be exercised) of this contract.  Technical Direction will provide specific information relating to the tasks contained in the Statement of Work and will be provided to the contractor in writing.  Any Technical Direction issued hereunder will be subject to the terms and conditions of the contract.  The contract shall take precedence if there is any conflict with any Technical Direction issued hereunder, and cannot be modified by any Technical Direction.

(b) As stated, Technical Direction shall be issued in writing and shall include, but not be limited to, the following information:

(1) date of issuance of Technical Direction;

(2) applicable contract number;

(3) technical direction identification number;

(4) description of Technical Direction; 

(5) estimated cost;

(6) estimated level of effort by labor category; and

(7) signature of the PCO/COR.

(c) If the contractor does not agree with the estimated cost specified on the technical direction, or considers the technical direction to be outside the scope of the contract, he shall notify the PCO or COR immediately and, in the case of the estimated cost, arrive at a general agreement to the cost of the task. In the case of the direction requiring work that is out of the scope of the contract, the contractor shall not proceed with the effort unless and until the PCO executes a contract modification to include the change in scope.

(End of clause)

5252.243-9600 AUTHORIZED CHANGES ONLY BY THE CONTRACTING OFFICER (JAN 1992)

(a) Except as specified in paragraph (b) below, no order, statement, or conduct of Government personnel who visit the Contractor’s facilities or in any other manner communicates with Contractor personnel during the performance of this contract shall constitute a change under the Changes clause of this contract.

(b) The Contractor shall not comply with any order, direction or request of Government personnel unless it is issued in writing and signed by the Contracting Officer, or is pursuant to specific authority otherwise included as a part of this contract.

(c) The Contracting Officer is the only person authorized to approve changes in any of the requirements of this contract and notwithstanding provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely the Contracting Officer’s.  In the event the contractor effects any change at the direction of any person other than the Contracting Officer, the change will be considered to have been made without authority and no adjustment will be made in the contract price to cover any increase in charges incurred as a result thereof. CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-8     FIXED FEE (JUN 2011)

(a) The Government shall pay the Contractor for performing this contract the fixed fee specified in the Schedule.

(b) Payment of the fixed fee shall be made as specified in the Schedule; provided that the Contracting Officer withholds a reserve not to exceed 15 percent of the total fixed fee or $100,000, whichever is less, to protect the Government's interest. The Contracting Officer shall release 75 percent of all fee withholds under this contract after receipt of an adequate certified final indirect cost rate proposal covering the year of physical completion of this contract, provided the Contractor has satisfied all other contract terms and conditions, including the submission of the final patent and royalty reports, and is not delinquent in submitting final vouchers on prior years' settlements. The Contracting Officer may release up to 90 percent of the fee withholds under this contract based on the Contractor's past performance related to the submission and settlement of final indirect cost rate proposals.
(End of clause)

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $2500.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $96 million;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $96 million; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 5 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 10 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(End of clause)

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum".  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum".

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order. (2) Does not include information or informational materials the export of which the President does not have the authority to regulate or prohibit pursuant to section 203(b)(3) of the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702(b)(3)).

(b) The offeror shall email questions concerning sensitive technology to the Department of State at CISADA106@state.gov.

(c) Except as provided in paragraph (d) of this provision or if a waiver has been granted in accordance with 25.703-4, by submission of its offer, the offeror--

(1) Represents, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that the offeror does not export any sensitive technology to the government of Iran or any entities or individuals owned or controlled by, or acting on behalf or at the direction of, the government of Iran; and

(2) Certifies that the offeror, or any person owned or controlled by the offeror, does not engage in any activities for which sanctions may be imposed under section 5 of the Iran Sanctions Act. These sanctioned activities are in the areas of development of the petroleum resources of Iran, production of refined petroleum products in Iran, sale and provision of refined petroleum products to Iran, and contributing to Iran's ability to acquire or develop 

certain weapons or technologies.

(d) Exception for trade agreements. The representation requirement of paragraph (c)(1) and the certification requirement of paragraph (c)(2) of this provision do not apply if--

(1) This solicitation includes a trade agreements notice or certification (e.g., 52.225-4, 52.225-6, 52.225-12, 52.225-24, or comparable agency provision); and

(2) The offeror has certified that all the offered products to be supplied are designated country end products or designated country construction material.

(ii) For a contract awarded by a civilian agency other than the Coast Guard and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, either the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract. 

(d) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system, the Contractor nevertheless shall obtain the Contracting Officer’s written consent before placing the following subcontracts:

(e)(1) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of placing any subcontract or modification thereof for which consent is required under paragraph (b), (c), or (d) of this clause, including the following information: 

(i) A description of the supplies or services to be subcontracted. 

(ii) Identification of the type of subcontract to be used. 

(iii) Identification of the proposed subcontractor. 

(iv) The proposed subcontract price. 

(v) The subcontractor’s current, complete, and accurate certified cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions. 

(vi) The subcontractor’s Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract. 

(vii) A negotiation memorandum reflecting— 

(A) The principal elements of the subcontract price negotiations; 

(B) The most significant considerations controlling establishment of initial or revised prices; 

(C) The reason certified cost or pricing data were or were not required; 

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Contractor did not rely on the subcontractor’s certified cost or pricing data in determining 
the price objective and in negotiating the final price; 

(E) The extent to which it was recognized in the negotiation that the subcontractor’s certified cost or pricing data were not accurate, complete, or current; the action taken by the Contractor and the subcontractor; and the effect of any such defective data on the total price negotiated; 

(F) The reasons for any significant difference between the Contractor’s price objective and the price negotiated; and 

(G) A complete explanation of the incentive fee or profit plan when incentives are used. The explanation shall identify each critical performance element, management decisions used to quantify each incentive element, reasons for the incentives, and a summary of all trade-off possibilities considered. 

(2) The Contractor is not required to notify the Contracting Officer in advance of entering into any subcontract for which consent is not required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause. 

(f) Unless the consent or approval specifically provides otherwise, neither consent by the Contracting Officer to any subcontract nor approval of the Contractor’s purchasing system shall constitute a determination— 

(1) Of the acceptability of any subcontract terms or conditions; 

(2) Of the allowability of any cost under this contract; or 

(3) To relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for performing this contract. 

(g) No subcontract or modification thereof placed under this contract shall provide for payment on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis, and any fee payable under cost-reimbursement type subcontracts shall not exceed the fee limitations in FAR 15.404-4(c)(4)(i). 

(h) The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer immediate written notice of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of any claim made against the Contractor by any subcontractor or vendor that, in the opinion of the Contractor, may result in litigation related in any way to this contract, with respect to which the Contractor may be entitled to reimbursement from the Government. 

(i) The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor’s purchasing system as set forth in FAR Subpart 44.3. 

(j) Paragraphs (c) and (e) of this clause do not apply to the following subcontracts, which were evaluated during negotiations:

1. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1 Definitions. As used in this provision (FAR 52.215-1)

In writing or written means any worded or numbered expression that can be read, reproduced, and later communicated, and includes electronically transmitted and stored information.

1.1.1  Proposal modification is a change made to a proposal before the solicitation’s closing date-and time, or made in response to an amendment, or made to correct a mistake at any time before award.

1.1.2  Proposal revision is a change to a proposal made after the solicitation closing date, at the request of or as allowed by a Contracting Officer as the result of negotiations.

1.1.3  Time, if stated as a number of days, is calculated using calendar days, unless otherwise specified, and will include Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays.  However, if the last day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, then the period shall include the next working day.

1.2 Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals.

It is the Offeror’s responsibility to draft a logical, practical, clear, and concise proposal that contains all pertinent information in sufficient detail so that the government evaluators are able to meaningfully evaluate the Offeror’s proposed approach and cost/price without discussions.  An Offeror’s proposal must clearly and convincingly demonstrate that the Offeror has a thorough understanding of the requirements and associated risk; is able, willing, and competent to devote the resources necessary to meet the requirements; and has valid and practical solutions for all requirements.

An SDP, if it is to-the-point and appropriate, may be preferable to a SDP that is excessively wordy and contains non-essential material.

Each Offeror shall also submit, as a part of its proposal, an SDP Rationale which describes why its specific approach is appropriate for the system to be procured and how its proposed processes are equivalent to those articulated by CMMI capability level 3.

Subfactor 2.B – Technical System Experience 

Each Offeror shall submit a description of previous experience in sustaining software of the same nature as this Sample Task 2.  Each Offeror shall submit a description of previous experience in sustaining software using the same or similar processes and approaches as proposed for this solicitation.  Each Offeror shall demonstrate its experience with integration efforts of similar scope, scale, and complexity as Sample Task 2.  Each Offeror shall describe the extent to which personnel who contributed to these previous efforts will be supporting this solicitation.  Each Offeror shall also describe any previous CMMI or equivalent model-based process maturity appraisals performed.  As a part of this description, each Offeror shall identify the organizational entity and location where the appraisal was performed, the type of evaluation, the organization performing the evaluation, and the level earned.

Additionally each Offeror shall clearly describe its role in any experience examples used to include its participation as an independent prime or subcontractor.

2.4.3
Subfactor 2.C – Architecture Maintenance 

The Offeror shall describe in detail its technical approach in maintaining and enhancing NSIPS using the existing PeopleSoft, Oracle, and Business Objects to be provided as GFI, IAW the PWS, Attachment (11) to the RFP.  The Offeror shall also describe how they will comply with the Information Assurance and Certification and Accreditation sections of the PWS.

2.4.4
Subfactor 2.D – Contract Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS) (Unlimited page count)

Each Offeror shall provide a complete Level 3 Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) for the Sample Task in accordance with the Sustainment PWS, Attachment #11, paragraph 4.2.5.  This Level 3 WBS spreadsheet shall include proposed labor categories and hours, but will not have any cost information included (rates, overheads, etc.) and no hidden cells.

The Offeror shall provide a complete rationale/justification for each level of the proposed WBS.  

Offerors are again reminded that no cost/price information shall be included in this WBS Subfactor.

2.5 Volume III:  Factor 3: Cost/Price

2.5.1
Section 1 – General

An IDIQ, Task-Order based, CPFF, CPIF, FPIF, FFP, and Cost Reimbursement (cost only, no fee) contract, with a period of performance extending 5 years, will result from this solicitation.  The Cost/Price Volume shall demonstrate a complete understanding of the effort necessary to perform this planned contract.  

These instructions are to assist you in submitting information other than cost or pricing data that is required to evaluate the reasonableness and realism of the proposed costs.  Compliance with these instructions is mandatory and failure to comply may result in rejection of your proposal.  Proposals should be sufficiently detailed to demonstrate its reasonableness.  The burden of proof for credibility of proposed costs/prices rests with the Offeror.

Sufficient supporting data shall be provided to permit the Government to perform a review and analysis of the pricing for each of the Sample Tasks (Attachments #7-9 and #11-13) and proposed PersMod ID/IQ rates (Attachments #4 and #5).  

Offerors are solely responsible for ensuring and certifying in the hard copy cover letter that the electronic and hard copy proposals are identical.  

An Offeror's proposal is presumed to represent the Offeror's best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and proposed prices should be explained in the proposal.  For example, if the intended use of new and/or innovative development/production techniques is the basis for an abnormally low estimate, the nature of these techniques and its impact on cost should be explained or, if a corporate policy decision has been made to absorb a portion of the estimated cost, that must also be adequately explained in the proposal.  Furthermore, the priced Sample Task efforts in the Cost/Price Volume must be consistent with the Sample Task efforts described in the Offeror’s’ Technical Volume.  Any inconsistency, if unexplained, raises a fundamental issue of the Offeror's understanding of the nature and scope of the work required and the Offeror’s ability to perform the contract.

All spreadsheets shall be capable of being manipulated in Microsoft Excel 2003 format, and shall be submitted with all formulae intact (NOT a read-only spreadsheet) and in separate binders as appropriate.  All Cost spreadsheets submitted under Volume III should be included in a single Excel Workbook file.

TAB 1 and TAB 2:  Completed Section B of Sample Task 1, NSIPS Dev/Mod and Sample Task 2 – NSIPS Sustainment

The Offeror shall fill out the dollar amounts in the Section B, CLIN 0001, for each Sample Task.  Section B for Dev/Mod Sample Task 1 is provided as Attachment #6.  Section B for Sustainment Sample Task 2, is provided as Attachment #10.  The Offeror will fill out the proposed Cost and Fixed Fee information for each Section B and include this information as a separate sheet within the same Excel workbook for the CWBS under the file name CostCWBS.xls  The dollar amounts inserted in Section B must agree with the pricing information provided in Level 1 & 3 WBS’s under Tabs 6, 7, 8, and 9.

Offerors shall not fill out Section B for the PersMod ID/IQ.

The Offeror will not insert any costs for the Contracts Data Requirements List (CDRL) CLIN, as it is Not Separately Priced (NSP).  

Other Directs Costs.  The Offeror will not insert any costs for the Other Direct Costs (ODC) CLIN as this line item may or may not be funded at time of award for travel and other miscellaneous incidental costs needed to support the specific Task Order effort.  Again, the Offeror is reminded that no proposed cost information is to be included in any of proposal Volumes except for Volume 3 – Cost/Price.  

TAB 3:  Cost Narrative

Any explanatory information is to be included in this introductory narrative to the cost/price proposal.  The Offeror and all Subcontractors shall provide a summary description of the standard estimating system or methods used for the cost/price proposal.  The summary description shall cover separately each major cost element (i.e., direct labor, escalation, indirect costs, rates, etc.) as shown below.  If blended, interdepartmental transfers or composite rates are used, a thorough description of the calculation shall be provided.

Historical rates shall be provided for all direct and indirect rates.  If historical rates are not provided, Offerors (and Subcontractors) shall provide detailed explanations for the lack of information.  Failure to provide historical rate information shall also be addressed in the cost narrative section of Volume III Cost.

All cost summaries shall be traceable directly back to the technical proposal.  The summaries shall include, as appropriate and applicable, the following information:

· Direct Labor - The straight hourly rates shall use a forty-hour week for conversion of salaried employees to the hourly basis and shall be exclusive of factors, e.g., vacation, sick leave, holidays, overhead, G&A, fee.  The Offeror shall describe the basis used to estimate direct labor cost and describe its estimating assumptions.  

Realism of proposed rates is facilitated and validated by existence of a current Forward Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA), Provisional Billing Rates (PBR), etc. on file with DCMA/DCAA.  Those Offerors who do not have direct labor rate information on file with DCMA/DCAA, shall submit, as part of its cost proposal, documentation establishing the accuracy of its proposed direct labor rates in order to verify the realism of the Offeror’s proposed direct labor rates (including proposed subcontractors).  Acceptable documentation includes the following: 

(A) A comprehensive description of the methodology used to establish the proposed direct rate (if proposing rates that do not fall within one of the above criteria).  This comprehensive description shall include both the source from where the rate was obtained and a description of how the resulting rate was calculated.  The comprehensive description should show the specific detailed information used in the analysis and the steps of the analysis performed.   Full traceability of the supporting documentation from start to finish shall stand alone, in its entirety.  The documentation should include specific sources used, depicting all applicable content and any reference needed for re-performance (such as a web link and the content on the page that was used in the analysis).

(B) The Offeror shall supply a summary explanation for a difference between actual current labor rate.and proposed labor rates and for any difference between proposed rates and DCMA/DCAA Forward Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA) rates, if any.  Detailed rationale for these differences must also be addressed as part of the cost narrative.  

FY 10 Rates for Sample Task 2 – To determine compliance with Section 808 of the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) of 2012, The Offeror shall provide the following information:

a) Whether or not in FY10, it provided the same or similar service to the requiring activity that is soliciting the requirement;

b) lf the same or similar services were provided to the requiring activity, its FY10 burdened rates (less fee) for that same or similar service that it is proposing to provide; and,

c) The actual annual cost that the Government paid to Offeror in FY10 for the same or similar service.

· Direct Labor Escalation – Offerors (for both prime and subcontractors) shall state what escalation rates were used for each base year (if applicable), and provide a clear and detailed explanation of how the escalation rates were determined (historical, Global Insight, etc.).  Include a comprehensive description of the methodology used to establish the proposed escalation.  This comprehensive description shall include both the source from where the rate was obtained and a description of how the resulting rate was calculated.  The comprehensive description should show the specific detailed information used in the analysis and the steps of the analysis performed.   Full traceability of the supporting documentation from start to finish shall stand alone, in its entirety.  The documentation should include specific sources used, depicting all applicable content and any reference needed for re-performance (such as a web link and the content on the page that was used in the analysis).  Simply stating that the proposed escalation is what has “always been used”, is unacceptable.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCMA/DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume VI.

· Fringe Benefits – If applicable and in accordance with the Offeror’s normal accounting procedures, identify the fringe benefits rate(s) and identify the cost elements for which the fringe benefit rate is being applied.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume VI under Tab 4.

· Overhead – Identify the current and projected overhead rate(s) and identify the various cost elements for which overhead is being applied.  Separately identify Government-site and Contractor-site overhead if applicable.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume VI under Tab 4.

· Material & Subcontractor (M&S) Handling – If applicable, identify the rate and the cost element to which the M&S Handling is applied.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume VI under Tab 4.

· General and Administrative (G&A) Expense – Identify the G&A rate(s) and identify the various cost elements for which the G&A is being applied.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume  VI under 

Tab 4.

· Other – If the Offeror elects to claim Facilities Capital Cost of Money (FCCOM) as an allowable cost, the Offeror must submit Form CASB-CMF and show the calculation of the proposed amount.  Address any differences from the information contained in the copy(ies) of the Primes and Subcontractors latest DCAA report provided as part of the Administrative Volume VI under Tab 4.

· Material Costs – Provide a consolidated priced summary of individual material quantities included in the developed costs for each Sample Task with the basis for pricing (vendor quotes, invoices prices, etc. and the technical rationale for purpose of proposed items).  If the Offeror is proposing use of its proprietary software, that information shall be identified in Section K (Administrative Volume VI, Tab 3) and shall also be addressed in the appropriate technical volume.

· Subcontract Costs – The Offeror shall provide a summary breakdown chart for all proposed Subcontractors, costs  and proposed fee/profit for each Subcontractor and a summary description of the effort to be performed by each Subcontractor.  This information should agree with the information provided in the WBS Level 1 summary sheet, TAB 6.

The prime’s proposal shall include and itemize the cost for each subcontractor.  In accordance with FAR 15.404-3, the prime shall conduct appropriate cost or price analyses to establish the reasonableness of proposed subcontract prices and evaluation of subcontractor’s role/technical support in the proposed effort, and include these analyses in the price proposal.  

Each subcontractor shall be addressed separately, and detailed cost information shall be provided in the same format as required for the prime contractors.  All subcontractors without an adequate accounting system as determined by DCAA shall be proposed on a FFP basis.

Subcontractors may submit its proposal with the prime’s proposal.  In some cases the subcontractor may deny the contractor access to its proprietary cost data.  This does not alleviate the prime contractor’s obligation with respect to the cost analysis.  As a responsible source, the contractor will always perform a price analysis to determine that the overall subcontract price is fair and reasonable.  When the Prime Contractor or higher-tier subcontractor has been denied access to a subcontractor’s records in carrying out the responsibilities at FAR 15.404-3 to conduct price or cost analysis to determine the reasonableness of proposed subcontract prices, the Prime shall provide the Subcontractor’s written denial, with the basis of this denial, to the Contracting Officer as part of the Cost/Price proposal and have the Subcontractor submit its proposal directly to the Contracting Officer.  It is still the Prime’s responsibility to ensure that the Subcontractor complies with the same cost proposal (volume III) submission requirements/format as the required for the Prime.  Failure to do so may make the Prime’s proposal nonresponsive.

· Fee – Offerors are reminded to ensure that the percentage rates proposed for Fixed Fee do not exceed the statutory limitations specified in FAR 15.404-4(c)(4)(i).  The Offeror shall provide the rationale supporting the proposed fee.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s previous experience and the extent to which personnel who contributed to these previous efforts will be supporting this task.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror's previous experience in sustaining business information technology software using the same or similar processes and approach as proposed for Sample Task 2.  Additionally, the proposal will be evaluated for the Offeror’s experience with integration efforts of similar scope, scale, and technical complexity as Sample Task 2.  

The Government will evaluate the results of any standard model-based process maturity appraisals performed within 24 months prior to proposal submission, and the number of proposed staff experienced in using these processes will be part of the evaluation criteria.  

Subfactor 2.C – Architecture Maintenance.  

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s technical approach  in maintaining and enhancing of the relevant COTS products.  The Government will evaluate proposal for meeting IA compliance and Certification and Accreditation requirements of the PWS for Sample Task 2.

Subfactor 2D – Contract Work Breakdown Structure

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposed WBS to determine its understanding of the technical effort required for successful completion of the Sample Task.

DEFINITIONS OF TECHNICAL EVALUATION AND RISK ASSESSMENT RATINGS FOR FACTOR 1 AND FACTOR 2

TECHNICAL EVALUATION RATING

The Offeror’s technical solutions will be rated separately from the risk associated with its technical approach.  The technical rating evaluates the quality of the Offeror’s technical solution for meeting the Government’s requirement.  The risk rating considers the risk associated with the technical approach in meeting the requirement.  Technical evaluations shall use the ratings listed below:

FACTOR 3.  COST

The Total Evaluated Cost (TEC) price for each Sample Task, which need not be the amount proposed by the Offeror, will be combined and will be the total amount used for evaluation under this volume.

Cost Realism.  The evaluation will be based on an analysis of the realism and completeness of the cost proposal, the traceability of the cost to the Offeror's technical proposal, and the proposed allocation of work-hours and labor mix.  Pertinent cost information will be used to arrive at the Government's determination of the most probable costs to be incurred in the performance of each Task Order.  The evaluation will include, but not be limited to, WBS analysis, comparisons of the Offeror’s proposed approaches and efforts to historical cost data from similar programs and effort, DCMA input as required, DCAA recommended rates for such costs as direct labor, overhead, G&A, etc., as necessary and appropriate, cost modeling programs, other Offerors' rates, marketplace rates, licensing fees, market salary surveys, etc,  

The Government may also use statistical analysis to set a range of direct rates and indirect rates.  If proposed costs are considered to be unrealistic, including (1) unrealistic labor hours, (2) unrealistic direct rates, and (3) unrealistic indirect rates, the Offeror's proposed costs will be adjusted upward or downward to reflect more realistic costs.  

Offerors are advised that proposed escalation must be supported by historical information, with an explanation on how it was developed and how it compares to the IHS Global Insight rate forecast.  Absent adequate support, adjustments to the proposed escalation rate(s) may be made using the IHS Global Insight information as a guideline for rate analysis to determine an evaluated rate.  Based on an analysis of the proposed rates, an evaluated cost for the Offeror will be calculated to reflect the Government's estimate of the Offeror's most probable costs.  The TEC to the Government, which is an Offeror's evaluated cost and the proposed fee, will be used in making an award determination.  

Offerors are cautioned that to the extent proposed costs appear unrealistic; the Government may infer either a lack of understanding of the requirements, increased risk of performance, or lack of credibility on the part of the Offeror.

Offerors are advised that an offer that includes unbalanced pricing between the instant year and out years may be rejected.  As defined at FAR 15.404, unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated cost or price, the cost or price of one or more contract line items is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of cost or price analysis techniques.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the Offeror.

For Sample Task 2 – FY 10 burdened (less fee) Labor Rates:  This procurement is subject to the restrictions contained in Section 808 of the National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) for Fiscal Year 2012 regarding procurement of contract services.  The NDAA for FY 2012 limits spending for contract services in FY 2012 or FY 2013 to the annual cost paid in FY 2010 for burdened labor rates (less fee) for the same or similar services.  If after receipt of proposals, the Government determines that the Offerors' proposed costs for FY 2013 exceed the costs paid in 2010, the Government may open discussions.

FACTOR 4.  PAST PERFORMANCE

Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an Offeror satisfied its customers in the past and complied with the SOW/PWS, contract schedule and contract terms and conditions.  

There are two aspects to the past performance evaluation.  The first is to evaluate the Offeror’s past performance to determine how relevant an effort accomplished by the Offeror is to the effort to be acquired through this solicitation.  The Government will assess each Offeror’s proposal in regard to recency, similarity of scope, complexity, dollar value, contract type and degree of subcontract/teaming.  The Government will assess each Offeror’s and, if applicable, proposed Subcontractor’s past performance.  

The second aspect of the past performance evaluation is to determine how well the contractor performed on the contracts.  The Government will assess performance confidence wherein the Offeror’s and significant subcontractor’s probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort will be evaluated.  

PAST PERFORMANCE RELEVANCY RATINGS:

The Relevancy rating will assess how relevant an Offeror’s recent effort is to the effort identified in this solicitation.

In the investigation of an Offeror’s past performance, the Government reserves the right to use past performance information obtained from sources other than those identified by the Offeror, such as former customers, Government agencies, and other private/public sources of information.  This past performance information will be used for the evaluation of past performance.

Merely having problems does not automatically equate to a limited or no confidence rating, since the problems encountered may have been on a more complex program, or an Offeror may have subsequently demonstrated the ability to overcome the problems encountered.  The Offeror is required to clearly demonstrate management actions employed in overcoming problems and the effects of those actions in terms of improvements achieved or problems rectified.  This may allow the Offeror to be considered a higher confidence candidate.  

The Government will also assess the role that subcontractors have played in contributing to the success and/or failure of the Offeror and to what extent subcontractors’ performance has contributed to the past performance evaluation.  

The Government reserves the right to limit the number of references it decides to contact and to contact references other than those provided by the Offeror. 

The Government does not assume the duty to search for data to cure the problems it finds in the information provided by the Offeror.  The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information remains with the Offeror.  

In accordance with FAR 15.306, Offerors will be given the opportunity to discuss adverse past performance information to which the Offeror has not previously had an opportunity to respond, if any such information is discovered. 

If an Offeror submits a certification statement that it has no past performance information, and the Government has no information available regarding the Offeror’s past performance, that Offeror will receive an “Unknown Confidence” ( neutral) rating (i.e., the Offeror is evaluated neither favorably nor unfavorably) for past performance in regard to Performance Confidence.  If Offerors (prime and significant subcontractors) provide reference information that is not relevant and current as stated in Section L, the Offeror will receive “Not Relevant” past performance ratings for those contracts. 

FACTOR 5.  SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION PLAN (SBPP)

The Government will evaluate the Small Business Participation Plan in terms of the amount of work proposed to be performed by a small business prime and any small business at the first tier subcontract level.  There is a Small Business Participation goal of not less than 29% of the total funded amount of all task orders awarded over the life of this ID/IQ contract.   

The Small Business Participation Plan will be evaluated for each Element listed in below and assigned an overall Factor rating of Acceptable or Unacceptable based upon the combined element ratings.

An offeror must quote on all items in this solicitation to be eligible for award.  The Government intends to make a single award to the acceptable offeror whose total offer on all items is the most advantageous to the Government considering price and other factors, if any, specified in the schedule.
