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COTS Catalog HW and SW Services provide HW and SW to end users including installation.  End users may choose from a wide selection of items that utilize the latest COTS technology to best meet their requirements beyond the basic services.  

The ES Contractor shall:
a. Publish and maintain a Catalog of COTS HW and SW service options certified for use on the network consistent with the functionality contained in the CoSC COTS Catalog listed as Attachment 37 in Section J of the contract.  The Catalog includes: 1) the OEM name; 2) make of the HW and SW; 3) model of the HW; 4) version of the SW; 5) the date the item was certified for use on the network; and, 6) pricing.  Provide the first COTS Catalog to the Government for approval 30 days after AFOR of Project 2. (CDRL A059 – NGEN Commercial off the Shelf Catalog)
i. Replace the COTS Catalog items that have reached end of life or have been on the Catalog for two years, whichever is shorter, in accordance with the CMIP and DIACAP.
ii. Test new COTS Catalog items for interoperability, compatibility, and security required for integration in the environment.
iii. Update and maintain the approved Catalog on Homeport. 
iv. Include consumables and other support items in the Catalog necessary to deliver and maintain end-item functionality.
v. Provide the option to direct ship Catalog items.
b. Provide HW ordered by the Government within 30 days of order receipt.
c. Maintain COTS SW ordered by the Government.
