Tours of the SPAWAR Systems Center (SSC) Pacific Combined Test Bed Facility
In support of the Technology Refresh and Link 22 development efforts for the Next Generation Command and Control Processor (NGC2P), SSC Pacific will conduct two tours of the Combined Test Bed (CTB) Facility.  The CTB Facility is currently used to support the development and testing activities of the NGC2P.  The Government will be providing access to the CTB Facility as part of the Technology Refresh and Link 22 development contract.  

The two tours are scheduled for Tuesday June 26th and Thursday June 28th, 2012 at 1300 hours.  Each tour will cover the same material, so it is not necessary to attend both.  The CTB Facility is located in Building 600 of the Seaside Area of SSC Pacific.  Attendees can meet with the Government representatives who are conducting the tour beginning at 1245 in the parking lot next to the Building 600 cafeteria.  A map showing the SSC Pacific Seaside area is provided in Figure 1.  The area is identified in Figure 1 as “SSC San Diego Seaside”.
