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The purpose of this notice is to provide current status of the Commercial Wideband Satellite Program (CWSP) end-to-end service program.  Responses to the Request for Information (RFI) published on 19 November 2003 were received as requested on or before 23 December 2003.  These white papers have been reviewed and we appreciate industry’s response in our market research.

The Program Executive Officer – Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence and Space (PEO-C4I), Commercial Wideband SATCOM Program Office PMW 176 is currently taking steps to implement this concept as follows:


1.  Funding has been requested via the POM 06 process for FY 06 through FY 11 resources.  Results of the POM 06 process will not be known, however, until this summer.  Should continued funding not be approved, a formal Request for Proposal (RFP) for CWSP end-to-end service is not anticipated.


2.  The Program Executive Officer – Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence and Space (PEO-C4I), Commercial Wideband SATCOM Program Office PMW 176 is in the process of establishing a teaming arrangement with DITCO TRANSPORT AND SATELLITE BRANCH, Code AQSS22,  2300 East Drive

Scott AFB, IL  62225-5406 to support this contracting effort.  The current intent is to have the DITCO TRANSPORT AND SATELLITE BRANCH be the contracting activity responsible for releasing the RFP, conducting the source selection and awarding the resulting contract that will support this acquisition.  Accordingly, a Global Information Grid (GIG) waiver will not be necessary.  Once the teaming arrangement has been finalized to support this RFP this web site will be updated reflecting that change in status.


3.  The requirements pertinent to contract consolidation included in section 801 of the FY 04 DoD Authorization Act (Pub.L. 108-136 ) are being addressed.  


4.  Until these funding and requirements are resolved, no formal RFP can be issued.

Because PEO-C4I does not yet have funding or consent from higher-level authorities to proceed with CWSP end-to-end service, we are not meeting with individual companies at this time.  Should we, in the future, determine that such meetings would be beneficial or additional market research (beyond the initial RFI) is necessary, we will post a notice to this website providing more specific details.  

The above notwithstanding, we are proceeding with drafting an RFP.  Upon completion, we plan to post the draft RFP to this website in addition to the DITCO website for industry comment along with a further status update.  Comments will be voluntary and any cost associated with providing comments will be at the sole expense of the party providing comment(s). 

No further information is available at this time, nor has a timeline for the above actions been established.  When further information becomes available, it will be posted to this website.
