After the initial 180 day period, all proposed substitutions must be submitted, in writing, at least fifteen (15) days, thirty (30) days if security clearance is to be obtained), in advance of the proposed substitutions to the Contracting Officer, and provide the information required by paragraph (c) below.


(c)  All requests for substitutions must provide a detailed explanation of the circumstances necessitating the proposed substitutions, a complete resume for the proposed substitute, and any other information requested by the Contracting Officer, needed by him to approve or disapprove the proposed substitution.  All proposed substitutes must have qualifications that are equal to or higher than the qualifications of the person to be replaced.  The Contracting Officer or his authorized representative will evaluate such requests and promptly notify the Contractor of his approval or disapproval thereof.

H.2   TECHNICAL DIRECTION (COST TYPE CONTRACTS) (APR 92) (SPAWAR 5252.242‑9202)


a. All representations and certifications and other written statements made by the contractor in response to SECTION K of the solicitation or at the request of the contracting officer, incident to the award of the contract or modification of this contract, are hereby incorporated by reference with the same force and effect as if they were given in full text.

H.6  CONSENT FOR SUBCONTRACTS 

Pursuant to the Subcontracts clause (FAR 52.244-2)(Alt. I) the contractor is required to obtain the written consent of the PCO prior to placing any subcontract described in paragraph (a) of that clause.  The Contracting Officer hereby consents to those subcontracts requiring consent that were specifically identified and included in the contractor's written proposal upon which negotiations were based. 

H.7  ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST CLAUSE (JAN 89) (SPAWAR 5252.209-9201)


A.  The Contractor understands and agrees that the Department of Defense will not consider it, its successors, or assignees (hereinafter referred to as "the Contractor"), as a source of supply for any system or major component thereof, or training related thereto, for which the Contractor provides technical support and management assistance under the contract.  The Contractor further understands and agrees that it will not be allowed to be a subcontractor or consultant to a supplier of a system or any major components thereof, or training related thereto, for which the Contractor provides technical support and management assistance under this contract.


B.  If, under this contract, the Contractor assists the Department of Defense in the preparation of a Statement of Work, or provides material leading directly, predictably, and without delay to a Statement of Work, to be used in the competitive procurement of a system or services, the Contractor understands and agrees that for the period from effective date of contract through five years after contract completion it shall not be allowed to supply the services or the system or major components thereof, unless it is the sole source.  The content of a Statement of Work shall not be considered predictable if more than one prime Contractor is involved in the preparation of material leading to it.


C.  The Contractor hereby understands and agrees that if work to be performed under this contract requires access to proprietary data of other companies, the Contractor must agree with such other companies to protect such data from unauthorized use or disclosure so long as it remains proprietary.  Evidence of such agreement must be made available to the PCO upon request.  Further, the Contractor agrees that it will not utilize the data obtained from such other companies in performing for the Department of Defense additional studies in the same field, which are obtained competitively.  The Contractor also agrees that Governmental information accessed during performance shall not be disclosed outside the Government or otherwise used by the Contractor for its own benefit.


D.  Upon receipt of a task order issued under the provisions of  this contract, the Contractor shall conduct a review of actual or potential Organizational Conflict of Interest (OC of I) as defined in and within the meaning of FAR Subpart 9.5.  If in the opinion of the Contractor the performance of a task directed under this contract will involve an actual or potential OC of I, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer and provide justification in support of its opinion.  The Contracting Officer will thereupon determine whether in fact the task does involve an OC of I.  If the Contracting Officer determines that an OC of I is involved, the Contractor shall not perform said task unless the parties agree to the restrictions imposed by FAR Subpart 9.5.


E.  Any subcontractor, which performs any work relative to this contract, shall be subject to paragraphs A through D above.


F.  The Contractor agrees to notify any subcontractor, which, pursuant to paragraph E above, is subject to paragraphs A through D, above, that it is so subject.


G.  The prohibitions imposed by this clause may be waived by the Government.

H.8  CONTRACTOR PICTURE BADGE


(a) A contractor picture badge may be issued to contractor personnel by the SPAWARSYSCOM upon receipt of a valid visit request from the Contractor and a picture badge request from the COR.  A list of personnel requiring picture badges must be provided to the COR to verify that the contract or delivery/task order authorizes performance at SPAWARSYSCOM prior to completion of the picture badge request.


(b) An automobile decal will be issued by SPAWARSYSCOM upon presentation of a valid contractor picture badge and the completion of the Badge and Decal Record.


(c) The contractor assumes full responsibility for the proper use of the identification badge and automobile decal, and shall be responsible for the return of the badge and/or destruction of the automobile decal upon termination of personnel or expiration or completion of the contract.


(d) At the completion of the contract, the contractor shall forward to SPAWARSYSCOM a list of all unreturned badges with a written explanation of any missing badges.

H.9  EMPLOYMENT OF NAVY PERSONNEL RESTRICTED
In performing this contract, the Contractor will not use as a consultant or employ (on either a full or part-time basis) any active duty Navy personnel (civilian or military) without the prior approval of the Contracting Officer.  Such approval may be given only in circumstances where it is clear that no law and no DOD or Navy instructions, regulations, or policies might possibly be contravened and no appearance of a conflict of interest will result.

H-11  REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS


(a) Contractor Request and Government Approval of Travel

Any travel under this contract must be specifically requested in writing, by the contractor prior to incurring any travel costs.  The travel request shall be submitted three weeks in advance, when possible, prior to incurring any travel costs, and shall include as a minimum, the following:


(1) Contract number


(2) Date, time, and place of proposed travel


(3) Purpose of travel and how it relates to the contract


(4) Contractor’s estimated cost of travel


(5) Name(s) of individual(s) traveling and;


(6) A breakdown of estimated travel and per diem charges.


(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:



(i) Federal Travel Regulation* prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;



(ii) Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; or



(iii) Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the travel regulations cited in subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) and (b)(1)(ii) above.

* Federal Travel Regulation (FTR) Amendment 75 was published in the Federal Register as a Final Rule on December 2, 1998.  This final rule changed how the FTR maximum per diem rate limitations are computed, including extracting lodging taxes from the per diem rates and allowing payment of lodging taxes as a miscellaneous expense instead.  Some contractors may encounter a significant administrative burden and incur substantial costs in modifying their systems to comply with this Final Rule.  Therefore, contractors may choose to satisfy the limitation on allowable travel costs by continuing to use the FTR maximum per diem rates and the definitions of lodging, meals, and incidental expenses in effect on December 31, 1998, or the revised FTR rates and definitions that went into effect on January 01, 1999.  Contractors may choose the maximum per diem rate computation methodology for all contractor travel from October 01, 1999 through September 30, 2001 (see the DAR deviations issued under DAR Tracking Number 99-O0013 and 2000-O0005).  Contractors shall use the revised FTR rates and definitions that went into effect on January 01, 1999 for all contractor travel after October 01, 2001, unless (A) the Director of Defense Procurement further extends the deviation, or (B) the coverage in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2) is revised.


(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate shown in Section B; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.


(c) Per Diem


(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Per diem shall not be paid on services performed at contractor’s home facility and at any facility required by the contract, or at any location within a radius of 50) miles from the contractor’s home facility and any facility required by this contract.


(2) Costs for subsistence and lodging shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized in writing by the Government for performance of the work under this contract.  When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the contractor to his employees at a rate not to exceed the rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and authorized in writing by the Government.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing locality per diem rate.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

(3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees for authorized per diem, as described above, not to exceed the authorized per diem.  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  Fractional billing shall be on a 1/4, 1/2, and 3/4 basis.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments.


(d) Transportation


(1) For transportation other than described in subparagraph (d)(5) below, the contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amounts paid to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of work under the contract and is authorized in writing by the Government.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).


(2) When transportation by privately owned conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and is authorized in writing by the Government.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

(3) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.

(4) The contractor’s invoices shall include evidence, such as receipts, substantiating actual costs incurred for authorized travel.  Such payments shall never exceed the rates of common carrier.

1.2   TRANSPORTATION OF SUPPLIES BY SEA (MAR 00) (DFARS 252.247‑7023)

(a)  Definitions.


As used in this clause‑‑



(1)  "Components" means articles, materials, and supplies incorporated directly into end products at any level of manufacture, fabrication or assembly by the Contractor or any subcontractor.



(2)  "Department of Defense" (DoD) means the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, and defense agencies.



(3)  "Foreign flag vessel" means any vessel that is not a U.S.‑flag vessel.



(4)  "Ocean transportation" means any transportation aboard a ship, vessel, boat, barge, or ferry through international waters.



(5)  "Subcontractor" means a supplier, materialman, distributor or vendor at any level below the prime contractor whose contractual obligation to perform results from, or is conditioned upon, award of the prime contract and who is performing any part of the work or other requirement of the prime contract. Each volume shall have an individual detailed table of contents.  The organization, page limits, and number of copies of each of the volumes shall be as set forth below.  Contractors shall submit one original signed paper version of their proposals and electronic copies as specified below.  Electronic copies may be submitted on 3-1/2" diskettes (double sided, high density (2HD)) or CD ROM with each volume on a separate diskette.  A glossary listing any abbreviations and acronyms used shall be submitted with both the technical and cost volumes.  The organization, page limits (total and for each section) and numbers of copies, for the technical and cost information shall be as set forth below:

*Note:  All material in excess of the page limits will neither be read nor evaluated.  The responses to the Sample Tasks, which are required to be provided with the offeror’s proposal, are not included in the 30-slide limitation.  

L-8.3.9  Offerors shall submit Key Personnel Resumes and Past Performance and Corporate Experience data in accordance with sections L-8.6.4 and L-8.6.6.  Each key personnel resume and past performance and corporate experience data for each contract are subject to a page limit of two pages.  Past performance and corporate experience data should cover contracts awarded within the past three (3) years.  A maximum of five (5) contracts should be referenced.

L-8.3.10  Each volume of the original signed proposal shall be provided in a separate 3-ring binder.  A cover sheet shall be affixed to each volume, clearly marked with the volume number, the RFP number, and the offeror’s name.  The volume number shall also appear on the spine of the binder.

L-8.3.11  The hard copies of both technical and cost proposals shall be as follows:  The technical proposal shall use 7 ½” x 10” equivalent white bond paper in Microsoft PowerPoint slide presentation format including glossaries, table of contents, and cover sheets.  The Key Personnel Resumes, Past Performance and Corporate Experience Data, and cost volume shall use 8 ½” x 11” equivalent white bond paper with single-spaced typed lines, including figures, glossaries, table of contents, and cover sheets.  Folded pages will be allowed, but each 8 ½” x 11” equivalent area or part thereof will be counted as a separate page.  Standard margins for Word text documents shall be a minimum of one inch.  Standard margins for hard copies of PowerPoint viewgraphs/slides shall be 7.5”x 10”.  Type size will be no smaller than 12-point in the text and any spreadsheets or other attachments.  Type size shall be no smaller than 14-point in the text and in the charts presented during the technical/management oral presentations and 6-point drawings, figures, and tables.  The same standard margins and font sizes shall also apply to information submitted in electronic format.  

L-8.3.12  All text documents shall be prepared in the word processing application Microsoft Word 6.0 or higher or Microsoft Power Point 4.0 or higher, for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  To the extent needed, simple line drawings (graphics) will be prepared in the application Microsoft PowerPoint 4.0 for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  Tables not easily established with simple tabbing in the word processing document shall be prepared as a spreadsheet and submitted in the application Microsoft Excel 5.0 for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  All PowerPoint, scanned documents, other graphic formats, spreadsheets or tables are to be prepared as separate files, incorporated in the word processing file.

L-8.3.13  It is a requirement that cost data be included only in the Cost Proposal (Volume II).  Under no circumstances shall cost type data be included elsewhere.

L-8.3.14  The proposal shall be accompanied by a letter of transmittal prepared on the offeror’s letterhead stationary and signed by an individual authorized to commit the company to the proposal.  The cover letter shall identify all enclosures being transmitted as part of the proposal.  The letter shall reference the RFP number and acknowledge that it transmits an offer in response to the RFP.  It shall state (1) Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) number, (2) address(es) of the location(s) at which the offeror intends to perform the proposed effort, (3) date when the company was accepted into the 8(a) Program and the completion date from the program, and (4) that the proposal is valid for 180 days after date of submission. If subcontracting with another company(ies) is proposed, a copy of the subcontractor agreement(s) shall be provided.

L-8.3.15  Proprietary data contained in the proposal shall be specifically identified.

L-8.4 ORAL PRESENTATION
L-8.4.1 General Information.  Every offeror must make an oral presentation (in person) and participate in a question and answer session conducted by representatives of the Government in order to be considered for award.  The purpose of the oral presentation is to assess the offeror’s knowledge and understanding of the Government’s requirements as described in the SOW.  Offerors may also be provided with a Sample Task to solve as a “Pop Quiz” to further demonstrates their understanding of the requirements.

L-8.4.2 Statements made by the offeror during the oral presentation or the question and answer session will not become part of any resultant contract.  Offerors will not be provided a second attempt to make their oral presentation.

L-8.4.3 At the introduction, the offeror shall identify the authors of the presentation by name and association with the offeror.  Introductions will not be timed.  Attendance at the oral presentation and question and answer session is limited to the offeror’s and subcontractor’s current or proposed program manager, two (2) leading technical personnel to be assigned to the program and two (2) additional support or management personnel (i.e., CEO’s, company presidents, etc.).  The principal presenter shall be the Program Manager who will be assigned to this program.  This Program Manager shall present at least 50% of the time allotted for the oral presentation.  The remaining four personnel may present the remaining portions of the proposal.  No professional presenters are permitted.  Therefore, the maximum number of offeror’s personnel permitted to be present during oral presentations shall be five (5).  Only the offeror’s presenters (current or proposed personnel) will be permitted to give the presentation and answer questions in the question and answer session.  If an offeror proposes current Government employees, the names may be submitted as part of their proposal; however, Government employees are not permitted to make oral or written communication to the Government on behalf of an offeror (reference 18 U.S.C. 203 and 205).  
L-8.4.4  The oral presentation shall last a maximum of two hours.  The videotaping will be done in two (2) parts, subject to the time limitations shown below:

L-8.4.5 The only break will be 30 minutes in conjunction with “Pop Quiz”, scheduled just prior to the question and answer period.  Offerors will not be permitted outside communications via cellular phone, telephone, message-style pagers, etc. during oral presentations.

L-8.4.6 Upon completion of the presentation, the Government may provide offerors with a Sample Task “Pop Quiz”.  Offerors will have 30 minutes to prepare a response to the Sample Task.  During this time, the Government will caucus to discuss the offeror’s presentation and to formulate any questions regarding the presentation.  After the 30-minute break, the offerors will present their Sample Task solution, following which the Government will verbally ask questions that the offerors will be required to answer  orally.  The question and answer session will last a maximum of 60 minutes.  Questions may be asked concerning any portion of the complete proposal, including the oral or written portions of the proposal.

L-8.5 VIDEOTAPING OF ORAL PRESENTATIONS
L-8.5.1 The Government will be responsible for videotaping the oral presentations.  The videos will be stationary views (i.e., cameras on tripods) of both the presenter and his/her presentation slides.  The videotaping will be done at the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command, 4301 Pacific Highway, San Diego, CA  92110-3127.  The exact location will be specified when the offeror is notified of the oral presentation schedule.  

L-8.5.2 The Government will provide offerors with copies of the videotape upon request.  Requests will be entertained no earlier than 14 calendar days after debriefings have been completed.

L-8.6 TECHNICAL PROPOSAL CONTENT, VOLUME I (ORAL BRIEFING SLIDES)

L-8.6.1 In order to facilitate the technical evaluation, the technical proposal must be presented in accordance with the following format:

L-8.6.2  Technical Approach

L-8.6.2.1 This section shall provide a concise statement of the purpose, objectives, and potential problems of the project.  This section shall demonstrate the offeror's overall concept of the work being proposed and plans/procedures for accomplishing the objectives and tasks set forth in the Statement of Work (SOW).  This approach shall include a list of key personnel that will be assigned to this program.  Personnel and expertise implementing your approach will be important.  
L-8.6.2.2 The offeror's proposal must demonstrate that the technical and managerial personnel to be assigned to the contract are capable of satisfactorily completing the efforts required in the SOW and meet the qualifications in the SOW. 

L-8.6.2.3 Sufficient detail shall be provided to indicate the proposed means for complying with all applicable Statement of Work requirements.  The offeror shall include a complete explanation of the techniques and procedures to be utilized.  Areas of risk connected with this program and the offeror’s particular approach and implementing procedures for risk reduction shall be included.  For each risk identified by the offeror, the offeror shall:  (1) Assess the level of technical and schedule risk; (2) Assess specific impact of the technical and schedule risk; and (3) Provide a proposed approach to eliminate or control the assessed risk. 

L-8.6.2.4 This section should not repeat the SOW requirements verbatim, or merely paraphrase the requirements.

L-8.6.3  MANAGEMENT SUPPORT PLAN.  This plan shall clearly identify the offeror's proposed organization to satisfy the Government's requirements and shall explain and justify how the proposed organization will ensure the most effective and economical performance.  This section shall discuss at a minimum the following requirements:  


(1) The responsibility and authority of the program manager especially with regard to conflict resolution,


(2) The ability and authority of the program manager to direct corporate assets in the accomplishment of the contract requirements,


(3) The process which ensures cross functional lines of communication are maintained internally within the offeror’s organization, between the offeror and any subcontractors, and between the offeror and the Government,


(4) Process by which open and continuous dialog is maintained between the offeror and the Government for the purpose of streamlining this acquisition,


(5) Plan for how tasks, Quality Assurance (QA), milestones, costs and deliverables will be tracked, 


(6) Procedures for timely professional reaction to personnel problems, 


(7) Planned In-house training for this program, 


(8) Plan for all personnel working under this contract to have access to computers, required systems, and reproduction equipment for generating technical reports and electronic transfer of files, 


(9) Plan for keeping the key personnel,


(10) Plan to replace personnel who leave, and


(11) Describe the facilities, both in-house and subcontractor (if applicable), the offeror will use to perform the required tasks.  This description shall include, but not be limited to the physical description of plant facilities and computer/network environment, which will be utilized to support project requirements.
L-8.6.4  KEY PERSONNEL RESUMES

L-8.6.4.1  The Contractor shall provide personnel satisfying the desired qualifications identified below.  The Contractor shall submit resumes for Key Personnel as specified below.  Key personnel are defined to be those individuals who are task leaders and who will be the primary individuals who interface with Government task leaders.  For the purposes of this solicitation, the labor categories considered key personnel are Program Manager, Team Leader/Financial Analyst, Senior Financial Analyst, Mid-Level Financial Analyst, and Senior Information Engineer.  Resumes shall be no longer than 2 pages per resume and be included as an addendum to the technical proposal .  Resumes shall include as a minimum, the employee's education and specific experiences that are directly related to the requirements of the SOW, and clearly demonstrate the relationship between each proposed individual's relevant qualifications and the tasks to be performed by that individual.  Resumes shall be in chronological order with the latest dates of employment first and will identify the company or agency, period of employment, and job description of the individual.  When an offeror intends to substitute additional experience in lieu of the stated desired education requirements, it is incumbent upon the offeror to justify such substitutions as beneficial to the Government in performing the tasks identified in the SOW.
*Program Manager:  A Master’s Degree in Accounting/Business Administration and eight (8) years of experience in work similar to managing Financial Analysis Support Service projects.  Five (5) years of management experience.  The person required is only a part-time program manager per year (approximately 1040 hours per year) (One (1) resume required).

*Team Leader/Financial Analyst:  A Bachelor’s Degree or 24 semester hours in Accounting/Business Administration and five (5) years of experience in accounting or related position, performing financial analysis, reconciling and resolving problem disbursements and pre-validation rejects, and coordinating obligation reviews. (One (1) resume required)
*Senior Financial Analyst:  A Bachelor’s Degree or 24 semester hours in Accounting/Business Administration.  Five (5) years of financial work experience with three (3) years of experience in accounting or related position, performing financial analysis, reconciling and resolving problem disbursements and pre-validation rejects, and coordinating obligation reviews.  (Two (2) resumes required).

*Mid-Level Financial Analyst:  A Bachelor’s Degree or 24 semester hours in Accounting/Business Administration and three (3) years of financial work experience with one (1) experience in accounting or related position, performing financial analysis, reconciling and resolving problem disbursements and pre-validation rejects, and coordinating obligation reviews.  (Two (2) resumes required).

Mid-Level Financial Analyst:  A Bachelor’s Degree or 24 semester hours in Accounting/Business Administration and three (3) years of financial work experience with one (1) experience in accounting or related position, performing financial analysis, reconciling and resolving problem disbursements and pre-validation rejects, and coordinating obligation reviews.  (Two (2) positions required).

Jr-Level Financial Analyst:  A Bachelor’s Degree or 24 semester hours in Accounting/Business Administration and one (1) years of financial work experience.  (Three (3) positions).

*Senior Information Engineer:  A Bachelor’s Degree in Information Systems and four (4) years of experience in computer software (Windows environment) and hardware technology.  The person required is only a part-time senior information engineer per year (approximately 520 hours per year) (One (1) resume required).

* Denotes Key Personnel Labor Categories

L-8.6.5 SAMPLE TASKS
L-8.6.5.1 The sample tasks are based on the requirements of the SOW.  The sample tasks may not necessarily represent the level of detail, nor the required end products, but rather are structured to further demonstrate the offeror's technical understanding and managerial abilities of the SOW task areas.  However, upon contract award the Government may issue a technical direction letter for any one of these sample tasks.  If parameters identified to execute the sample tasks are not sufficient, in the offeror's opinion, additional parameters should be assumed and stated in the technical proposal. 

L-8.6.5.2 A task plan shall be included with a technical approach and managerial abilities for the sample task.  The task plan should present the offeror’s programmatic/technical approach to meeting the task requirements.  The content, and level of detail of the task plan shall be left to the discretion of the offeror; but at a minimum, the plan should include an estimate of the time it would take to complete the task and a proposed labor mix using the labor categories defined in the labor categories identified in Section L-8.6.7.  

L-8.6.5.3 Instructions for responding to the sample tasks are as follows:


a.  Answers shall reflect the offeror’s technical approach to solve the problems presented and shall identify specific individuals, time involved to complete task and their expertise to carry out the specified technical approach.  


b.  Management of the process is key to success.  Solutions provided for the sample task shall include an explanation of how the offeror’s management would supervise and control the technical development and workload to keep the Contracting Officer’s Representative and Program Office informed about the progress of the project.

L-8.6.5.4 SAMPLE TASK 1 – Problem Disbursement Resolution

L-8.6.5.5 SAMPLE TASK 2 – Pre-validation

Your sponsor command is required to conduct annual unliquidated obligation reviews and to report tri-annually.  Your resources are limited to one man-year for this effort.  What is your recommended solution for conducting and reporting required reviews?
L-8.6.5.7 SAMPLE TASK 4 – Reduction of Overall Problem Disbursements

It is mandated that SPAWARSYSCOM reduce their overall problem disbursements by 79% by fiscal year end.  The baseline is $100M.  


a.  Taking into account that inflow runs approximately $8M a month, and utilizing the current contract level of effort, provide a strategic plan for exceeding that goal. 


b.  Describe how your team would be organized to effectively execute the strategic plan. 


c.  Provide your solution in a chart depicting such things as personnel resources, workload distribution, tools used, etc.


d.  Provide responses to “a” through “c” based on the information provided above, but with declining staff.

L-8.6.6  PAST PERFORMANCE AND CORPORATE EXPERIENCE DATA
L-8.6.6.1  The offeror shall provide a list of all DoD contracts that are currently active or have been completed within the last three years and that are for similar services.  In addition, the offeror shall specify corporate experience in those functional areas applicable to the contract.  The more depth, breadth and current the experience, the more desirable.  The list shall be included as an addendum to the technical proposal and presented during the oral presentation, and shall not be included in the page limitation of the technical proposal.  Experience based on contracts involving similar support services will only be evaluated.  Indicate recent experience in relation to the items/task specified in the Statement of Work.   (See Attachment “5”)

The above Government labor distribution is a suggested mix.  Offerors may propose to use a different labor mix.  If an alternate labor mix is proposed, then the offeror must provide rationale for their proposed labor mix.  Failure to provide rationale for using alternate labor mix may be considered an indication that the offeror does not understand the SOW requirements and may result in a rejection or downgrading of offeror’s technical proposal.

L-8.7 COST PROPOSAL CONTENT, VOLUME II 
L-8.7.1  These instructions are to assist the offeror in submitting cost data.  The Government requires this data to thoroughly evaluate the reasonableness of the proposed cost.  Compliance with these instructions is required, and failure to comply may result in rejection of the proposal.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the offeror.  Data beyond that required by this instruction shall not be submitted unless it is considered essential to document or support the cost position.  All information relating to cost data must be included in Volume II – Cost Proposal.  Under no circumstances shall cost data be included elsewhere in the proposal.

L-8.7.2 The cost proposal shall be predicted upon award of a Cost Plus Fixed Fee contract.  The offeror shall provide comprehensive narrative support for the cost proposal.  Failure to satisfy this requirement may be considered a deficiency.  This also applies to each subcontractor and each interdivisional transfer.  If work is to be performed by two or more divisions or subsidiaries within the prime corporation, each division or subsidiary shall submit a separate set of cost data for its portion of the effort.  This does not relieve the offeror from incorporating these costs into the overall cost summary.

L-8.7.3 The cost proposal will present the offeror’s understanding of the RFP’s requirements, the traceability of the cost to the offeror’s technical proposal and the proposed allocation of staff hours and labor mix.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and cost or price should be explained in the cost volume.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the offeror.

L-8.7.4 It is expected that this contract will be awarded based upon a determination that there is adequate price competition; therefore, the offeror is not required to submit certified cost or pricing data (SF 1411) with its proposal.  If, after receipt of the proposals, the Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist, in accordance with FAR 15.403-1 the offeror shall provide certified cost or pricing data as requested by the Contracting Officer.

L-8.7.5 Content.  Offerors are to submit a cost proposal for this procurement in accordance with the following instructions.  The Cost Proposal shall be based upon an anticipated award date of 1 December 2000.  The Cost Proposal shall include the following:


a)  A signed copy of the Standard Form (SF) 33 and other sections requiring “fill-in”.  On the first page of this volume, the offeror should certify that the proposal has been prepared completely consistent with the terms and conditions of the solicitation.  However, if exceptions are taken, they shall be clearly set forth and shall be explained by the offeror with the understanding that the exceptions may render the offeror’s proposal unacceptable to the Government.


b)  Information sufficient to conduct a cost realism analysis for any proposed subcontractor for the base period of contract award, estimated to be 1 December 2000 through 30 September 2001, and cost realism information for four (4) twelve month option periods; from 1 October 2001 through 30 September 2005.  Offerors who intend to use subcontracted effort as part of their proposal are responsible for ensuring that the information provided by proposed subcontractors shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements.  All subcontract proposals should contain a complete breakout and description of hours, rates, and other direct costs, and provide a summary sheet showing proposed costs by year.  Proprietary information may be submitted to the Government under separate cover.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in significant problems in the cost evaluation of the proposal since the lack of complete cost data relative to the subcontracted effort may affect the Government’s ability to make a determination of the reasonableness and realism of the total effort proposed.


c) The names and telephone numbers of persons authorized to conduct negotiations, as well as the name of the official authorized to bind the offeror’s organization.  Additionally, offerors are requested to state the name and telephone number of the cognizant DCAA branch office for their company with a point of contact who is familiar with the company, and the cognizant ACO.  This applies to any proposed subcontractors as well.  The information requested shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements described below.

L-8.7.6 Cost Realism.  
Cost realism is the likelihood that the proposed cost will be the actual cost to the Government and is based on an analysis of accurate, factual, verifiable, and predictable data relative to what costs would most likely be incurred by the offeror to provide a given product or service.  To minimize built-in cost growth, the Government intends to evaluate the realism of each offeror’s proposed cost in terms of the offeror’s proposed approach.  Proposals may be adjusted to the degree that the proposed costs are unrealistic.  To assist the Government’s evaluation, offerors are required to furnish the procedure and rationale used to compile the proposed costs.  The offeror shall provide a summary description of the proposed standard estimating system or methods.  The summary description shall cover separately each major cost element (i.e. direct labor, indirect costs, and direct costs).  Also, the offeror shall identify any significant deviation from the proposed standard estimating procedures in preparing this proposal.  If the proposal contains any deviations from the offeror’s normal forward pricing rates, either labor or burden, specifically identify the areas of deviation and state whether or not a formal change has been submitted to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) office.  The burden for cost credibility rests with the offeror.

L-8.7.7 Cost Information.  The Cost Proposal shall include line item level cost breakdowns of each contract line item number (CLIN), for both the firm item and option items.  The breakdowns shall identify direct material costs, subcontractor costs, direct labor costs (including direct labor hours), indirect expenses, and other direct costs.  Information shall be submitted for the following categories:

L-8.7.7.1 Direct labor.  The cost proposal shall include a manpower-loading table with unburden rates for the base year and each option year, containing the proposed direct labor mix.  

L-8.7.7.1.1 The cost proposals shall also contain an itemization of direct labor hours and direct labor costs, by CLIN and labor category, for the base year and each option year.  A copy of any current negotiated forward pricing agreements, if applicable, shall be provided, citing the period covered by the agreements.  In the absence of a forward pricing agreement, the offeror shall provide the actual labor rates for the prior three years, as well as an explanation of the processes and calculations used to derive the proposed direct labor rates, including a discussion of rate escalation and how it was applied. 

L-8.7.7.2 Indirect Costs (Fringe Benefits, Overhead, General and Administrative Expenses).  Indirect costs shall be proposed by applying indirect cost rates recommended by DCAA for forward pricing.  When there is no agreement between DCAA and the offeror’s organization for the later years of the contract, the offeror will provide the actual indirect cost rates for the prior three years, as well as information showing trends and budgetary data as necessary to provide a basis for evaluation of forecast realism and future probabilities, and reasonableness of the proposed rates.

L-8.7.7.3 Other Direct Costs and Travel.  Cost data and rationale sufficient to establish the reasonableness and necessity of the proposed costs shall support other Direct Costs.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for travel expenses based on actual, plus any applicable General and Administrative (G&A) expense in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) 31.205-46 and the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR) rate currently in effect.  The Government has identified a specified amount for ODCs and Travel for each CLIN.

L-8.7.7.4 Fixed Fee.  Provide rationale for the proposed amount.  (See FAR 15.404-4).

L-8.7.7.5 Cost Summary.  The cost proposal shall itemize, by base year and each option year, all direct labor costs, consultant and subcontractor costs, if any, computer time, other direct costs, and all indirect costs for a total proposed cost.

L-8.7.7.6 Materially Unbalanced Cost Proposals.  The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the costs proposed are materially unbalanced between line items or subline items.  An offer is materially unbalanced when it is based on costs significantly less than cost for some work and costs that are significantly overstated in relation for cost for other work, and if there is a reasonable doubt that the offer will result in the overall best value to the government even if it is the lowest evaluated offer, or it is so unbalanced as to be tantamount to allowing an advanced payment.

M.2 
GENERAL

M.2.1 Basis for Award.  The contract will be awarded to that responsible offeror whose proposal contains the combination of those criteria offering the best overall value to the Government.  The best value is represented by the most advantageous offers, cost and other factors considered, providing the best combined technical and managerial qualities, business aspects, risk mitigation, and cost.

M.2.2 All non-cost evaluation factors, when combined, are significantly more important than cost.  However the importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors.

M.2.3 The government reserves the right to award without discussions; under such circumstances, the evaluation will consist of the Government’s evaluation of the written technical and cost proposal(s) submitted by the offeror and the offeror’s oral presentation.  If discussions are necessary, however, they will be held only with the Offerors in the competitive range.  

M.3  Evaluation Factors for Award - Mandatory Requirements.  

M.3.1  In the event that a proposal contains a deficiency in the following mandatory area listed below, the proposal SHALL be determined to be unacceptable regardless of an otherwise overall acceptable rating:  The contractor shall maintain an off-site facility within 25 miles of the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command, 4301 Pacific Highway, San Diego, CA  92110-3127.

M.4  Technical Proposal

M.4.1 Proposal Summary.  The evaluation factors are listed below in descending order of importance, with the most important listed first, except for sample tasks.  ALL sample tasks are of equal importance to each other:  


1. Technical Approach 


2. Management Support Plan


3. Key Personnel Resumes 


4. Response to Sample Tasks

5. Past Performance and Corporate Experience

M.4.2 Technical Approach.  The offeror shall be evaluated as to the extent that the offeror demonstrates a thorough understanding of the requirements as stated in Section L-8.6.2.

M.4.3  Management Support Plan.  The offeror will be evaluated as to the extent that the offeror demonstrates a thorough understanding of the requirements as stated in Section L-8.6.3.

M.4.4  Key Personnel Resumes.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to the extent it was proposed to meet the solicitation’s technical requirements as detailed in the attached Statement of Work, and the capabilities to deliver the contract end items.  The offeror will be evaluated on the quality and experience of all personnel proposed as stated in Section L-8.6.4.
M.4.5  Response to Sample Tasks.  The offeror’s response to the sample tasks shall be evaluated to the extent it demonstrates the quality of detail in the task plans presented, including the technical approach, quality and experience of both key and non-key personnel proposed, and overall management of the process as stated in Section L-8.6.5. 

M.4.6  Past Performance and Corporate Experience.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated as to the extent it demonstrates the probability of the offeror successfully accomplishing the proposed effort based on the offeror’s demonstrated past performance and corporate experience related to the Statement of Work, which is of similar scope, and complexity as this RFP as stated in Section L-8.6.6.

NOTE: Offerors lacking relevant past performance or corporate experience history will receive a neutral rating for past performance.  However, the proposal of an offeror with no relevant past performance or corporate experience history, while rated neutral in past performance and corporate experience, may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful proposal when compared to the proposals of other offerors.  The offeror must provide the information requested above for past performance and corporate experience evaluation or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance and corporate experience.  The Government reserves the right not to evaluate or consider for award the entire proposal from an offeror which fails to provide the past performance or corporate experience information or which fails to assert that it has no relevant directly related or similar past performance or corporate experience.

M.5.  COST PROPOSAL.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated, in accordance with the requirements of Section L-8.7, as follows:

M.5.1  The evaluated cost/fee will be evaluated by summation of the Offeror’s evaluated cost/fee on all items of Section B.  The evaluated costs/fees will be used in determining which Offeror’s proposal is most advantageous to the Government, considering technical, cost and other factors as identified in the solicitation.  In addition, the Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between the line items.

M.5.2  The realism evaluation will assess the compatibility of the overall proposed costs with the scope of effort to be performed.  The Offeror’s costs, including direct and indirect rates, will be reviewed to ensure that logical and generally accepted estimating methods were used in its construction.  Proposed costs may be adjusted for purposes of evaluation, based upon the results of cost realism evaluation.  When this cost realism evaluation is performed, the resulting estimate shall be used in the determination of the overall evaluation of cost/fee.

M.5.3  Cost Completeness is evaluated by assessing the level of detail the Offeror provided in cost data for all RFP requirements in Section B and the SOW.  For the cost data to be complete, the Offeror must provide, at a minimum, all the data that is necessary to support the offer.

M.5.4  Cost Reasonableness is evaluated by assessing the acceptability of the Offeror’s methodology used in developing the cost estimates.  The proposal will be evaluated using appropriate cost analysis techniques to determine if the Offeror’s proposed costs are consistent in nature and amount with what a prudent person would be willing to recognize for the same or similar products and services under comparable acquisition circumstances.
ATTACHMENT 4

SCORING TECHNIQUES AND STANDARDS

Detailed evaluation of proposals will be made by individual evaluators who will consider the merits of specific portions of each proposal against the established criteria.  Primary emphasis in evaluating proposals will be placed on the analysis of the way each offeror proposed to satisfy the RFP requirements, the risks and costs associated with the proposed effort, and the reduction of such analysis to descriptive words and phrases. Explicit guidance is provided for scoring proposals across the entire range of acceptability.  Scoring standards also provide the means for recognizing proposal effort that is clearly superior.  Since strict adherence to such guidance is essential in order to provide the basis for ultimately selecting the proposal that best serves the Government interests, scoring standards have been established that provide the same set of values for all evaluators.  The objectives of using these standards are to promote uniformity in evaluation and to aid in comparison and understanding of evaluation results.  The following standards for scoring are established for this technical evaluation:

OUTSTANDING:  The proposal exceeds the fullest expectations of the Navy.  The offeror has very convincingly demonstrated that the Navy's requirements are met by the offeror's display of the highest level of innovation, technical competence, and managerial ability.  The proposal contains significant strengths and contains exceptional features and innovations that should substantially benefit the program with no significant risk.

GOOD:  The proposal meets the full expectations of the Navy.  Analyses, approaches, and planning considerations demonstrate that  the offeror is able to interpret the Navy’s requirements and to project them into plans/analyses, etc., in a clear, concise manner.  The offeror's analysis demonstrates a clear awareness and comprehensible knowledge of the required technical and managerial competencies.  The offeror’s proposal shows strong assurance of meeting or exceeding the government's requirements with little risk.

ADEQUATE:  Plans, approaches, studies, etc., are provided to the minimum extent requested, but the proposal demonstrates no exceptional features or innovations that could benefit the program.  The technical discussions and analyses have correct conclusions, but do not go into sufficient depth to demonstrate a thorough awareness of interactions that meet the requirements.  The offeror demonstrates a reasonable likelihood of performing the desired task but provides no added benefits.

MARGINAL:  The proposal is marginally adequate and contains significant weaknesses or many minor weaknesses that may jeopardize the offeror’s ability to perform.  The proposal indicates a shallow, or less than full understanding of the requirements.  Technical discussions and analysis are weak and may contain questionable conclusions and significant shortcomings that may impact performance, reliability, maintainability, and availability with significant risk.  The offeror fails to demonstrate a reasonable probability of performing the desired task and/or has proposed a risky approach.

POOR:  The proposal is not adequately responsive or does not propose to accomplish the work in a manner, which could meet the Navy’s requirements.  The offeror’s interpretation of the requirements is so superficial, incomplete, vague, incomprehensible, or incorrect as to be unacceptable.  The proposal indicates insufficient understanding of the requirement or is non-compliant in several areas.  Technical discussions and analysis contain significant omissions or errors.  The offeror’s proposal contains deficiencies that would significantly impact performance, reliability, maintainability, and availability considerations.  A total re-write would be required for the offeror to correct the problems in the proposal.  Risk appears to be high and there is inadequate discussion to address the issues.

NOTE:  An poor rating in one or more areas may make the entire proposal unacceptable.

FOR SPAWARSYSCOM COMPTROLLER

MANAGEMENT AND FINANCIAL ANALYSIS SUPPORT

1.0  Scope

The contractor will provide managerial, analytical and accounting support to the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWARSYSCOM) Comptroller, Financial Control Division (SPAWAR 01-4) in execution of the Problem Disbursement, Obligation Pre-Validation, and Obligation Review functions associated with the SPAWARSYSCOM programs and acquisitions.  

The contractor work efforts will include, but are-not limited to:  

· Assigning, monitoring and reporting of all assignments 
· Ensuring all approved financial transactions are properly reflected in official accounting records for the processing of funds, commitments, obligations, disbursements, and automated billings 
· Reconciling financial discrepancies, identifying root causes, recommending corrective actions, and providing documentation to support recommended adjusting transactions 
· Providing status of program funds 
· Maintaining official files 
· Attending meetings and coordinating with other entities within the command, Department of the Navy, Department of Defense, other federal agencies at SPAWARSYSCOM’s request and approval
· Providing training utilizing self developed materials  
· Reporting financial conditions and improvement recommendations as indicated in Contract Data Requirements Lists (CDRLs)
· Preparing correspondence for invoice and problem disbursement resolution  
· Preparing briefing materials and training materials as prescribed
· Tracking problem disbursement metrics for SPAWARSYSCOM claimancy

1.1  Management Oversight 

The contractor will provide management oversight of personnel performing financial review and analysis, ensuring effective and timely execution of all work efforts.  A complex level of account analysis, reconciliation, compilation of statistical data, and reporting will be involved.  Ultimately, the contractor will develop and recommend viable alternate business approaches for improving existing operations, processes and procedures.  With SPAWARSYSCOM concurrence and approval, the contractor will also develop, generate and maintain electronic databases and files, using flexibility of new tools and technologies.

1.2  Financial Review and Analysis 

1.2.1  Problem Disbursements 

The contractor will provide management oversight and personnel for resolving problem disbursements. Problem disbursements include, but are not limited to, STARS-HCM unmatched disbursements (UMD) and negative unliquidated obligations (NULO). As part of the problem disbursement research, validation and correction of obligations will be included to ensure proper account maintenance.  Problem disbursements can relate to DFAS Columbus MOCAS paid contracts, DFAS STARS ONE PAY paid contracts/purchase orders, other DOD payment vehicles, contracts and purchase orders, reimbursable accounts, interfund items, transportation charges, other types of expenditures, and official undistributed disbursements.

Analysis and reconciliation should be accomplished utilizing an automated reconciliation tool, such as the Computer Optimized Batch Reconciliation Application (COBRA).  Specialized knowledge of a variety of on-line accounting, disbursing, and tracking systems, such as STARS One Pay, Electronic Document Access (EDA), Centralized Expenditure Reporting System (CERPS), and Contract Reconciliation Registration System (CRRS), Mechanization of Contract Administration Services (MOCAS), are necessary in the execution of the required reconciliations.  A working knowledge of DOD/DON accounting procedures and processes, such as Discontinued Research and Responsible Contract Reconciliation Agent (RCRA), and a network of DOD/DFAS personnel contacts are also required.  All requirements must be accomplished in compliance with governing Financial Management Regulations. 

The contractor will research and analyze inflow transactions to determine root causes, provide corrective solutions, and develop and maintain electronic databases for tracking, metrics and reporting as directed by SPAWARSYSCOM. 

1.2.2  Obligation Pre-validation
The contractor will provide personnel and management oversight of personnel for researching suspended unpaid contract invoices and suspended unprocessed reimbursable billings.  The contractor will research, analyze and promptly resolve suspended invoices failing pre-validation, determine root causes, provide corrective solutions, and develop and maintain electronic databases and files for tracking, metrics and reporting.  The contractor will also monitor resolution performance of other responsible certifying activities, where command funding is being cited for payment purposes, and report untimely resolutions.   The contractor will prepare reporting materials at SPAWARSYSCOM direction. 

1.2.3  Obligation Reviews 

The contractor will provide personnel and management oversight of personnel for initiating commitment and obligation reviews, distributing data to internal and external organizations responsible for conducting reviews, analyzing and maintaining response documentation, and recommend corrective solutions. The contractor will develop and maintain electronic databases of responses received, actions taken for metrics, and reporting results.  The contractor will prepare prescribed reporting materials in compliance SPAWARINST 7301.1 and SPAWARSYSCOM direction. 

1.3  Travel 

The contractor will travel to DOD or other federal agencies for obtaining obligation and disbursement documentation, expediting the processing of correction packages, resolving problem disbursement or pre-validation issues, and attending customer meetings.  All travel will be directed and approved in advance by SPAWARSYSCOM and will be performed on an as needed basis. 

1.4  Training 

The contractor will provide financial analysis and reconciliation training for financial personnel employed by or who support SPAWARSYSCOM.  Formal classroom training will be conducted at the client site upon request. Training materials will be developed and provided by the contractor.  All training materials will be approved by SPAWARSYSCOM.
The contractor will ensure company personnel are adequately trained for performing assigned tasks.

2.0  Deliverables 

The contractor will provide deliverables in the form of reconciliation packages containing prescribed documentation, financial reports, project status reports, electronic databases and files, metrics, and briefing presentations.  Specification requirements will be outlined in individual Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL).
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
