STATEMENT OF WORK

 PAPER, CARDBOARD AND SCRAP METAL RECYCLING 

SPAWAR SYSTEMS CENTER SAN DIEGO

1.0 SCOPE:

The contractor shall provide all labor materials and equipment required to remove

Paper and cardboard waste streams and metal scrap items within SPAWAR Systems Center San Diego (SSC SD).  

Please note that the 208 55-gallon barrels referred to in paragraph 2.1 below will not need to be provided.  However, the cardboard bins (paragraph 2.2) and the scrap metal bins (paragraph 3.1) will need to be provided as part of this effort.

2.0 PAPER & CARDBOARD Recycling Requirements:

2.1   Empty on a weekly schedule all paper recycling barrels from sites identified in exhibit 1 (Maps). There are currently 208 55-gallon barrels, located both inside and outside of buildings. Historically the paper stream has averaged about 200 to 250 tons per year.

2.2   Empty on a weekly schedule all cardboard bins from sites identified in exhibit 1 (Maps). There are currently 12 4-cubic yard cardboard bins, all located outside of buildings. Historically the cardboard stream has averaged about 20 to 25 tons per year.

3.0 METAL Recycling Requirements:

3.1   Empty the metal recycling roll off bins from sites identified in exhibit 1 (Maps) as required (approximately three times per month).  The Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COR) will provide notification when the bins are full and require emptying.  There are currently 3 40-yard roll off bins, all located outside of buildings.   Historically the scrap metal has averaged about 100 to 125 tons per year. 

3.2      Occasionally one or two extra bins may be needed at temporary sites.
