MCM TARGET MK 51 MOD 0 and MK 52 MOD 0 

Development and Prototyping

16 July 2004

1. Scope

This effort provides services necessary to develop prototype the MK 51 and MK 52 Mine Countermeasure Training Targets (MCMTTs). 

2. Background

Biosciences Division Code 2353, the In-Service Engineering Agent (ISEA) and Product Support Branch for Fleet Marine Mammal Systems (MMS), has been designated by PMS-490 as the Technical Direction Agent (TDA) for the MCMTT Program.  Code 2353 has been tasked by PMS 490 to develop training targets prototypes.  Once prototypes have been tested/inspected for accurate appearance and construction, they will be forwarded with a technical data package (TDP) to the ISEA (NSWC-PC Code A93) for development of the Integrated Logistics Support (ILS) and subsequent production of MCMTTs.

3. Technical Requirements

The contractor shall provide services in direct support of the Biosciences Division (SSC Code 2353).  Specific requirements shall include:

3.1. Provide Input to Preliminary Drawings

3.1.1. The contractor shall provide assistance to bring drawings of MK 51 and MK 52 up to production ready status.  This includes, but is not limited to, providing input and recommendations for manufacturing specifications, manufacturing process recommendations, materials recommendations, and general engineering assistance as requested by SSC San Diego.

3.2. Build Prototype MK 51 MOD 0 and MK 52 MOD 0 MCM TT

3.2.1. The contractor shall build one prototype MK 51 and one prototype MK 52 in accordance with preliminary drawings and information gathered by SSC San Diego.

3.3. Quality Assurance:

3.3.1. Manufacture Standards Verification: SSC SD Code 235 will conduct on scene verification of compliance with the manufacturing procedures and required material standards directed in paragraph 2.0 of this SOW prior to completion of the first mine simulator

3.3.2. Material and Individual Component Inspection: The contractor shall perform and document all tests and inspections required by the fabrication specifications.

3.3.3. End Item Final Inspection and Verification: The Contractor shall perform and document End Item Final Inspections on all Units submitted for government acceptance.  Each report shall identify the Unit by serial number and be delivered with, but not packed in, the Unit.  See attached CDRL for report information.
