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I.  PURPOSE:  The purpose of this announcement is to solicit commercial offerings (concept papers, offers, expressions of interest or quotes, as applicable) for technology infrastructure for the new HQ21 building at Camp Smith, Hawaii.

II.
DESCRIPTION (This CAA does not obligate the government to render awards in response to this announcement.)
The goal of the HQ21 CAA is to identify existing technologies or technologies under development that can provide a state of the art headquarters for real time communication between the Pacific Command and the fleet.  NMCI, MILCON and legacy system constraints all affect final requirements. Although award may be made from initial offerings, submittals may be used for informational purposes in better defining the final specification/statement of work and consequent evaluation criteria. IV. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

Offers must be submitted in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Provision 52.212-1 Instructions to Offerors – Commercial Items which is incorporated by reference.  The text is available at http://www.arnet.gov/far/loadmain52.html.  The following information supplements the clause:

A. For Offers, technical brochures, corresponding price proposals, and past performance information are sought from prospective offerors in the initial submittal and shall be evaluated based on technical merit. Based on the technical merit of the brochure the offeror may be awarded an order or contract; or invited to submit a more detailed technical description that will be incorporated in the subsequent order or contract as the Specification and/or Statement of Work (SOW). The Price portion of the proposal shall indicate company catalog, DoD contract or GSA prices and any applicable discounts being offered within 30 calendar days of notification by the Contracting Officer.  

1. Technical/Past Performance Proposal

The company brochure submission should be no longer than 5 typed pages (hopefully fewer), including any cover page, relevant past experience of previous customers, and, if requested in the Amendment, a technical description of the product(s).  The past experience should provide information that outlines: (a) who the product/service has been provided to; (b) a description of the product’s deployable environment; (c) implementation schedule; (d) identifcation of  subcontractors, if any; and (e) the identification of cost schedule driver risks. Technical Descriptions, if applicable, shall identify which Topic/sub-Topic requirement criteria are not met, and provide an estimate, if available, of what it will cost to meet that requirement.

2. Price 

The Price portion of the proposal should contain pricing sufficiently detailed for meaningful evaluation, including, if applicable, price and cost details for proposed subcontractors.  Unless an Amendment calls for a more immediate delivery, for budget purposes, use an award start date of April/May 2003 (to accommodate resolution of NMCI issues).  The price proposal must include the shipping costs to Camp Smith, Hawaii to reflect the delivery date/period of performance provided from the technical paper.  Elements should include:


a. Price per sub-Topic (including shipping)

b. *Publication and reports costs if significant portion of price.

c. *Subcontract costs and type (portion of work to be subcontracted) if significant portion of price.

d. Sum of above corresponding to price proposed; and

e. *Proposed skill mix for direct labor cost, if applicable.

 * Disregard if the Amendment for quotes/offers provides a specific spreadsheet to be completed

B. For Quotes for specified part numbers or equipment lists: (1) pricing (including shipping costs), specified at the unit price and total quantity price (allowing for quantity discounts if applicable) and (2)past performance information will suffice.  Offerors may quote GSA prices/discounts, prices of other specified government contracts, or standalone pricing.

C. Demonstrations

For applicable requirements, Offeror(s) shall indicate if they can arrange 1-2 hour product demonstrations, preferably at the SPAWAR facility in Hawaii. If product demonstrations are available, offeror(s) shall indicate the preparation time required to deliver the demonstrations. The Government will provide no funding for direct reimbursement of demonstrations. 

D. Electronic Submission Information
(a) Offerors shall submit their Quotes/Offers electronically to SPAWAR under the instructions contained in this provision. Offerors shall submit their signed Quotes or Offers as either scanned (TIFF) or PDF documents. Electronic copies shall be submitted via the SPAWAR E-Commerce Central (SPAWAR E-CC). Offerors submitting Quotes or Offers shall register in the SPAWAR E-CC and select their own password in order to submit a proposal.  Offerors are required to read the “Submitting a Proposal” web page found in the SPAWAR E-CC. For information about “e-Proposal” submission, please visit the SPAWAR E-CC. The URL for the SPAWAR E-Commerce Center is https://e-commerce.spawar.navy.mil.   If technical problems occur, offerors are to immediately notify via email the SPAWAR contracting official specified and submit the quote or offer via email.

(b) Each electronic file shall also be clearly marked to show the proposal volume number, solicitation number, and offeror’s name. Submissions shall not contain classified data.  The offeror’s submission shall be in accordance with the requirements set forth below:

(1) Adobe Acrobat version 4.1 or greater shall be used to create the PDF files

(2) The submission files may be compressed (zipped) into one, self-extracting file entitled “proposal.exe” using WinZip version 6.3 or greater

(3) Cost or Pricing Type Data:  All information relating to cost and pricing type data shall be included only in the section of the proposal designated by the Contracting Officer as the Cost Proposal.  Under no circumstance shall cost and pricing type data be included elsewhere in the proposal.  Paragraph cross-referencing between Cost Proposal paragraphs and technical/management proposal paragraphs is requested to provide clarity.  Cost or Pricing Data shall be an “XLS” (MS Excel) document.

(c) Quotes or Offers submitted electronically will be considered late unless the bidder or offeror completes the entire transmission of the Quote or Offer prior to the due date and time for receipt of Quotes or Offers.  This paragraph (c) supplements the submission, modification and withdrawal of Quotes or Offers coverage in the FAR 52.212-1, Instructions to Offerors—Commercial Items; or FAR 52.214-7, Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Bids; provision contained in this solicitation. Certifications.

(d) Proposals must have the FAR 52.212-3 Offeror Representations and Certifcations – Commercial Items completed.

E. Eligibilty For Submission: A Commercial Offer’sTechnical Description submission is not restricted in any way to any particular entity. All interested responsible sources may submit an Offer. Historically Black Colleges and Universities, Minority Institutions (including Hispanic Serving Institutions and Tribal Colleges and Universities), as well as Small Businesses, HUBZone Small Businesses, Small Disadvantaged Businesses (including Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Businesses), and Women-Owned Small Businesses are encouraged to participate.

V.  EVALUATION CRITERIA

a. The evaluation criteria for price QUOTES, IAW FAR 13.106-2 are:

· Price (inclusive of transportation charges to delivery destination)

· Technical suitability to the intended user, of proposed product(s) and/or services 

· Past Performance

b. The evaluation criteria for OFFERS shall be FAR 52.212-2:

EVALUATION – COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a)  The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible Offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantaeous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers.

*The evaluation criteria, listed in descending order of importance, are:

(i) Price

(ii) Technical suitability to the intended user, of proposed product(s) and/or services

(iii) Past Performance

(iv) Small disadvantaged business (SDB) participation

However, technical, past performance, and SDB participation, when combined are more important than price.
(b)  Options.  The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement.  The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced.  Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Governmetn to exercise the option(s).

(c)  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful Offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party.  Before the offer’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

*Note:  Specific criteria and order of importance may vary in individual Amendments to the HQ21 CAA.
VI.  AWARDS (This CAA does not obligate the government to render awards in response to this announcement)

The Government reserves the right to make an award based on pricing submitted for any, all, part of, or none of the Quotes or Offers. The Government also may request a more detailed  Specification and/or Statement of Work (SOW) tailored to that portion of the brochure and or Technical Description for which the government is awarding a contract or order.  No debriefings of the Quotes or Offers will occur. 

Quotes/Offers that build on current or previous DoD work are encouraged.  If Offerors are enhancing work performed under other DoD projects, they must clearly identify the point of departure and what existing work will be brought forward and what new work will be performed under this CAA.

Upon favorable notification, product delivery is expected within 60 calendar days of contract award(s), unless otherwise specified in the specific Amendment.
