H-304  ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST (ACCESS TO CONFIDENTIAL BUSINESS INFORMATION) (DEC 1999)  (VARIATION)
(a) This contract provides for the Contractor to provide services in support of financial management information systems.  Such services require access to contract invoices from other companies.  Because invoices submitted under cost-reimbursement type contracts contain confidential business information, there is a potential conflict of interest. 

(b) For the purpose of this clause, the term “Contractor” means the Contractor, its subsidiaries and affiliates, joint ventures involving the Contractor, any entity with which the Contractor may hereafter merge or affiliate, and any other successor or assignee of the Contractor.

(c) For the purpose of this clause, the term “confidential business information” is defined as all forms and types of financial, business, scientific, technical, economic, or engineering information, including patterns, plans, compilations, program devices, formulas, designs, prototypes, methods, techniques, processes, procedures, programs, or codes, whether tangible or intangible, and whether or how stored, compiled, or memorialized physically, electronically, graphically, photographically, or in writing if -- (1) the owner thereof has taken reasonable measures to keep such information secret, and (2) the information derives independent economic value, actual or potential from not being generally known to, and not being readily ascertainable through proper means by, the public. Confidential business information may include technical data as that term is defined in DFARS §§ 252.227-7013(a)(14), 252.227-7015(a)(4), and 252.227-7018(a)(19). It may also include computer software as that term is defined in DFARS §§ 252.227-7014(a)(4) and 252.227-7018(a)(4).

(d)  The Contractor shall not access the confidential business information of any other contractor except in the performance of the Contractor’s obligations under this contract.

(e) The Contractor shall maintain the confidential business information of any other contractor in confidence and limit disclosure thereof only to authorized persons.  The Contractor shall use the confidential business information of other contractors only in the performance of this contract and not for any other purpose.

(f) The Contractor shall ensure all confidential business information of other contractors is properly protected.  The Contractor shall maintain all Government files in the secure area specified by the contract and the Contracting Officer.

(g) All Contractor personnel intending to provide support under this contract shall execute the written Conflict of Interest and Non-disclosure Agreement, Attachment 2 to this contract, and provide an executed copy to the Contracting Officer prior to accessing proprietary information. 

(h) The Contractor agrees to hold the Government harmless and indemnify the Government as to any cost/loss or claim which may arise as a result of the Contractor’s unauthorized use or disclosure of the confidential business information of other companies. 

(i) The Contractor shall, within 15 days after the effective date of this contract, provide, in writing, to the Contracting Officer, a representation that all employees, agents and subcontractors involved in the performance of this contract have been informed of the provisions of this clause.  Any subcontractor that performs any work relative to this contract shall be subject to this clause.  The Contractor agrees to place in each subcontract affected by these provisions the necessary language contained in this clause.

(j) The Contractor acknowledges the full force and effect of this clause.  It agrees to be bound by its terms and conditions and understands that violation of this clause may, in the judgment of the Contracting Officer, be cause for Termination for Default under FAR 52.249-6.  The Contractor also acknowledges that this does not represent the sole and exclusive remedy available to the government in the event the Contractor breaches this or any other Organizational Conflict of Interest clause.
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
