STATEMENT OF WORK

REPAIR, MODIFICATION, REPLACEMENT AND REFURBISHMENTS

FOR THE MODEL S-11-56 POWER AMPLIFIER 

1.  Place of Performance:  Work shall be performed at the contractor’s facility in San Diego, Ca., aboard USNS IMPECCABLE, R/V Cory CHOUEST, and various other locations inside and outside the continental United States.

2.  Reference:  Technical Manual Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 Built for Lockheed Sanders Inc. Copyright 1991. 

3.  Security Requirements.  Contractor’s request for visit authorization shall be submitted in accordance with DoD 5220.22M (Industrial Security Manual for Safeguarding Classified Information) not later than one week prior to visit.  The work to be performed under this contract may involve access to classified material and up to and including Secret.

4.  Requirements:  This contract is to provide bench stock repair parts for support of the Power Amplifier Model S-11-56.  Replacement bench stock repair parts are listed in Section B of this contract as contract line item number (CLIN) 0001.

The contractor shall perform the following tasks as specified in individual task orders issued under this contract.  The services required are for repair, modification, replacement and refurbishment of electronic assemblies and subassemblies associated with the Power Amplifier Model S-11-56, primarily, at the contractor's facility and on an as-required basis at Government designated sites.  This contract shall cover all integral parts of the Power Amplifier Model S-11-56.  The contractor shall furnish prompt repair services for Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 equipment installed in two (2) U.S. Navy ships and various shore-based installations.  Because of the ships’ operation, it will be necessary at times to travel to the actual installation sites.  Shipboard repair work typically has the highest priority as to response time.  The contractor’s technical representative shall be able to perform the most difficult troubleshooting and repair in the field and be capable of analyzing problems and providing advice and recommendations for solutions.

4.1  Task A – Pre-Repair and Inspection.  The Contractor will receive, open, and inspect  Government-owned, contractor-manufactured Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 equipment ,that has been identified for repair by the Government. This task shall be completed at either the Contractor’s facility or specified Government facility.  The contractor shall provide a Pre-Repair and Inspection report identifying findings in accordance with Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) A001-Repairable Item Inspection Report. Within 12 days after receipt of repairable the contractor shall complete the Pre-Repair and Inspection Report. If the cost to repair exceeds 65 % of the cost of a new unit, the Contractor shall include detailed reasons for non-repair and recommend a course of action in the Pre Repair and Inspection Report. The Contracting Officer will make the final determination after receipt of the Contractor’s recommendation.  Each individual delivery order will identify the place of performance.  Section B of the contract lists the specific assemblies and sub-assemblies that require teardown and inspection.

4.1.2  Task B – Failure Analysis Report.  At the direction of the Government the Contractor shall perform a logical and systematic examination of the Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 equipment.  The contractor shall provide a failure analysis report identifying and analyzing the probability, causes and consequences of potential and real failure in accordance with CDRL A002-Failure Analysis Report. Within 12 days following written direction by the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO), the contractor shall complete the failure analysis report..  Section B of the contract lists the specific assemblies and sub-assemblies that require failure analysis.

4.1.3  Task C - Repair Services.  The Contractor shall renew, restore, recondition, put back in serviceable condition, or otherwise return a repairable or end item to the standards of the equipment's baseline configuration, original design and technical specifications.  Repair shall include accomplishing necessary post repair tests and marking, packing, labeling, and preserving the repaired item.  The contractor shall provide, standard repair. Restore equipment to a serviceable condition, capable of performing in the same manner as an identical new item.  The item need not have the cosmetic appearance of newness.  Section B of the contract lists the specific assemblies and sub-assemblies that require general repair.

4.2.  Quality Assurance.  All performance under this contract shall be subject to the approval of SPAWARSYCEN Charleston, Norfolk Detachment, Code 341CF.  All procedures used to repair, fabricate, assemble, modify, install and test products shall be documented and kept current in accordance with Technical Manual Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 Built for Lockheed Sanders Inc. Copyright 1991. These records shall be made available for Government review in accordance with CDRL A003- Data Package  Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 Built for Lockheed Sanders Inc. Copyright 1991. within 10 days after request from the Government. The workmanship on all items fabricated or assembled by the contractor for delivery to SPAWARSYSCEN Charleston, Norfolk Detachment shall meet requirements of Technical Manual Power Amplifier Model S-11-56 Built for Lockheed Sanders Inc. Copyright 1991.  

4.3.  Use of Government Facilities.  In cases where repair will be performed outside the contractor’s facility, the Government shall provide a designated site, at no cost, during the execution of the services authorized in accordance with this Statement of Work.  Each individual delivery order will cite the designated Government site in order to accomplish these services.  The Contractor must provide to SPAWARSYSCEN Charleston, Norfolk Det, Code 341CF, notification of arrival for issuance of visit request to the Government facility not later than three (3) days in advance of arrival.

5.  Government-Furnished Information (GFI).  Code 341CF will provide the ships schedules and availability.

6.  Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE).  As cited in Section B of this contract.

7.  Contractor-Furnished Equipment (GFE).  The contractor shall provide all tools and equipment required to support repair.  

8.  Contractor-Furnished Material (GFM).  The contractor shall provide all necessary tools and equipment required to support repair.  

9.  Travel Requirements.  In, performing services for the Power Amplifier Model S-11-56. equipment, the Contractor may be required to travel both inside and outside the continental U.S.  Therefore, where exact travel requirements cannot be accurately predicted the trips are for estimating purposes.  Code 341CF will notify Instruments Incorporated of exact ship location and availability schedule.  The contractor shall provide a trip report in accordance with CDRL A004-Trip Report no later than ten days after return.  Duty assignments are defined as indicated below:

DOMESTIC DUTY:  Service rendered within the continental United States on United States ships in ports within the continental United States or at sea, provided the vessel does not enter port outside the continental United States and is not continuously at sea for a period longer than five (5) working days.

FOREIGN DUTY.  Service is rendered outside the continental United States and on United States ships entering ports outside the continental United States, or duty aboard ships while underway for a continuous period longer than five (5) working days.  Foreign duty aboard ship is from the time of departure to the time of return to a port within the continental United States.

10.  Transportation of Equipment and Material.  Equipment to be repaired at Contractor’s facility will be shipped via government bill of lading.  The contractor will return repaired equipment to Government.

11.  Data Deliverables.  As defined in paragraph 4 and further described in CDRL’S (Exhibit B).

12.  Acceptance Plan.  The Government representative will perform inspection and acceptance.
