# N66001-04-X-6002

The Space and Naval Warfare Systems Center, San Diego (SSC San Diego), in support of the United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM), is soliciting white papers now for demonstration of innovations in Fiscal Year 2005 to increase the responsiveness, efficiency, and effectiveness of the Defense Transportation System (DTS), to ensure its ability to support both current and emerging deployment/sustainment concepts, and to provide synchronized transportation and distribution capabilities across the full spectrum of global military operations.  Primary focus is on the identification, investigation, and demonstration of innovative ideas, technologies, and concepts that are capable of being fielded in no more than 2-3 years from the receipt of the proposals.  It is expected that such demonstrations, if executed, will prove the feasibility and return on investment of the selected concept and may result, at the discretion of the Government, in follow-on efforts to more fully develop or acquire/integrate them into DTS operations.  The Government intends this announcement as the first annual opportunity to submit white papers on technologies/concepts to benefit the DTS, subject to availability of funds and at the option of the Government.
Areas of interest include:

· High-Speed Lift:  Technologies that accelerate the movement of high priority “cargo”  (e.g., personnel, equipment, sustainment) to crisis/conflict locations requiring the rapid projection, employment, and sustainment of forces and provide the flexibility to deliver this cargo into austere environments.

· Agile Port: Technologies that enhance port and terminal commercial productivity and the ability to move military cargo in view of the increasing demands for greater throughput and the restriction on available and suitable land space in major port areas.  Concepts include standardized collapsible containers, virtual intermediate staging bases, and synchronization of mobility ground operations.

· Decision Support/Information System: Technologies that provide state-of-the-art capabilities for the analysis, assimilation, and dissemination of real and simulated information needed to support deployment and distribution operations.  Areas of interest include, but are not limited to, database technologies, cross-domain information exchange/collaboration, human computer interfaces, information discovery/integration, and change management modeling. 

· Force Protection: Technologies to counter terrorism and asymmetric anti-access/aerial denial threats to our nation’s strategic mobility assets and the cargo, equipment, and personnel that they move.  Of particular interest is the application of technology to create virtual borders at the point of loading; screen/inspect cargo for smuggled goods, and explosive, chemical, and biological threats; and enhance sea borne and air cargo/container standards.

This announcement constitutes a Broad Agency Announcement (BAA) as contemplated by Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.102(d)(2)(i) and 35.016.  A formal RFP or other solicitation regarding this announcement will not be issued.  No hard copy versions of this announcement will be issued.    

White papers are initially sought to preclude unwarranted effort on the part of an offeror in preparing a full proposal.  Offerors submitting the most promising white papers will be invited to submit a full technical and cost proposal on all or a part of their white paper submission.  Such an invitation, however, does not assure a subsequent award.  Total funding available for this BAA is estimated to be $10 million over a period of one year with multiple awards anticipated. Proposed work (capability demonstrations) should be structured to have a base period of performance of 12 months or less, but may include multi-year phased options that extend beyond the initial period.  Awards may take the form of procurement contracts, grants, cooperative agreements, or other transactions, as appropriate.  The Government reserves the right to fund all, any, none or part of the proposals received under this BAA.  The Government provides no funding for direct reimbursement of white paper or proposal development costs.

White papers must not exceed 5 single-spaced one-sided pages in length with 10-point type or larger font.  White papers should include the following items:

1. Cover page, clearly labeled “WHITE PAPER”, including the BAA title and date, the “Area of Interest” that is being responded to, offeror’s organization name and address, proposal title, administrative and technical points of contact, along with telephone and facsimile machine numbers and e-mail addresses;

2. Summary of the technical approach and ideas for the proposed research;

3. Summary of the deliverables associated with the proposed research;

4. Summary of the schedule and milestones for the proposed research, including rough estimates of cost for each year of the effort and total cost;

5. Summary of risks inherent in offeror’s approach.

White papers must be submitted within 30 days of the date of this announcement.  If a white paper is favorably evaluated, the offeror shall have 25 days to submit a full proposal following notification by the Contracting Officer.  Such notification shall confirm that the offeror’s white paper addresses areas of interest and has a reasonable chance for a competitive award based on subsequent evaluation of the offeror’s full proposal.  No debriefings of white papers will occur.  Instructions for the format of full proposals are available at the SSC San Diego e-Commerce Central web site.  White papers and full proposals must be submitted electronically to the SSC San Diego e-Commerce Central web site in accordance with the web site’s submission guidelines.  
White papers and full proposals will be evaluated through a formal process of scientific review.  White papers and full proposals will be evaluated against the following criteria, listed in descending order of importance:
1. Potential contribution to the mission of USTRANSCOM to increase the responsiveness, efficiency, and effectiveness of the DTS;  

2. Overall scientific and technical merit, validity of approach, and probability of successfully demonstrating the proposed technology;

3. Realism of the proposed cost and availability of funds;

4. Potential for economical integration (positive return on investment) into existing and future DTS operations; and

5. Interest by USTRANSCOM components in fielding successful concepts.

All responsible sources capable of satisfying the Government’s needs may submit a white paper.  Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU) and Minority Institutions (MI) are encouraged to submit white papers and join others in submitting; however, no portion of this BAA will be set aside for HBCU and MI participation due to the impracticality of reserving discrete or severable areas of research for exclusive competition among these entities.
