Program Manager

The standards for this category are a Bachelors Degree in Engineering or other professional field, two (2) years experience in managing Government programs, five (5) years general experience in managing the performance and completion of major Government contracts.  General experiences should include coordinating proposals, budgeting, purchasing, quality assurance and overseeing the distribution of required products and service support to ensure conformance to contract requirements.

Electronic Engineer
The standards for this category are a Bachelors degree in Electronic or Electrical Engineering, seven (7) years of experience in the design of electronic systems and supplementary documentation and five (5) years experience in design of communication systems interfaces and circuits.  Desired specialized experience should include assessing equipment operating requirements, developing appropriate designs and communications systems design and analysis and four (4) years communications systems analysis for satellite systems.  The engineer should have  experience in analyzing equipment operating and performance specifications, schematic diagrams, link calculations, drawings and manuals, power systems, developing and executing test plans and procedures and analyzing test results and recommending corrective actions. In addition, the engineer should have the ability to develop, prepare, review and edit technical documents relating to the repair, overhaul and troubleshooting of communication systems.

Electronic Technician
The standards for this category are two (2) years of training in an appropriate industry trade school, military service school or civilian college, eight (8) years experience, of which five (5) years are cumulative practical experience in electronics related to ship/shore electronics systems design, development, component analysis, maintenance, and repair.  Experience should include performance of testing, repair, installation and engineering documentation of ship or shore communications hardware including antennas, transmission lines, converters, receivers and transmitters.  The individual should have two (2) years experience in satellite communications systems analysis and testing of systems operating from HF through UHF.

Design Engineer

The standards for this category are a Bachelors degree in Electronic or Electrical Engineering , seven (7) years experience in the design of electronics systems plans and supplementary documentation, five (5) years experience in the design of ships communication systems interfaces and circuits.  Desired specialized experience should include assessing equipment operating requirements, developing appropriate designs, and communications systems design and analyses.  The engineer should have listed experience in analyzing equipment operating and performance specifications, schematic diagrams, link calculations, drawings and manuals, power systems, developing and executing test plans and procedures, and analyzing test results and recommending corrective actions.  Desired specialized experience also includes two years communications system development and analysis for systems operating in the HF through UHF frequency ranges.

Quality Assurance
The standards for this category are two (2) years of training in an appropriate industry trade school, military service school or civilian college, five (5) years experience, of which two (2) years are cumulative practical experience in electronics related to ship-shore electronics systems development, component analysis, maintenance, and repair.  Experience should include performance of testing, repair, installation and engineering documentation of ship or shore communications hardware including antennas, transmission lines, converters, receivers and transmitters.  The individual should have two (2) years experience in satellite communications systems analysis and testing of systems operating from HF through UHF frequency ranges.  In addition to the above background the following experience is required:


1.  Developing quality assurance test and inspection plans.


2.  Operations and testing of applicable test equipment.


3.  Testing of communications equipment, power signal and support systems.


4.  Analyzing test results, preparing/reviewing and modifying test plans.


5.  Conducting receiving and inspections.


6.  Maintaining records of all inspections.

Materials Purchasing Manager
The standards for this category are a high school diploma or equivalent and 5 years experience in inventory and materials management including purchasing, receiving, and inspection, stocking and shipping.  Specialized experience shall include vendor relations, contract and price negotiations, system commissioning, delivery, and billing.

Packing Specialist
The standards for this category are a high school diploma or equivalent and 1 year of industry experience providing packing support services. Packing support personnel should have the ability to package various types and sizes of equipment including communications equipment. In addition, packing specialist should be familiar with current industry methods for packaging and shipping.

Administrative Support
The standards for this category are a high school diploma or equivalent and 1 year of industry experience providing administrative and business support services. Administrative support personnel should have the ability to use automated computer business software applications including financial bookkeeping as well as general clerical support. 

Draftsman
The standards for this category are a high school degree or equivalent, two (2) years of training in an appropriate industry trade school, military school or recognized college and two (2) years of experience in drawing physical characteristic of equipment including various components that comprise the system. Drawing experience should also include system block diagrams, installation diagrams, electrical wiring diagrams, and associated material list relating to maritime communication equipment. Drafting personnel are required to have experience with computer aided drafting software.

Electronic Test Technician
The standards for this category are a high school degree or equivalent, two (2) years of training in an appropriate industry trade school, military school or recognized college and five (5) years of experience in ship board equipment and certification test and evaluation.

Experience should also include the following:


1.  Operation of test equipment including, but not limited to an oscilloscope, 
 
spectrum analyzer, and network analyzer.


2.  Application of systems specifications, schematic diagrams, drawings and


manuals.


3.  Prepare, review and modifying test plans and procedures .


4.  Testing of communication system power, signal and support system


electronics.

5. Conduct equipment/software evaluation tests, and analyzing test results including fault isolating.

6. Developing report data and summaries based on recorded test data.
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
