52.216-18 ORDERING (OCT 1995)

(a)  Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule.  Such orders may be issued from the date of award through the end of basic period.


(b)  All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.


(c)  If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail.  Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

52.217-09  OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT  (MAR 2000)

(a)  The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor during the contract period of performance; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least before the contract expires. (a) Definition. HUBZone small business concern, as used in this clause, means a small business concern that appears on the List of Qualified HUBZone Small Business Concerns maintained by the Small Business Administration.


(b) Evaluation preference. (1) Offers will be evaluated by adding a factor of 10 percent to the price of all offers, except--




(i) Offers from HUBZone small business concerns that have not waived the evaluation preference;




(ii) Otherwise successful offers from small business concerns;




(iii) Otherwise successful offers of eligible products under the Trade Agreements Act when the dollar threshold for application of the Act is exceeded (see 25.402 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)); and




(iv) Otherwise successful offers where application of the factor would be inconsistent with a Memorandum of Understanding or other international agreement with a foreign government.



(2) The factor of 10 percent shall be applied on a line item basis or to any group of items on which award may be made. Other evaluation factors described in the solicitation shall be applied before application of the factor.



(3) A concern that is both a HUBZone small business concern and a small disadvantaged business concern will receive the benefit of both the HUBZone small business price evaluation preference and the small disadvantaged business price evaluation adjustment (see FAR clause 52.219-23). Each applicable price evaluation preference or adjustment shall be calculated independently against an offeror's base offer.   These individual preference amounts shall be added together to arrive at the total evaluated price for that offer.


(c) Waiver of evaluation preference. A HUBZone small business concern may elect to waive the evaluation preference, in which case the factor will be added to its offer for evaluation purposes. The agreements in paragraph (d) of this clause do not apply if the offeror has waived the evaluation preference.

(d) Agreement. A HUBZone small business concern agrees that in the performance of the contract, in the case of a contract for



(1) Services (except construction), at least 50 percent of the cost of personnel for contract performance will be spent for employees of the concern or employees of other HUBZone small business concerns;



(2) Supplies (other than procurement from a nonmanufacturer of such supplies), at least 50 percent of the cost of manufacturing, excluding the cost of materials, will be performed by the concern or other HUBZone small business concerns;



(3) General construction, at least 15 percent of the cost of the contract performance incurred for personnel will be will be spent on the concern's employees or the employees of other HUBZone small business concerns; or



(4) Construction by special trade contractors, at least 25 percent of the cost of the contract performance incurred for personnel will be spent on the concern's employees or the employees of other HUBZone small business concerns.


(e) A HUBZone joint venture agrees that in the performance of the contract, the applicable percentage specified in paragraph (d) of this clause will be performed by the HUBZone small business participant or participants.


(f) A HUBZone small business concern nonmanufacturer agrees to furnish in performing this contract only end items manufactured or produced by HUBZone small business manufacturer concerns. This paragraph does not apply in connection with construction or service contracts.

52.246-18  WARRANTY OF SUPPLIES OF A COMPLEX NATURE  (MAY 2001)

(a)  Definitions. As used in this clause-

"Acceptance" means the act of an authorized representative of the Government by which the Government assumes for itself, or as an agent of another, ownership of existing and identified supplies, or approves specific services rendered, as partial or complete performance of the contract.

"Supplies" means the end items furnished by the Contractor and related services required under this contract. The word does not include "data."


(b)  Contractor's obligations.



(1)  The Contractor warrants that for 1 year after acceptance all supplies furnished under this contract will be free from defects in material and workmanship and will conform with all requirements of this contract; provided, however, that with respect to Government-furnished property, the Contractor's warranty shall extend only to its proper installation, unless the Contractor performs some modification or other work on the property, in which case the Contractor's warranty shall extend to the modification or other work.



(2)  Any supplies or parts thereof corrected or furnished in replacement shall be subject to the conditions of this clause to the same extent as supplies initially delivered.  This warranty shall be equal in duration to that set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies.



(3)  The Contractor shall not be obligated to correct or replace supplies if the facilities, tooling, drawings, or other equipment or supplies necessary to accomplish the correction or replacement have been made unavailable to the Contractor by action of the Government.  In the event that correction or replacement has been directed, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the nonavailability.



(4)  The Contractor shall also prepare and furnish to the Government data and reports applicable to any correction required (including revision and updating of all affected data called for under his contract) at no increase in the contract price.



(5)  When supplies are returned to the Contractor, the Contractor shall bear the transportation costs from the place of delivery specified in the contract (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) to the Contractor's plant and return.



(6)  All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose" are excluded from any obligation contained in this contract.


(c)  Remedies available to the Government.



(1)  In the event of a breach of the Contractor's warranty in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, the Government may, at no increase in contract price--




(i)  Require the Contractor, at the place of delivery specified in the contract (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) or at the Contractor's plant, to repair or replace, at the Contractor's election, defective or nonconforming supplies; or




(ii)  Require the Contractor to furnish at the Contractor's plant the materials or parts and installation instructions required to successfully accomplish the correction.



(2)  If the Contracting Officer does not require correction or replacement of defective or nonconforming supplies or the Contractor is not obligated to correct or replace under paragraph (b)(3) of this clause, the Government shall be entitled to an equitable reduction in the contract price.



(3)  The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor in writing of any breach of the warranty in paragraph (b) of this clause within 45 days after discovery of defect. The Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer a written recommendation within 30 days as to the corrective action required to remedy the breach.  After the notice of breach, but not later than 30 days after receipt of the Contractor's recommendation for corrective action, the Contracting Officer may, in writing, direct correction or replacement as in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause, and the Contractor shall, notwithstanding any disagreement regarding the existence of a breach of warranty, comply with this direction.  If it is later determined that the Contractor did not breach the warranty in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, the contract price will be equitably adjusted.



(4)  If supplies are corrected or replaced, the period for notification of a breach of the Contractor's warranty in paragraph (c)(3) of this clause shall be 45 days after discovery from the furnishing or return by the Contractor to the Government of the corrected or replaced supplies or parts thereof, or, if correction or replacement is effected by the Contractor at a Government or other activity, for 45 days after discovery thereafter.



(5)  The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause are in addition to and do not limit any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of the contract.

52.246-19  WARRANTY OF SYSTEMS AND EQUIPMENT UNDER PERFORMANCE SPECIFICATIONS OR DESIGN CRITERIA  (MAY 2001)

(a)  Definitions. As used in this clause-

"Acceptance" means the act of an authorized representative of the Government by which the Government assumes for itself, or as an agent of another, ownership of existing and identified supplies, or approves specific services rendered, as partial or complete performance of the contract.

"Defect" means any condition or characteristic in any supplies or services furnished by the Contractor under the contract that is not in compliance with the requirements of the contract.

"Supplies" means the end items furnished by the Contractor and related services required under this contract. Except when this contract includes the clause entitled Warranty of Data, supplies also means "data."


(b)  Contractor's obligations.



(1)  The Contractor's warranties under this clause shall apply only to those defects discovered by either the Government or the Contractor within 1 year after acceptance.



(2)  If the Contractor becomes aware at any time before acceptance by the Government (whether before or after tender to the Government) that a defect exists in any supplies or services, the Contractor shall (i) promptly correct the defect, or (ii) promptly notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the defect, using the same procedures prescribed in paragraph (b)(3) of this clause.



(3)  If the Contracting Officer determines that a defect exists in any of the supplies or services accepted by the Government under this contract, the Contracting Officer shall promptly notify the Contractor of the defect, in writing, within 90 days after discovery.  Upon timely notification of the existence of a defect, or if the Contractor independently discovers a defect in accepted supplies or  services, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer, in writing, within 30 days a recommendation for corrective actions, together with supporting information in sufficient detail for the Contracting Officer to determine what corrective action, if any, shall be undertaken.



(4)  The Contractor shall promptly comply with any timely written direction from the Contracting Officer to correct or partially correct a defect, at no increase in the contract price.



(5)  The Contractor shall also prepare and furnish to the Contracting Officer data and reports applicable to any correction required under this clause (including revision and updating of all other affected data called for under this contract) at no increase in the contract price.



(6)  In the event of timely notice of a decision not to correct or only to partially correct, the Contractor shall submit a technical and cost proposal within 30 days to amend the contract to permit acceptance of the affected supplies or services in accordance with the revised requirement, and an equitable reduction in the contract price shall promptly be negotiated by the parties and be reflected in a supplemental agreement to this contract.



(7)  Any supplies or parts thereof corrected or furnished in replacement and any services reperformed shall also be subject to the conditions of this clause to the same extent as supplies or services initially accepted.  The warranty, with respect to these supplies, parts, or services, shall be equal in duration to that set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies.



(8)  The Contractor shall not be responsible under this clause for the correction of defects in Government-furnished property, except for defects in installation, unless the Contractor performs, or is obligated to perform, any modifications or other work on such property.  In that event, the Contractor shall be responsible for correction of defects that result from the modifications or other work.



(9)  If the Government returns supplies to the Contractor for correction or replacement under this clause, the Contractor shall be liable for transportation charges up to an amount equal to the cost of transportation by the usual commercial method of shipment from the place of delivery specified in this contract (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) to the Contractor's plant and return to the place of delivery specified in this contract.  The Contractor shall also bear the responsibility for the supplies while in transit.



(10)  All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose" are excluded from any obligation under this contract.


(c)  Remedies available to the Government.



(1)  The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause--




(i)  Shall not be affected in any way by any terms or conditions of this contract concerning the conclusiveness of inspection and acceptance; and




(ii)  Are in addition to, and do not limit, any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of this contract.



(2)  Within 30 days after receipt of the Contractor's recommendations for corrective action and adequate supporting information, the Contracting Officer, using sole discretion, shall give the Contractor written notice not to correct any defect, or to correct or partially correct any defect within a reasonable time at a location designated by the Contracting Officer.



(3)  In no event shall the Government be responsible for any extension or delays in the scheduled deliveries or periods of performance under this contract as a result of the Contractor's obligations to correct defects, nor shall there be any adjustment of the delivery schedule or period of performance as a result of the correction of defects unless provided by a supplemental agreement with adequate consideration.



(4)  This clause shall not be construed as obligating the Government to increase the contract price.



(5)(i)  The Contracting Officer shall give the Contractor a written notice specifying any failure or refusal of the Contractor to--





(A)  Present a detailed recommendation for corrective action as required by paragraph (b)(3) of this clause;





(B)  Correct defects as directed under paragraph (b)(4) of this clause; or





(C)  Prepare and furnish data and reports as required by paragraph (b)(5) of this clause.




(ii)  The notice shall specify a period of time following receipt of the notice by the Contractor in which the Contractor must remedy the failure or refusal specified in the notice.



(6)  If the Contractor does not comply with the Contracting Officer's written notice in paragraph (c)(5)(i) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may by contract or otherwise--




(i)  Obtain detailed recommendations for corrective action and either--





(A)  Correct the supplies or services; or





(B)  Replace the supplies or services, and if the Contractor fails to furnish timely disposition instructions, the Contracting Officer may dispose of the nonconforming supplies for the Contractor's account in a reasonable manner, in which case the Government is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor, or from the proceeds, for the reasonable expenses of care and disposition, as well as for excess costs incurred or to be incurred;




(ii)  Obtain applicable data and reports; and




(iii)  Charge the Contractor for the costs incurred by the Government.

(a) The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to the offeror(s) determined to provide the "best value" to the Government on the basis of the acceptability of the offer(s), the offeror(s) relative capability, the Government's level of confidence in the offeror(s), and the most probable cost as explained herein.

(b) Proposals will be evaluated by a six-step methodology using the factors and subfactors identified below. The first step will be an evaluation of the merits of each offer, and a determination of promised value. The second step will be an evaluation of the relative technical capability of each offer. The third step will be a determination of the Government’s level of confidence in each offer, based on the technical capability assessment. The fourth step will be a determination of expected value for each offer by adjusting promised values for the Government’s level of confidence. The fifth step is an evaluation of the proposed cost/fee and the performance of cost realism analysis. The sixth step will be a series of paired comparisons among offerors, trading off expected value against probable costs in order to determine the best value source selection. In the event that additional capability information is desired before making a source selection, an oral presentation may be held for those offerors with a realistic chance for award. Steps two through six will then be repeated to arrive at a final source selection. 

(c)  Proposals will be rated and ranked on the evaluation factors listed below.  Contract award will be based on having attained a "Pass" rating on Acceptability of the Offer and the combined evaluations of Capability Factors of  Technical Merit, Organizational Experience, Past Performance, Subcontractor Participation, and Compliance with Instructions.   It should be noted that cost is not a weighted factor.  Although technical factors are significantly more important than cost, cost is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors. FAILING to meet the mandatory requirements will be sufficient grounds for the offeror to be excluded from further consideration. A grade of FAIL will be given if the offeror does not at least meet the requirement. A grade of FAIL on ANY of these items will exclude an offeror from further consideration. A grade of PASS will be given for meeting or exceeding the requirement. A failing grade on any mandatory requirements will negate the Acceptability rating received under Step 1, “Acceptability of the Offeror.” Offerors will not be afforded the opportunity to make their proposal acceptable through discussions when the unacceptable rating is the result of not meeting a mandatory requirement.

FAILURE to meet the Critical Requirements may indicate that the offeror's proposal is unacceptable. Each requirement will be graded as POOR, FAIR, GOOD, or EXCELLENT. A score of POOR on ANY of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not meet the requirement. A score of FAIR on any of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not fully meet the requirement. A score of GOOD on any of these requirements indicates that the offerror’s proposal does meet the requirement. A score of excellent on any of the requirements indicates that the offeror’s proposal exceeds the requirement.

 Post Production Support Consideration (Subfactor)

The Government will evaluate each offeror's proposal on how well it demonstrates a long- term commitment and ability to maintain the Secure Digital Communications Control Subsystem (SDCCS) for a period up to seven (7) years after delivery. Maintenance of the system includes hardware maintenance, software maintenance, firmware maintenance, system upgrades, and technical support covering both telephone and on-site support. Offerors will provide the Government with a written plan outlining how their organization plans to provide for long-term SDCCS support. The long-term support plan must specifically address options available to the Government in the event that the offeror ceases to support the SDCCS prior to the expiration of seven (7) years after delivery unless agreed by both parties to be earlier. The offeror’s support plan must also identify data rights available for future acquisition in the event that offeror untimely ceases support of the SDCCS.  Specifically, offeror shall separately price offeror’s proprietary source code and accompanying computer software documentation for the acquisition by the Government with Government Purpose Rights as defined by DFARS 252.227-7014. This acquisition will be considered in the event that the offeror untimely ceases support of the SDCCS. Offerors should also identify items (software, hardware, and firmware) required to maintain the SDCCS that are Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS), Modified COTS, Government Funded (partially or completely), Third-party proprietary, and offeror proprietary. 

COTS are items determined to be commercially available and which were not Government funded.    

Modified COTS are commercially available items (COTS) that have been modified. Modification should not exceed ten percent (10%) of the total COTS item.

Proprietary items are developed and funded without Government funds. 

Each offeror’s support plan will be evaluated on how well it demonstrates a commitment to long-term SDCCS supportability and maintainability, the availability of software, and the reasonableness of cost for source code and corresponding documentation in the event of untimely support cessation. Total length of the plan should not exceed three (3) pages.

FAILURE to meet the Post Production Support Consideration may indicate that the offeror's proposal is unacceptable. Each requirement will be graded as POOR, FAIR, GOOD, or EXCELLENT. A score of POOR on ANY of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not meet the requirement. A score of FAIR on any of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not fully meet the requirement. A score of GOOD on any of these requirements indicates that the offeror’s proposal does meet the requirement. A score of excellent on any of the requirements indicates that the offeror’s proposal exceeds the requirement.

Each requirement will be graded as POOR, FAIR, GOOD, or EXCELLENT. A score of POOR on ANY of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not meet the requirement. A score of FAIR on any of these requirements indicate that the offeror’s proposal does not fully meet the requirement. A score of GOOD on any of these requirements indicates that the offeror’s proposal does meet the requirement. A score of excellent on any of the requirements indicates that the offeror’s proposal exceeds the requirement.

2.2 
ORGANIZATIONAL EXPERIENCE

Experience is the opportunity to learn by doing. An offeror's experience is relevant when they have been confronted with the kinds of challenges that will confront them under the contract contemplated by this RFP. This evaluation will consider the breadth, depth and relevance of offeror work performed since 1997. The RFP will instruct offerors to complete a prescribed matrix which details organizational experience in nine (9) key areas from the Statement of Work (SOW), stated below. Each area is equal in relevance. Reviewer scoring sheets are included as Attachment 3 hereto.

a. Corporate experience in organizing and implementing a process for planning, scheduling, coordinating, directing, and controlling all program activities and deliverables to ensure timely delivery, installation, and integration of a major system. (SOW Part 3.1.1)

b. Corporate experience in developing and maintaining a detailed project schedule showing key events, milestones and interdependencies; schedule and information base which address planning for the completion of contract work, actual performance against planning, critical path, and projection of future performance. (SOW Part 3.1.2)

c. Corporate experience contributing to technical discussions, informational meetings, technical reviews, and performing independent analysis of proposed approaches. (SOW Part 3.1.4)

d. Corporate experience in monitoring ongoing design activity and participating in Government design reviews and other technical discussions. (SOW Part 3.1.4.1) 

e. Corporate experience in providing test reports which include the results of analysis of tests and which summarize the capabilities of the system under review. (SOW Part 3.2)

f. Corporate experience in providing test plans and procedures for factory and field-testing against specifications, interface control documents, operational requirement documents, test and evaluation master plans. (SOW Part 3.2.1)

g. Corporate experience in reviewing documents and engineering change proposals pertaining to communications systems design, identifying changes, possible improvements, or alternatives to the system design that could affect the JSSROC communication system development. (SOW Part 3.9.2)

h. Corporate experience in providing recommendations to develop techniques, design changes, and other stratagems aimed toward system improvement. (SOW Part 3.9.2.3) 

i. Corporate experience in installing systems and equipment including digital switching and integration of cryptographic devices to meet technical requirements. Installation includes cutover of operational circuits. (SOW Part 3.10)

2.3 
PAST PERFORMANCE

Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an offeror has satisfied customers in the past, and complied with federal, state, and local laws and regulations. The Government's assessment of past performance will be subjective, and based mainly on offeror reputations with customers and others. The Government will evaluate the performance data provided by offerors, and obtained from other sources, against the following criteria. They are approximately equal in relevance. 

a. Record of conforming to specifications and to standards of good workmanship/ customer service.

 
b. Record of containing and forecasting costs on any previously performed cost reimbursable contracts.

c. Adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance.

d. Record of complying with the requirements of the clause at FAR 52.219-8 "Utilization of Small Business Concerns" and FAR 52.219-9 "Small Business Subcontracting Plans" on any previously performed Federal agency contracts.

2.4 
IDENTIFICATION OF AND COMMITMENT TO SUBCONTRACTORS

The proposed participation of subcontractors will be evaluated based on the information submitted in a Subcontractor Information Sheet (SEE ATTACHEMENT 6).  The following subfactors are equally important.


2.4.1 Identification of specific large business, small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business (WOSB), veteran-owned small business (VOSB), and HBCU/MI and Service Disabled Veteran-owned small business subcontract participation in contract performance.  


2.4.2 Extent of commitment to use such firms


2.4.3 Extent of participation of small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, HBCU/MI, WOSB and VOSB, and Service Disabled Veteran-owned firms in terms of the value of the total acquisition.  The extent of prime contractor participation will be evaluated for small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, HBCU/MI, WOSB and VOSB, and Service Disabled Veteran-owned firms.  The extent of large business participation whether as a prime contractor or a subcontractor will not be evaluated. 

It should be noted that large businesses are required to submit a separate subcontracting plan under other provisions of the RFP.  This information is required as part of the proposal.  The subcontracting plan is in addition to this criterion. 

2.5  
COMPLIANCE WITH RFP INSTRUCTIONS

The Government will consider how well each offeror complied with the instructions in the RFP. Any significant failure to comply with the instructions will be considered to be suggestive of what the Government could expect during contract performance.  

3.0
Step Three - LEVEL OF CONFIDENCE ASSESSMENT RATING (LOCAR)

The capability assessment performed under Step Two will be used to develop a LOCAR for each offeror.  The LOCAR will reflect a subjective assessment of the likelihood that an offeror will keep his promises to comply with the terms and conditions of the RFP. The greater an offeror's attributes or qualities (as determined under Step Two), the higher our level of confidence in their ability to uphold their promises.  The LOCAR will be an important consideration in the source selection decision.

The LOCAR method has been used by other Government agencies.  If you would like to learn how other agencies have used the LOCAR method, read the General Accounting Office's protest decision in the matter of Moore Medical Corp.; Comptroller General Decision B-261758, October 26, 1995.  This decision is available on the World Wide Web via the Government Printing Office's website which may be found at http://www.gpo.gov.  Our specific implementation of the LOCAR method may differ from the method used by the agency in this case. 

4.0  Step Four - EXPECTED VALUE (EV)

EV is the Government's assessment of what an offeror is likely to do, based on our level of confidence in its capability.  It represents a determination of what we expect to get from an offeror.  Hence, EV is determined by multiplying  the offeror's PV rating (from STEP ONE) by its LOCAR (STEP THREE).     

5.0
 Step Five - EVALUATION OF PROPOSED COST AND COST REALISM ANALYSIS

The Government will evaluate the proposed price of each offer for realism and reasonableness in accordance with FAR Subpart 15.4. The purpose of this evaluation shall be (a) to verify the offeror's understanding of the requirements, (b) to assess the degree to which the cost/price proposal reflects the approaches and/or risk assessments made in the technical proposal as well as the risk that the offeror will provide the supplies for services for the offered prices/cost, (c) assess the degree to which the cost reflected in the cost/price proposal accurately represents the work efforts included in the technical proposal, and (d) verify that the prices proposed for separately priced line items and subline items are not unbalanced. Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of cost or price analysis techniques.  Unrealistic cost proposals may result in a re-evaluation and concurrent rescoring of technical proposals.  Such re-evaluation based on cost analysis could negatively impact the technical rating and ranking of the proposal.  Therefore, the offeror should explain the rational behind any unbalanced pricing.  An offer maybe rejected if it is determined that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.

6.0 
 Step Six - TRADE-OFF PROCESS AND SOURCE SELECTION DECISION  

The sixth step will be a series of comparisons among offerors, trading off the differences in the non-price factors (EV rating) against probable cost (estimated during cost realism analysis) in order to determine the best value source selection.  If one offeror is better in terms of the nonprice factors (has the highest EV) and has the lowest probable cost, that offeror will be considered to be the best value.  If one offeror has the highest EV, but does not have the lowest probable cost, the Government will evaluate whether the differences in EV rating are worth the differences in probable cost.  If the differences in the EV rating are considered to be worth the differences in cost, the offeror with the higher cost will be considered the better value.  If not, the offeror with the lower cost will be considered the better value. 

      7.0 
 OPTIONAL DOWN-SELECT AND ORAL PRESENTATION 

If, after the performance of the evaluation procedures above, the Government desires additional capability information prior to making a source selection, an oral presentation may be conducted for certain offerors.  The government may perform a "down-select" of proposals to identify those offerors with a realistic chance for award (no more than five), considering the results of Steps One through Six evaluations.  Offerors not selected for inclusion in the down select will not be further considered for award.  Those offerors who are included in the down select will be requested to make an oral presentation concerning their technical capability in the form of a question and answer interview session with members of the technical evaluation board.  Oral presentations will be conducted in accordance with the guidelines in Attachment 10.  

Oral presentations will be evaluated on the basis of the following subfactors that are equally important:


7.1 Does the offeror demonstrate a thorough understanding of the requirement; i.e., a thorough understanding of the difficulties and risks expected to be encountered during performance of the contract?


7.2. Does the offeror present a logical approach/plan to minimize such risks?  


7.3 Assuming that such risks materialized and difficulties arose, does the offeror present a realistic and thorough approach to solve problems?

(e) Evaluation of an offeror's proposal shall be based on the information SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH PROVISION L-317 and information available to the contracting office from sources deemed appropriate.  Sources typically considered are: Defense Contract Audit Agency, Defense Contract Management Administration offices, other contracts with same firms for similar items or services, known commercial sources such as Data Resources, Inc., Standard and Poor, etc.  Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in terms of cost, may be deemed to be reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence, or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the proposed work and may be grounds for rejection of the proposal.  If the proposed contract requires the delivery of data, the quality of organization and writing reflected in the proposal will be considered to be an indication of the quality of organization and writing which would be prevalent in the proposed deliverable data.  Subjective judgment on the part of the Government evaluators is implicit in the entire process.

M-312  EVALUATION OF PERFORMANCE RISK (JAN 1999)

(a) During the source selection process, the government will assess the relative risks associated with each offeror and proposal.  It is important to note the distinction between proposal risk and performance risk.


(1) Proposal risks are those associated with an offeror’s proposed approach in meeting the government’s requirements.  Proposal risk is assessed by the proposal evaluators and is integrated into the rating of each specific evaluation subfactor under the technical and cost factors.


(2) Performance risks are those associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation’s requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.

(b) The government will conduct a performance risk assessment based upon the quality of the offeror’s past performance as well as that of its proposed subcontractors, as it relates to the probability of successful accomplishment of the required effort.  When assessing performance risk, the government will focus its inquiry on the past performance of the offeror and its proposed subcontracts as it relates to all solicitation requirements, such as cost, schedule, and performance, including the contractor’s record of conforming to specifications and to standards of good workmanship; the contractor’s record of containing and forecasting costs on any previously performed cost reimbursable contracts; the contractor’s adherence to contract schedules, including the administrative aspects of performance.  Performance risk is assigned a weight as part of the Technical Evaluation.  The relative weighting is reflected in Provision M-307.

(c) A significant achievement, problem, or lack of relevant data in any element of the work can become an important consideration in the source selection process.  A negative finding under any element may result in an overall high performance risk rating resulting in a potential reduction of the overall technical score (correspondingly, a low risk assessment may result in a higher evaluated score in accordance with the evaluation factors set forth in Section M).  Therefore, offerors are reminded to include all relevant past efforts, including demonstrated corrective actions, in their proposal.

(d) In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.

(e) Offerors are cautioned that in conducting the performance risk assessment, the government may use data provided by the offeror in its proposal and data obtained from other sources.  Since the government may not necessarily interview all of the sources provided by the offerors, it is incumbent upon the offeror to explain the relevance of the data provided.  Offerors are reminded that while the government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information rests with the offerors.

M-316  EVALUATED ESTIMATED PRICE  (OCT 1999)

Evaluation of price will be on the basis of the total prices offered for the T&M CLINs/Sub-CLINs.  The total price will be determined as follows:


a.   Labor:  Evaluation of straight time, overtime, and holiday time (if required) will be calculated by multiplying the estimated hours for each type of labor by the applicable rates proposed in Section B.  Total evaluated labor cost will be the sum of proposed straight time, overtime, and holiday time.


b.  Travel/Transportation/and per diem:  These items will be reimbursed to the contractor on the basis of actual amounts paid.  The total evaluated price for these items will be computed at the amounts specified in Section B, plus any proposed burden factors.


c.  Material:   Estimated material costs are provided in Section B.  The total evaluated price for material will be the Government estimate plus the offeror's proposed material handling or other applicable burden.

(Applies to Time-and-Material CLINS/Sub-CLINS only.)

-M1  EVALUATION OF OPTIONS  (JUL 2001)

Except when it is determined in accordance with FAR 17.206(b) not to be in the Government's best interests, the Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

-M2  SOLICITATION PROVISIONS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE  (JUL 2001)

This solicitation incorporates one or more solicitation provisions by reference, with the same force and effect as if they were given in full text.  Upon request, the Contracting Officer will make their full text available.  The offeror is cautioned that the listed provisions may include blocks that must be completed by the offeror and submitted with its quotation or offer.  In lieu of submitting the full text of those provisions, the offeror may identify the provision by paragraph identifier and provide the appropriate information with its quotation or offer.
