C-302  SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK (DEC 1998)

The work under this contract shall be performed in accordance with the description/specifications/statement of work, which is included as Attachment one.

C-313  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS (DEC 1999)
The work to be performed under this contract as delineated in the DD Form 254, Attachment No. two involves access to and handling of classified material up to and including SECRET.  Additionally, a TOP SECRET Facility Clearance Level (FCL) is required.

In addition to the requirements of the FAR 52.204-2 “Security Requirements” clause, the Contractor shall appoint a Security Officer, who shall (1) be responsible for all security aspects of the work performed under this contract, (2) assure compliance with the National Industry Security Program Operating Manual (DODINST 5220.22M), and (3) assure compliance with any written instructions from the Security Officer Code 20351, SPAWAR Systems Center San Diego, 53560 Hull Street, San Diego CA 921542-5001.

C-316  WORK WEEK (SSC-SD)  (DEC 1999) (DEVIATION)

(a) All or a portion of the effort under this contract may be performed on a Government installation. The normal work week for Government employees at the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Center San Diego (SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego) is Monday through Thursday 7:15 AM to 4:45 PM and Friday 7:15 AM to 3:45 PM with every other Friday a non-work day.  

(b) Work under this effort, shall be performed by the contractor to ensure that contractor employees are here every Monday through Friday from 7:30 AM to 4:30 PM.  The Contractor is not required to maintain the same hours as Government employees; however, contractor employees performing work at SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego must work during the normal workweek. (b) If any of the above holidays occur on a Saturday or a Sunday, then such holiday shall be observed by the Contractor in accordance with the practice as observed by the assigned Government employees at the using activity.

(c) If the Contractor is prevented from performance as the result of an Executive Order or an administrative leave determination applying to the using activity, such time may be charged to the contract as direct cost provided such charges are consistent with the Contractor’s accounting practices.

(d) Under Federal regulations the payment of overtime is required only when an employee works more than 40 hours during a week.  The contractor is to schedule work so as not to incur overtime charges during the normal workweek unless authorized in writing by the Government to do so.  The contractor may also elect to configure the workforce in such a way that no single employee exceeds 40 hours during a normal week even though normal SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego hours are maintained both weeks.
(e) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall--


(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;


(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;


(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and


(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

C-317  NOTICE TO CONTRACTOR OF CERTAIN DRUG DETECTION PROCEDURES (DEC 1999)
(a) Pursuant to Navy policy applicable to both Government and contractor personnel, measures will be taken to prevent the introduction and utilization of illegal drugs and related paraphernalia into Government Work areas.

(b) In furtherance of the Navy’s drug control program, unannounced periodic inspections of the following nature may be conducted by installation security authorities:


(1) Routine inspection of contractor occupied work spaces.


(2) Random inspections of vehicles on entry or exit, with drug detection dog teams as available, to eliminate them as a safe haven for storage of or trafficking in illegal drugs.


(3) Random inspections of personnel possessions on entry or exit from the installation.

(c) When there is probable cause to believe that a contractor employee on board a naval installation has been engaged in use, possession or trafficking of drugs, the installation authorities may detain said employee until the employee can be removed from the installation, or can be released to the local authorities having jurisdiction.

(d) Trafficking in illegal drug and drug paraphernalia by contract employees while on a military vessel/installation may lead to possible withdrawal or downgrading of security clearance, and/or referral for prosecution by appropriate law enforcement authorities.

(e) The contractor is responsible for the conduct of employees performing work under this contract and is, therefore, responsible to assure that employees are notified of these provisions prior to assignment.

(f) The removal of contractor personnel from a Government vessel or installation as a result of the drug offenses shall not be cause for excusable delay, nor shall such action be deemed a basis for an equitable adjustment to price, delivery or other provisions of this contract.

C-318  LIABILITY INSURANCE--FIXED PRICE CONTRACTS (OCT 2001)

C-324  OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH REQUIREMENTS (MAR 1999)

(a) If performance of any work under this contract is required at a SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego facility, the Contractor shall contact the SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego Safety and Environmental Office, Code 2038 prior to performance of ANY work under this contract.

(b) Contractors are responsible for following all safety and health related State and Federal statutes and corresponding State, Federal and/or Navy regulations (i.e., NOSCINST 5100.5C, Occupational Safety and Health Manual) protecting the environment, contractor employees, and persons who live and work in and around contractor and/or federal facilities.

(c) Contractors shall monitor their employees and ensure that they are following all safety regulations particular to the work areas.  Contractors shall ensure that their employees (i) wear appropriate safety equipment and clothing, (ii) are familiar with all relevant emergency procedures should an accident occur, and (iii) have access to a telephone and telephone numbers, to include emergency telephone numbers, for the SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego facility where work is performed.

H-304  ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST (ACCESS TO PROPRIETARY INFORMATION) (DEC 1999)  (VARIATION)

(a) This contract provides for the Contractor to provide services in support of financial management information systems.  Such services require access to contract invoices from other companies. The Contractor agrees to furnish copies of such agreements to the Contracting Officer prior to accessing proprietary information.  

(d) In addition, all Contractor personnel intending to provide support under this contract shall execute the written Conflict of Interest and Non-disclosure Agreement attached to this contract, and provide an executed copy to the Contracting Officer prior to accessing proprietary information. 

(e) The Contractor agrees to hold the Government harmless and indemnify the Government as to any cost/loss or claim which may arise as a result of the Contractor’s unauthorized use or disclosure of proprietary information of other companies. 

(f) The Contractor shall, within 15 days after the effective date of this contract, provide, in writing, to the Contracting Officer, a representation that all employees, agents and subcontractors involved in the performance of this contract have been informed of the provisions of this clause.  Any subcontractor that performs any work relative to this contract shall be subject to this clause.  The Contractor agrees to place in each subcontract affected by these provisions the necessary language contained in this clause.

(g) The Contractor acknowledges the full force and effect of this clause.  It agrees to be bound by its terms and conditions and understands that violation of this clause may, in the judgment of the Contracting Officer, be cause for Termination for Default under FAR 52.249-6.  The Contractor also acknowledges that this does not represent the sole and exclusive remedy available to the government in the event the Contractor breaches this or any other Organizational Conflict of Interest clause.

If a proposed alternative is not considered for the instant procurement, it will be considered for future procurement.  If the Contracting Officer does not accept the proposed alternative, the Contractor agrees to perform the contract in accordance with the specifications and standards cited in the contract.

H-323  CONTRACTOR PICTURE BADGE (DEC 1999)

(a) A contractor picture badge may be issued to contractor personnel by the SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego Badge/Decal Office, Code 20352, upon receipt of a valid visit request from the Contractor and a picture badge request from the COR.  A list of personnel requiring picture badges must be provided to the COR to verify that the contract or delivery/task order authorizes performance at SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego prior to completion of the picture badge request.

(b) An automobile decal will be issued by the SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego Badge/Decal Office, Code 20352, upon presentation of a valid contractor picture badge and the completion of the Badge and Decal Record.

(c) The contractor assumes full responsibility for the proper use of the identification badge and automobile decal, and shall be responsible for the return of the badge and/or destruction of the automobile decal upon termination of personnel or expiration or completion of the contract.

(d) At the completion of the contract, the contractor shall forward to the SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego Badge/Decal Office, Code 20352, a list of all unreturned badges with a written explanation of any missing badges.

H-325  APPLICATION OF PATENT INDEMNITY (DEC 1999)
The FAR 52.227-3 “Patent Indemnity” clause which incorporated by reference in this contract, applies only to supplies or services that normally are or have been sold or offered for sale by any supplier to the public in the commercial open market or that are the same as such supplies or services with relatively minor modifications.

H-330  SUBMISSION OF ADDITIONAL COPY OF DD FORM 1662 “DOD PROPERTY IN THE CUSTODY OF CONTRACTORS” (JAN 2000)

H-350  REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS (SEP 2003)--ALTERNATE II (SEP 2001)
(a) Contractor Request and Government Approval of Travel

Any travel under this contract must be specifically requested in writing, by the contractor prior to incurring any travel costs.  The travel request shall be submitted three weeks in advance, when possible, prior to incurring any travel costs, and shall include as a minimum, the following:


(1) Contract number


(2) Date, time, and place of proposed travel


(3) Purpose of travel and how it relates to the contract


(4) Contractor’s estimated cost of travel


(5) Name(s) of individual(s) traveling and;


(6) A breakdown of estimated travel and per diem charges.

The contractor shall submit the travel request in writing to the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).  The COR shall review and approve/disapprove (as appropriate) all travel requests submitted giving written notice of such approval or disapproval to the contractor.

(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:



(i) Federal Travel Regulation prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;



(ii) Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; or



(iii) Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the travel regulations cited in subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) and (b)(1)(ii) above.


(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate shown in Section B; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.

(c) Per Diem


(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Per diem shall not be paid on services performed at contractor’s home facility and at any facility required by the contract, or at any location within a radius of 50) miles from the contractor’s home facility and any facility required by this contract.


(2) Costs for subsistence and lodging shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized in writing by the Government for performance of the work under this contract.  When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the contractor to his employees at a rate not to exceed the rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and authorized in writing by the Government.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing locality per diem rate.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

(3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees for authorized per diem, as described above, not to exceed the authorized per diem.  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  Fractional billing shall be on a 1/4, 1/2, and 3/4 basis.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the FAR 52.216-7 “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.

(d) Transportation


(1) For transportation other than described in subparagraph (d)(4) below, the contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amounts paid to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of work under the contract and is authorized in writing by the Government.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).


(2) When transportation by privately owned conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate specified in the travel regulations cited in FAR 31.205-46(a)(2) and is authorized in writing by the Government.  If this contract is a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by task/delivery orders issued by the Ordering Officer or by a modification to an issued task/delivery order.  If this contract is not a definite or indefinite delivery contract, then the written Government authorization will be by written notice of approval from the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

(3) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.

(4) The contractor shall not be paid for travel mileage for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the services are being performed.  Travel mileage shall not be paid for services performed at the contractor’s home facility or at any location within a driving radius of 50 miles from the contractor’s home facility.

H-355  CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION (DEC 1999)

(a) Contractor employees must be clearly identifiable while on Government property by wearing appropriate badges.

(b) Contractor employees are required to clearly identify themselves and the company they work for whenever making contact with Government personnel by telephone or other electronic means.

H-358  APPLICATION OF DFARS 252.227-7013 AND 252.227-7015 TECHNICAL DATA CLAUSES (AUG 2001)

The DFARS 252.227-7015, Technical Data--Commercial Items, clause applies to technical data that pertains to a “commercial item” as defined in the DFARS 252.227-7015 clause.  The DFARS 252.227-7013, Rights in Technical Data--Noncommercial Items, clause applies to all other technical data.
H-359  LIMITED RELEASE OF CONTRACTOR CONFIDENTIAL BUSINESS INFORMATION (NOV 2003)

(a) Definition.

“Confidential business information,” as used in this clause, is defined as all forms and types of financial, business, scientific, technical, economic, or engineering information, including patterns, plans, compilations, program devices, formulas, designs, prototypes, methods, techniques, processes, procedures, programs, or codes, whether tangible or intangible, and whether or how stored, compiled, or memorialized physically, electronically, graphically, photographically, or in writing if -- (1) the owner thereof has taken reasonable measures to keep such information secret, and (2) the information derives independent economic value, actual or potential from not being generally known to, and not being readily ascertainable through proper means by, the public. Confidential business information may include technical data as that term is defined in DFARS §§ 252.227-7013(a)(14), 252.227-7015(a)(4), and 252.227-7018(a)(19). It may also include computer software as that term is defined in DFARS §§ 252.227-7014(a)(4) and 252.227-7018(a)(4).

(b) The Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR) may release to individuals employed by SPAWAR support contractors and their subcontractors confidential business information submitted by the contractor or its subcontractors pursuant to the provisions of this contract. Business information that would ordinarily be entitled to confidential treatment may be included in the information released to these individuals. Accordingly, by submission of a proposal or execution of this contract, the offeror or contractor and its subcontractors consent to a limited release of its confidential business information.

(c) Circumstances where SPAWAR may release the contractor’s or subcontractors’ confidential business information include the following:


(1) To other SPAWAR contractors and subcontractors, and their employees tasked with assisting SPAWAR in handling and processing information and documents in the administration of SPAWAR contracts, such as file room management and contract closeout.

(2) To SPAWAR contractors and subcontractors, and their employees tasked with assisting SPAWAR in accounting support services, including access to cost-reimbursement vouchers.

(d)  SPAWAR recognizes its obligation to protect the contractor and its subcontractors from competitive harm that could result from the release of such information. SPAWAR will permit the limited release of confidential business information under paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2) only under the following conditions:

(1) SPAWAR determines that access is required by other SPAWAR contractors and their subcontractors to perform the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2),

(2) Access to confidential business information is restricted to individuals with a bona fide need to possess,

(3) Contractors, their subcontractors, and their employees who are granted access to confidential business information have signed an appropriate non-disclosure agreement requiring them to provide the same level of protection to confidential business information that would be provided by SPAWAR employees, 

(4) Contractors and their subcontractors having access to confidential business information have agreed under their contract or a separate corporate non-disclosure agreement to provide the same level of protection to confidential business information that would be provided by SPAWAR employees, and

(5) SPAWAR contractors and their subcontractors performing the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) or (c)(2) have agreed under their contract or a separate non-disclosure agreement to not use confidential business information for any purpose other than performing the tasks described in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2).

(e) SPAWAR’s responsibilities under the Freedom of Information Act are not affected by this clause.

(f) If SPAWAR satisfies the conditions listed in paragraph (d), the contractor and its subcontractors agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Government, its agents, and employees from every claim or liability, including attorneys fees, court costs, and expenses, arising out of, or in any way related to, the misuse or unauthorized modification, reproduction, release, display, or disclosure of confidential business information provided by the contractor to the Government.

(g) The contractor agrees to include, and require inclusion of, this clause in all subcontracts at any tier that requires the furnishing of confidential business information.

H-360  STATE SALES TAX EXEMPTION (OCT 2003)

(a) The contractor’s price shall not include state sales tax, unless the location of the contractor’s business is in a state that does not afford the Federal Government a tax exemption status under its state and local laws (e.g., Arizona, Hawaii). The contract price excludes all state and local taxes levied on or measured by the contract or sales price of the services or materials furnished under this contract.

(b) To the extent that the guidance in FAR Part 31 and DFARS Part 231 applies to this contract, such tax or duty shall not constitute an allowable cost under this contract, unless specifically permitted by the Contracting Officer.

(c) Contractors may be taxed by a state or local authority when procuring goods and services for performance of this contract. Such taxation does not constitute a tax levied on the Federal Government; rather it is a tax levied on the contractor for which the contractor is liable. However, the Federal Government is exempt from state and local taxation. Therefore, the contractor shall state separately on its invoices taxes excluded from the contract price, and the contracting officer agrees to either pay the amount of the taxes to the contractor or provide evidence necessary to sustain an exemption.

(d) No exemption certificate is required.

52.215-21  REQUIREMENTS FOR COST OR PRICING DATA OR INFORMATION OTHER THAN COST OR PRICING DATA--MODIFICATIONS (OCT 1997)

(a) Exceptions from cost or pricing data.  (1) In lieu of submitting cost or pricing data for modifications under this contract, for price adjustments expected to exceed the threshold set forth at FAR 15.403-4 on the date of the agreement on price or the date of the award, whichever is later, the Contractor may submit a written request for exception by submitting the information described in the following subparagraphs.  The Contracting Officer may require additional supporting information, but only to the extent necessary to determine whether an exception should be granted, and whether the price is fair and reasonable--

(i) Identification of the law or regulation establishing the price offered.  If the price is controlled under law by periodic rulings, reviews, or similar actions of a governmental body, attach a copy of the controlling document, unless it was previously submitted to the contracting office.

(ii) Information on modifications of contracts or subcontracts for commercial items. (A) If--

(1) The original contract or subcontract was granted an exception from cost or pricing data requirements because the price agreed upon was based on adequate price competition or prices set by law or regulation, or was a contract or subcontract for the acquisition of a commercial item; and

(2) The modification (to the contract or subcontract) is not exempted based on one of these exceptions, then the Contractor may provide information to establish that the modification would not change the contract or subcontract from a contract or subcontract for the acquisition of a commercial item to a contract or subcontract for the acquisition of an item other than a commercial item.

(B) For a commercial item exception, the Contractor shall provide, at a minimum, information on prices at which the same item or similar items have previously been sold that is adequate for evaluating the reasonableness of the price of the modification.  Such information may include--

(1) For catalog items, a copy of or identification of the catalog and its date, or the appropriate pages for the offered items, or a statement that the catalog is on file in the buying office to which the proposal is being submitted.  Provide a copy or describe current discount policies and price lists (published or unpublished), e.g., wholesale, original equipment manufacturer, or reseller. Also explain the basis of each offered price and its relationship to the established catalog price, including how the proposed price relates to the price of recent sales in quantities similar to the proposed quantities.

(2) For market-price items, the source and date or period of the market quotation or other basis for market price, the base amount, and applicable discounts. In addition, describe the nature of the market.

(3) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service Multiple Award Schedule contract, proof that an exception has been granted for the schedule item.

(2) The Contractor grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative the right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents, or other directly pertinent records to verify any request for an exception under this clause, and the reasonableness of price.  For items priced using catalog or market prices, or law or regulation, access does not extend to cost or profit information or other data relevant solely to the Contractor's determination of the prices to be offered in the catalog or marketplace.

(b) Requirements for cost or pricing data.  If the Contractor is not granted an exception from the requirement to submit cost or pricing data, the following applies:

(1) The Contractor shall submit cost or pricing data and supporting attachments in accordance with Table 15-2 of FAR 15.408.

(2) As soon as practicable after agreement on price, but before award (except for unpriced actions), the Contractor shall submit a Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, as prescribed by FAR 15.406-2.
52.217-8  OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract. The offeror should show the relationship between proposed staffing to accomplish the specific tasks of the Performance Work Statement and labor hours in the cost proposal.

C. Operating Procedures

The Offeror should describe the operating procedures, including proposed innovations, for accomplishing each major PWS work area.  The operating procedures should be supported with identification of any major processes, procedures, and techniques to be employed to ensure all PWS requirements are met.  The operating procedures  should provide a correlation between each PWS work element and the corresponding element of the Offeror’s proposed organizational structure.  As a minimum, each of the following major PWS functional areas and any associated major sub-functional areas deemed necessary should be addressed:

· Contracts Support

· Web Administration Management and Support

· Supply Support 

· Other Support Services

The Offeror should address their proposed quality assurance/quality control process to ensure quality of service, products, and personnel assigned meet the performance requirements. 

The Offeror should address their intended utilization of government facilities and equipment including plan property, materials, supplies and furniture.

D.  Transition Plan 

The Government considers a smooth transition and continuity of services to be critical.  The Management Plan shall include a Transition Plan.  The Transition Plan should indicate a clear understanding of the problems involved in phase-in of a new contractor and present rational and reasonable solutions to these problems.  The offeror’s approach to transition the program from the current program management and operation should detail how the offeror’s approach maintains quality and minimizes disruption to the Command mission. The offeror should discuss in detail how the offeror plans to start-up, mobilize and transition each of the major Performance Work Statement categories in order to meet the overall transition timeframe requirement. This plan should include discussion of transition sequence and transition milestones.  The transition plan should include a clear and feasible plan for obtaining all resources required (manpower, equipment, and finances) within a minimumal period of time after contract award. 

E. Internal Consistency

The Internal Consistency of the Management Plan’s individual elements will be evaluated as an indication of the offeror’s overall understanding of the requirements of the PWS.

F.  Transition of File Room Paper Files to Electronic Files
The Government considers the transition of the paper contract files contained in the file room to electronic storage to be desirable.  As a result, Offerors shall prepare a plan demonstrating their unique approach to effecting such a transition.  This File Room Transition Plan should indicate a clear understanding of the scope of the work involved, potential problems that may be encountered and present rational and reasonable solutions to these problems.  The offeror’s approach should detail how the work will be accomplished, the length of time associated with the transition, any quality control measures that will be taken and how the potential cost and disruptions associated with the transition will be kept to a minimum. 




(iii) Section C, Completed Performance Reference Information Sheets, offerors should provide completed performance reference information sheets for four contracts as prescribed in provision L-325 PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION (JUL 2002) of this solicitation.  

(B) VOLUME II, COST
(i) All elements shall be fully substantiated and verifiable. The proposal shall include a complete and detailed cost breakdown containing all of the information specified in Section L provision  52.215-20  REQUIREMENTS FOR COST OR PRICING DATA OR INFORMATION OTHER THAN COST OR PRICING DATA (OCT 1997) -- Alternate IV (Oct 1997) of this solicitation, showing all elements of cost and such other data as considered appropriate to support your proposal.




(ii) Particular emphasis will be placed upon the reasonableness of the labor rates that you propose.  The straight time hourly rates shall use a forty hour week for the conversion of salaried employees to the hourly basis and shall be exclusive of loading factors, i.e., vacation, sick leave, holidays, overhead, G&A, fee, etc.


(C) VOLUME III, CONTRACTUAL


This volume provides for all other miscellaneous contractual items as previously delineated above in this provision. Namely, Section A - Proposal Cover Letter; Section B - Contract Forms; Section C - Representation and Certifications; Section D - Exceptions to RFP; Section E - Small Business Plan, if applicable; Section F - Miscellaneous, (i.e. Name and address of DIS office, and Contractor Responsibility Information as specified in clause L-343 Contractor Responsibility (MAR 2001) of this solicitation.

L-325  PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION (JUL 2002)

(a) Offerors shall provide information on four (4) previous Government contracts whose effort was relevant to the effort required by this solicitation; the contracts provided should have been performed within the last 5 years. M-302  EVALUATION OF OFFERS (SINGLE AWARD FOR ALL ITEMS) (DEC 1999)

An offeror must quote on all items in this solicitation to be eligible for award.  The Government intends to make a single award to the acceptable offeror whose total offer on all items is the most advantageous to the Government considering price and other factors, if any, specified in the schedule.

M-307  EVALUATION CRITERIA AND BASIS FOR AWARD (BEST VALUE) (DEC 1999)

(a) The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to that responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation, is determined to provide the “best value” to the Government.  Such offer may not necessarily be the proposal offering the lowest cost or receiving the highest technical rating.

(b) Proposals will be rated and ranked on the evaluation factors listed below.  It should be noted that cost is not a numerically weighted factor.  Although technical factors are significantly more important than cost, cost is an important actor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors.  When the offerors within the competitive range are considered essentially equal in terms of technical capability, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government, cost may become the determining factor for award.  In summary, cost/technical trade-offs will be made, and the extent to which one may be sacrificed for the other is governed only by the tests of rationality and consistency with the established evaluation factors.

(c) The clarity, completeness and reasonableness of the Operating Procedures as related to the requirements of the PWS. 


(d)  How well the offeror’s Transition Plan demonstrates an understanding of the problems involved with the Phase-in period and provides rational reasonable solutions to these problems. 


(e)  The internal consistency of the management plan’s individual elements as an indication of the offeror’s overall understanding of the requirements of the PWS. 


(f) The approach of the offeror to transitioning the current hard copy file room into an electronic format. 

(2)  Qualifications of Personnel (30 points):  To what degree do the résumés provided in accordance with solicitation provision L-345 support the desired qualifications outlined in the Personnel Qualifications attachment of the solicitation.  For evalution purposes, scores may be maximized to the extent proposed personnel exceed the desired criteria; similarly, scores may be lowered to the extent proposed personnel fail to meet the desired criteria.

The subfactors are listed below, with factors a and b being weighted equally and of slightly more importance than factors c and d, which are also weighted equally.

(3) Past Performance (30 points):  Past performance is a measure of the degree to which you have satisfied your customers in the past and complied with Federal, State, and local laws and regulations.  Our assessment of your past performance will be subjective and based mainly on your reputation with your customers and others.  The Government will evaluate the performance data provided by offerors, and obtained from other sources, against the following criteria.  Factors (a) – (f) are all considered equal.
 

(a) Quality of Product or Service - Conformance to contract requirements, specifications and standards of good workmanship, accuracy of reports, appropriateness of personnel, and technical excellence. 

(b) Cost Control - Within budget, current accurate and complete billings, actual cost/rates reflect closely to negotiated cost/rates, cost efficiency measures, adequate budgetary internal controls. 

(c) Schedule - Timeliness of performance, met interim milestones, reliable, responsive to technical and contractual direction, completed on time, including wrap-up and contract administration, no liquidated damages assessed. 

(d) Business Relationships - Effective management, businesslike correspondence, responsive to contract requirements, prompt notification of problems, reasonable/cooperative behavior, flexible, proactive, effective Contractor recommended solutions, customer satisfaction. 

(e)  Customer Satisfaction  - Satisfaction of end users with the Contractor’s service.

(f) Compliance with FAR 52.219-8 – Effective program to maximize the participation of small business concerns per FAR 52.219-8 “Utilization of Small Business Concerns”. 

 (d) Evaluation of an offeror’s proposal shall be based on the information presented in the proposal and information available to the contracting office from sources deemed appropriate.  Sources typically considered Defense Contract Audit Agency, Defense Contract Management Administration offices, other contracts with same firms for similar items or services, known commercial sources such as Data Resources, Inc., Standard and Poor, etc.  Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in terms of cost, my be deemed to be reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence, or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the proposed work and may be grounds for rejection of the proposal.
