(b) If any of the above holidays occur on a Saturday or a Sunday, then such holiday shall be observed by the Contractor in accordance with the practice as observed by the assigned Government employees at the using activity.

(c) If the Contractor is prevented from performance as the result of an Executive Order or an administrative leave determination applying to the using activity, such time may be charged to the contract as direct cost provided such charges are consistent with the Contractor’s accounting practices.

(d) This contract does not allow for payment of overtime during the normal workweek for employees who are not exempted from the Fair Labor Standards Act unless expressly authorized by the Ordering Officer.  Under Federal regulations the payment of overtime is required only when an employee works more than 40 hours during a week. (B) For a commercial item exception, the Contractor shall provide, at a minimum, information on prices at which the same item or similar items have previously been sold that is adequate for evaluating the reasonableness of the price of the modification.  Such information may include--





(1) For catalog items, a copy of or identification of the catalog and its date, or the appropriate pages for the offered items, or a statement that the catalog is on file in the buying office to which the proposal is being submitted.  Provide a copy or describe current discount policies and price lists (published or unpublished), e.g., wholesale, original equipment manufacturer, or reseller. Also explain the basis of each offered price and its relationship to the established catalog price, including how the proposed price relates to the price of recent sales in quantities similar to the proposed quantities.





(2) For market-price items, the source and date or period of the market quotation or other basis for market price, the base amount, and applicable discounts. In addition, describe the nature of the market.





(3) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service Multiple Award Schedule contract, proof that an exception has been granted for the schedule item.


(2) The Contractor grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative the right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents, or other directly pertinent records to verify any request for an exception under this clause, and the reasonableness of price.  For items priced using catalog or market prices, or law or regulation, access does not extend to cost or profit information or other data relevant solely to the Contractor's determination of the prices to be offered in the catalog or marketplace.

(b) Requirements for cost or pricing data.  If the Contractor is not granted an exception from the requirement to submit cost or pricing data, the following applies:


(1) The Contractor shall submit cost or pricing data and supporting attachments in accordance with Table 15-2 of FAR 15.408.


(2) As soon as practicable after agreement on price, but before award (except for unpriced actions), the Contractor shall submit a Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, as prescribed by FAR 15.406-2.

FAR 52.217-9 Option to Extend the Term of the Contract (Mar 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within the current period of performance; provided, that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at

least 60 days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an

extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed

five (5) years.

52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items and Commercial Components

(MAY 2001)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

"Commercial item" has the meaning contained in the clause at 52.202-1, Definitions.

"Subcontract" includes a transfer of commercial items between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor or subcontractor at any tier.

(b) To the maximum extent practicable, the Contractor shall incorporate, and require its subcontractors at all tiers to incorporate, commercial items or nondevelopmental items as components of items to be supplied under this contract.

(c)(1) The following clauses shall be flowed down to subcontracts for commercial items:



(i) 52.21908, Utilization of Small Business Concerns (Oct 200) (15 U.S.C. 637(d)(2)(3)), in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting opportunities. If the subcontract (except subcontracts to small business concerns) exceed $500,000 ($1,000,000 for construction of any public facility), the subcontractor must include 52.219-8 in lower tier subcontracts that offer subcontracting opportunities.



(ii) 52.222-26, Equal Opportunity (Feb 1999) (E.O. 11246).



(iii) 52.222-35, Affirmative Action for Disabled Veterans and Veterans of the Vietnam Era

(Apr 1998) (38 U.S.C. 4212(a)).



(iv) 52.222-36, Affirmative Action for Workers with Disabilities (Jun 1998) (29 U.S.C. 793).



(v) 52.247-64, Preference for Privately Owned U.S.-Flagged Commercial Vessels (Jun 2000) (46 U.S.C. Appx 1241) (flow down not required for subcontracts awarded beginning May 1, 1996).


(2) While not required, the Contractor may flow down to subcontracts for commercial items a  minimal number of additional clauses necessary to satisfy its contractual obligations.

(d) The Contractor shall include the terms of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in subcontracts  awarded under this contract.

52.245-2 Government Property (Fixed-Price Contracts) (Dec 1989) (Alternate 1* – Deviation)(Apr 1984) 

(a) Government-furnished property. (1) The Government shall deliver to the Contractor, for use in

connection with and under the terms of this contract, the Government-furnished property described in the

Schedule or specifications together with any related data and information that the Contractor may request and

is reasonably required for the intended use of the property (hereinafter referred to as "Government-furnished

property"). 


(2) The delivery or performance dates for this contract are based upon the expectation that

Government-furnished property suitable for use (except for property furnished "as is") will be delivered to

the Contractor at the times stated in the Schedule or, if not so stated, in sufficient time to enable the

Contractor to meet the contract's delivery or performance dates. 


(3) If Government-furnished property is received by the Contractor in a condition not suitable for the

intended use, the Contractor shall, upon receipt of it, notify the Contracting Officer, detailing the facts, and,

as directed by the Contracting Officer and at Government expense, either repair, modify, return, or otherwise

dispose of the property. After completing the directed action and upon written request of the Contractor, the

Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment as provided in paragraph (h) of this clause. 


(4) If Government-furnished property is not delivered to the Contractor by the required time, the Contracting

Officer shall, upon the Contractor's timely written request, make a determination of the delay, if any, caused

the Contractor and shall make an equitable adjustment in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. 

(b) Changes in Government-furnished property. (1) The Contracting Officer may, by written notice, (i)

decrease the Government-furnished property provided or to be provided under this contract, or (ii) substitute

other Government-furnished property for the property to be provided by the Government, or to be acquired

by the Contractor for the Government, under this contract. The Contractor shall promptly take such action

as the Contracting Officer may direct regarding the removal, shipment, or disposal of the property covered

by such notice. 


(2) Upon the Contractor's written request, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment to the

contract in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause, if the Government has agreed in the Schedule to

make the property available for performing this contract and there is any-- 



(i) Decrease or substitution in this property pursuant to subparagraph (b)(1) of this clause; or 



(ii) Withdrawal of authority to use this property, if provided under any other contract or lease. 

(c) Title in Government property. (1) The Government shall retain title to all Government-furnished property.


(2) All Government-furnished property and all property acquired by the Contractor, title to which vests in the Government under this paragraph (collectively referred to as "Government property"), are subject to the

provisions of this clause. However, special tooling accountable to this contract is subject to the provisions of

the Special Tooling clause and is not subject to the provisions of this clause. Title to Government property

shall not be affected by its incorporation into or attachment to any property not owned by the Government,

nor shall Government property become a fixture or lose its identity as personal property by being attached to

any real property. 


(3) Title to each item of facilities and special test equipment acquired by the Contractor for the Government

under this contract shall pass to and vest in the Government when its use in performing this contract

commences or when the Government has paid for it, whichever is earlier, whether or not title previously

vested in the Government. 


(4) If this contract contains a provision directing the Contractor to purchase material for which the

Government will reimburse the Contractor as a direct item of cost under this contract-- 



(i) Title to material purchased from a vendor shall pass to and vest in the Government upon the vendor's delivery of such material; and 



(ii) Title to all other material shall pass to and vest in the Government upon-- 




(A) Issuance of the material for use in contract performance; 




(B) Commencement of processing of the material or its use in contract performance; or 




(C) Reimbursement of the cost of the material by the Government, whichever occurs first. 

(d) Use of Government property. The Government property shall be used only for performing this contract,

unless otherwise provided in this contract or approved by the Contracting Officer. 

(e) Property administration. (1) The Contractor shall be responsible and accountable for all Government

property provided under this contract and shall comply with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Subpart

45.5, as in effect on the date of this contract. 


(2) The Contractor shall establish and maintain a program for the use, maintenance, repair, protection, and

preservation of Government property in accordance with sound industrial practice and the applicable

provisions of Subpart 45.5 of the FAR. 


(3) If damage occurs to Government property, the risk of which has been assumed by the Government under

this contract, the Government shall replace the items or the Contractor shall make such repairs as the

Government directs. However, if the Contractor cannot effect such repairs within the time required, the

Contractor shall dispose of the property as directed by the Contracting Officer. When any property for

which the Government is responsible is replaced or repaired, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable

adjustment in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. 


(4) The Contractor represents that the contract price does not include any amount for repairs or replacement

for which the Government is responsible. Repair or replacement of property for which the Contractor is

responsible shall be accomplished by the Contractor at its own expense. 

(f) Access. The Government and all its designees shall have access at all reasonable times to the premises in

which any Government property is located for the purpose of inspecting the Government property. 

(g*) Risk of loss. (1) The term "Contractor's managerial personnel," as used in this paragraph (g), means the Contractor's directors, officers, and any of the Contractor's managers, superintendents, or equivalent representatives who have supervision or direction of--



(i) All or substantially all of the Contractor's business;



(ii) All or substantially all of the Contractor's operation at any one plant or separate location at which  the contract is being performed; or 




(iii) A separate and complete major industrial operation connected with performing this contract. 


(2) The Contractor shall not be liable for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property provided under this contract (or, if an educational or nonprofit organization, for expenses incidental to such loss, destruction, or damage), except as provided in subparagraphs (3) and (4) below.

 
(3) The Contractor shall be responsible for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property provided under this contract (including expenses incidental to such loss, destruction, or damage)--



(i) That results from a risk expressly required to be insured under this contract, but only to the extent of the insurance required to be purchased and maintained, or to the extent of insurance actually purchased and maintained, whichever is greater;



(ii) That results from a risk that is in fact covered by insurance or for which the Contractor is otherwise reimbursed, but only to the extent of such insurance or reimbursement;



(iii) For which the Contractor is otherwise responsible under the express terms of this contract; 



(iv) That results from willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel; or



(v) That results from a failure on the part of the Contractor, due to willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel, to establish and administer a program or system for the control, use, protection, preservation, maintenance, and repair of Government property as required by paragraph (e) of this clause.


(4)(i) If the Contractor fails to act as provided in subdivision (g)(3)(v) above, after being notified (by certified mail addressed to one of the Contractor's managerial personnel) of the Government's disapproval, withdrawal of approval, or nonacceptance of the system or program, it shall be conclusively presumed that such failure was due to willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of the Contractor's managerial personnel. 

 

(ii) In such event, any loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Government property shall be presumed to have resulted from such failure unless the Contractor can establish by clear and convincing evidence that such loss, destruction, or damage--




(A) Did not result from the Contractor's failure to maintain an approved program or system; or




(B) Occurred while an approved program or system was maintained by the Contractor. 


(5) If the Contractor transfers Government property to the possession and control of a subcontractor, the transfer shall not affect the liability of the Contractor for loss or destruction of, or damage to, the property as set forth above. However, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor to assume the risk of, and be responsible for, any loss or destruction of, or damage to, the property while in the subcontractor's possession or control, except to the extent that the subcontract, with the advance approval of the Contracting Officer, relieves the subcontractor from such liability. In the absence of such approval, the subcontract shall contain appropriate provisions requiring the return of all Government property in as good condition as when received, except for reasonable wear and tear or for its use in accordance with the provisions of the prime contract.


(6) The contractor shall notify the contracting officer upon loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property provided under this contract, with the exception of low value property for which loss, damage, or destruction is reported at contract termination, completion, or when needed for continued contract performance. The Contractor shall take all reasonable action to protect the Government property from further damage, separate the damaged and undamaged Government property, put all the affected Government property in the best possible order, and furnish to the Contracting Officer a statement of-- 



(i) The lost, destroyed, or damaged Government property; 



(ii) The time and origin of the loss, destruction, or damage;



(iii) All known interests in commingled property of which the Government property is a part; and 



(iv) The insurance, if any, covering any part of or interest in such commingled property. 


(7) The Contractor shall repair, renovate, and take such other action with respect to damaged Government property as the Contracting Officer directs. If the Government property is destroyed or damaged beyond practical repair, or is damaged and so commingled or combined with property of others (including the Contractor's) that separation is impractical, the Contractor may, with the approval of and subject to any conditions imposed by the Contracting Officer, sell such property for the account of the Government. Such sales may be made in order to minimize the loss to the Government, permit the resumption of business, or to accomplish a similar purpose. The Contractor shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in the contract  price for the expenditures made in performing the obligations under this subparagraph (g)(7) in accordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. However, the Government may directly reimburse the loss and salvage organization for any of their charges. The Contracting Officer shall give due regard to the Contractor's liability under this paragraph (g) when making such equitable adjustment.


(8) The Contractor represents that it is not including in the price and agrees it will not hereafter include in any price to the Government any charge or reserve for insurance (including any self-insurance fund or reserve) covering loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, except to the extent that the Government may have expressly required the Contractor to carry such insurance under another provision of this contract. 


(9) In the event the Contractor is reimbursed or otherwise compensated for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, the Contractor shall use the proceeds to repair, renovate, or replace the lost, destroyed, or damaged Government property or shall otherwise credit the proceeds to or equitably reimburse the Government, as directed by the Contracting Officer.


(10) The Contractor shall do nothing to prejudice the Government's rights to recover against third parties for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property. Upon the request of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall, at the Government's expense, furnish to the Government all reasonable assistance and cooperation (including the prosecution of suit and the execution of instruments of assignment in favor of the Government) in obtaining recovery. In addition, where a subcontractor has not been relieved from liability for any loss or destruction of, or damage to, Government property, the Contractor shall enforce for the benefit of the Government the liability of the subcontractor for such loss, destruction, or damage.

(h) Equitable adjustment. When this clause specifies an equitable adjustment, it shall be made to any

affected contract provision in accordance with the procedures of the Changes clause. When appropriate, the

Contracting Officer may initiate an equitable adjustment in favor of the Government. The right to an equitable

adjustment shall be the Contractor's exclusive remedy. The Government shall not be liable to suit for breach

of contract for-- 


(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-furnished property; 


(2) Delivery of Government-furnished property in a condition not suitable for its intended use; 


(3) A decrease in or substitution of Government-furnished property; or 


(4) Failure to repair or replace Government property for which the Government is responsible. 

(i) Final accounting and disposition of Government property. Upon completing this contract, or at such

earlier dates as may be fixed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall submit, in a form acceptable to

the Contracting Officer, inventory schedules covering all items of Government property (including any

resulting scrap) not consumed in performing this contract or delivered to the Government. The Contractor

shall prepare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. origin, or dispose of the Government property as may be directed

or authorized by the Contracting Officer. The net proceeds of any such disposal shall be credited to the

contract price or shall be paid to the Government as the Contracting Officer directs. 

(j) Abandonment and restoration of Contractor's premises. Unless otherwise provided herein, the

Government-- 


(1) May abandon any Government property in place, at which time all obligations of the Government

regarding such abandoned property shall cease; and 


(2) Has no obligation to restore or rehabilitate the Contractor's premises under any circumstances (e.g.,

abandonment, disposition upon completion of need, or upon contract completion). However, if the

Government-furnished property (listed in the Schedule or specifications) is withdrawn or is unsuitable for the

intended use, or if other Government property is substituted, then the equitable adjustment under paragraph

(h) of this clause may properly include restoration or rehabilitation costs. 

(k) Communications. All communications under this clause shall be in writing. 

(l) Overseas contracts. If this contract is to be performed outside of the United States of America, its

territories, or possessions, the words "Government" and "Government-furnished" (wherever they appear in

this clause) shall be construed as "United States Government" and "United States Government-furnished,"

respectively. 

FAR 52.252-6  AUTHORIZED DEVIATIONS IN CLAUSES (APR 1984)
(a) The use in this solicitation or contract of any Federal Acquisition Regulation (48 CFR Chapter 1) clause with an authorized deviation is indicated by the addition of "(DEVIATION)" after the date of the clause.

(b) The use in this solicitation or contract of any Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (48 CFR Chapter 2) clause with an authorized deviation is indicated by the addition of "(DEVIATION)" after the name of the regulation.

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause-

(1) "Components" means articles, materials, and supplies incorporated directly into end products at any level of manufacture, fabrication, or assembly by the contractor or any subcontractor.

(2) "Department of Defense" (DoD) means the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, and defense agencies.

(3) "Foreign flag vessel" means any vessel that is not a U.S.-flag vessel.

(4) "Ocean transportation" means any transportation aboard a ship, vessel, boat, barge, or ferry through international waters.

(5) "Subcontractor" means a supplier, materialman, distributor, or vendor at any level below the prime contractor whose contractual obligation to perform results from, or is conditioned upon, award of the prime contract and who is performing any part of the work or other requirement of the prime contract. 

(6) "Supplies" means all property, except land and interests in land, that is clearly identifiable for eventual use by or owned by the DoD at the time of transportation by sea.

(i) An item is clearly identifiable for eventual use by the DoD if, for example, the contract documentation contains a reference to a DoD contract number or a military destination.

(ii) "Supplies" includes (but is not limited to) public works; buildings and facilities; ships; floating equipment and vessels of every character, type, and description, with parts, subassemblies, accessories, and equipment; machine tools; material; equipment; stores of all kinds; end items; construction materials; and components of the foregoing.

(7) "U.S.-flag vessel" means a vessel of the United States or belonging to the United States, including any vessel registered or having national status under the laws of the United States.

(b)(1) The contractor shall use U.S.-flag vessels when transporting any supplies by sea under this contract.

(2) A subcontractor transporting supplies by sea under this contract shall use U.S.-flag vessels if-

(i) This contract is a construction contract; or

(ii) The supplies being transported are-

(A) Noncommercial items; or

(B) Commercial items that-

(1) The contractor is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, the contractor does not add value to items that it subcontracts for f.o.b. destination shipment);

(2) Are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(3) Are commissary or exchange cargoes transported outside of the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

(c) The contractor and its subcontractors may request that the Contracting Officer authorize shipment in foreign-flag vessels, or designate available U.S.-flag vessels, if the contractor or a subcontractor believes that-

(1) U.S.-flag vessels are not available for timely shipment;

(2) The freight charges are inordinately excessive or unreasonable; or

(3) Freight charges are higher than charges to private persons for transportation of like goods.

(d) The contractor must submit any request for use of other than U.S.-flag vessels in writing to the Contracting Officer at least 45 days prior to the sailing date necessary to meet its delivery schedules. The Contracting Officer will process requests submitted after such date(s) as expeditiously as possible, but the Contracting Officer's failure to grant approvals to meet the shipper's sailing date will not of itself constitute a compensable delay under this or any other clause of this contract. Requests shall contain at a minimum-

(1) Type, weight, and cube of cargo;

(2) Required shipping date;

(3) Special handling and discharge requirements;

(4) Loading and discharge points;

(5) Name of shipper and consignee;

(6) Prime contract number; and

(7) A documented description of efforts made to secure U.S.-flag vessels, including points of contact (with names and telephone numbers) with at least two U.S.-flag carriers contacted. Copies of telephone notes, telegraphic and facsimile message or letters will be sufficient for this purpose.

(e) The contractor shall, within 30 days after each shipment covered by this clause, provide the Contracting Officer and the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, U.S. Department of Transportation, Washington, DC 20590, one copy of the rated on board vessel operating carrier's ocean bill of lading, which shall contain the following information-

(1) Prime contract number;

(2) Name of vessel;

(3) Vessel flag of registry;

(4) Date of loading;

(5) Port of loading;

(6) Port of final discharge;

(7) Description of commodity;

(8) Gross weight in pounds and cubic feet if available;

(9) Total ocean freight in U.S. dollars; and

(10) Name of steamship company.

(f) The contractor agrees to provide with its final invoice under this contract a representation that to the best of its knowledge and belief-

(1) No ocean transportation was used in the performance of this contract;

(2) Ocean transportation was used and only U.S.-flag vessels were used for all ocean shipments under the contract;

(3) Ocean transportation was used, and the contractor had the written consent of the Contracting Officer for all non-U.S.-flag ocean transportation; or

(4) Ocean transportation was used and some or all of the shipments were made on non-U.S.-flag vessels without the written consent of the Contracting Officer. The contractor shall describe these shipments in the following format:

(g) If the final invoice does not include the required representation, the Government will reject and return it to the contractor as an improper invoice for the purposes of the Prompt Payment clause of this contract. In the event there has been unauthorized use of non-U.S.-flag vessels in the performance of this contract, the Contracting Officer is entitled to equitably adjust the contract, based on the unauthorized use.

(h) The contractor shall include this clause, including this paragraph (h), in all subcontracts under this contract that-

(1) Exceed the simplified acquisition threshold in Part 2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation; and

(2) Are for a type of supplies described in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause.

DFARS 252.247-7024  NOTIFICATION OF TRANSPORTATION OF SUPPLIES BY SEA (MAR 2000)

(1) Format



(A) Each volume must be submitted in accordance with L-349, (with the exception of the portfolio, which will be submitted in hardcopy, and due at the same time as proposal submission) and contain sufficient information to permit a detailed evaluation.  Data previously submitted, if any, will not be used in the evaluation of your response to this Request for Proposal.  Previously submitted data shall not therefore be included in your proposal “by reference.”



(B) The offeror’s proposal shall be prepared to print on standard 8 ½” by 11” paper, double-spaced, with 1” minimum margins.  Foldouts may be used, but shall be no larger than 8 ½ ” by 14”, and shall count as two pages.



(C) The type used shall be no smaller than 10-pitch font.


(2) Organization



(A) The proposal shall be organized into the volumes, sections and page limitations shown above:



(B) Pages shall be numbered consecutively within each Section, showing volume, section, and page.  As an example, page 19 of Section B of Volume I would be numbered I-B-19.  Pages in the Cost Volume shall be numbered consecutively.  There are no sections in the Cost Volume.  As an example, page 62 of the cost volume would be numbered “II-62.”

Subfactor (x): EO 12958   (PWS Part C.5.7) 

Subfactor (xi):  Self-Service Copier and Paper Services  (PWS Part C.5.8) 

Subfactor (xii):  Subcontractors  (PWS Part C.5.1-C.5.8)

We will consider the extent to which the offeror has demonstrated an understanding of the work and the adequacy of the proposed approach.

(b) Portfolio 








Please note these samples are to be submitted hardcopy to the negotiator and are to be received at the same time as proposal submission.   

The offeror shall submit the following samples with their technical proposal:

(i) Sample of technical writing, including illustrative scenario, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter. Audience to be addressed is professional scientist or engineer. 

(ii) Sample of technical writing, including illustrative scenario, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter.  Audience to be addressed is Congressional staff or high-level project sponsor.

(iii) Package showing the use of design elements that result in a “corporate image” for printed and online media.  Package must include designs for report cover, letterhead, brochure, logo, CD cover, and web page, as well as original artwork (clip is not permissible).

(iv) Multimedia presentation with animation similar to Flash. 

(v) Full-production video with professional narration, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter.

(vi) Current awareness profile for unmanned autonomous vehicles. 

(vii) Literature search that documents results of a request for information on who is funding missile defense and who is receiving the funding. 

(viii) Literature search on facial recognition technology (limit to last 5 years).

(ix) Samples of web pages dealing scientific and technical information, tools, and services.  

These samples will be considered indicative of the offerors technical ability in each of the areas stated above.

Each offeror shall participate in oral presentations/interviews, unless their offer has been determined to be technically unacceptable. (vi) The offeror’s approach to managing workflow surges, including obtaining staffing to accomplish unanticipated workflow surges with time requirements of 1 to 2 days. 

(vii) The offeror’s approach to responding to requests for work received late in the afternoon, e.g., 4:00 pm, and due the next morning at 7:15 am, including how the workforce will be organized and how multiple copies of products will be produced. 

(viii) The offeror’s approach to working with SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego codes that want to use design elements that do not conform to the corporate image.  

(ix) The offeror’s approach to working with codes that either have insufficient funds or that refuse to pay for services.

(xiv) The offeror’s approach to managing 4-color printing done by GPO and DAPS?

(xv) The offeror’s approach to requests for Navy technical manuals and publications.

Section 2     Management Plan (Factor 2) 






The Management Plan is an indicator of the offeror’s understanding of the requirements for, and any inherent problems in, the achievement of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  Offerors are to submit a Management Plan consisting of organizational experience, a personnel/staffing matrix, operating procedures, and resumes for key personnel.  These elements will be used to develop the score for the Management Plan.

( a )  Organizational Experience 

The offeror’s experience is relevant when the offeror has been confronted with the kinds of challenges that will be experienced under the contract contemplated by this RFP.  This evaluation factor will consider the breadth, depth, and relevance of the offeror’s work performed since 1996. Offeror’s are to complete an Organizational Experience Matrix - Attachment 6 and a Reference Information Sheet – Attachment 4, to document organizational knowledge and experience in the following key areas of the PWS:

(ii) Graphics services

A narrative summary, not to exceed two pages, describing experience under each reference/contract as it pertains to the above areas, is a required attachment to each Reference Information Sheet submitted.  

( b )  Personnel/Staffing Matrix 

The offeror’s assignment of personnel to the tasks shows that the offeror has responsibly analyzed the workloads and assigned skilled personnel appropriately. The offeror shall correlate staffing and the various tasking elements of the PWS.  The offeror is required to identify the hours per year for resource personnel and personnel categories that will be used to accomplish the work in the PWS by completing the personnel/staffing matrix which is provided as Attachment 7 to this RFP.  The three subfactors are listed below:

(i) Assignment of appropriate disciplines to applicable portions of the PWS.

(ii) Assignment of sufficient hours of professional disciplines to accomplish the PWS tasks.

(iii) Assignment of sufficient hours of paraprofessional and clerical disciplines to support the professional disciplines in accomplishing PWS tasks.

     c )   Personnel 

The offeror shall provide resumes, in accordance with clause L-345 for personnel who will function as the contract supervisor and resource personnel required in section C.1.2.2. of the PWS.  These resumes shall include qualifications, experience, and education (degrees held) as indicated in exhibit 1, Required Education And Experience, to the PWS; the resumes shall also include the additional experience required in section C.1.2.2. of the PWS.  All resumes must indicate whether personnel are current employees or prospective new hires, subcontractors, or consultants.  It should be evidenced through the submission of these resumes that the offeror is able to meet the desired personnel requirements. 

Individual resumes will be evaluated against the personnel qualifications in exhibit 1 of the PWS and the requirements of section C.1.2.2. of the PWS. 

The scores for each personnel category will be scored according to the following formula: 50% for experience and 50% for education.  

Resumes are required for the following personnel for 100% of the effort:

(ii) Resource Personnel:  Publications 

(iii) Resource Personnel:  Graphics

( d )  Operating Procedures  

The offeror’s operating procedures will indicate the offeror’s understanding of the requirements of the PWS, the interrelationships of various TID functions, the procedures and knowledge required to work with SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego codes requiring technical information products and services, procedures to meet time and cost constraints and control, and procedures required to provide costing information to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego.   Subfactors are provided below:

(i) Understanding the requirements of the PWS.

(ii) Demonstration of how the various TID services and products interrelate.

(iii) Proposed working relationships with requesters, including meeting time and cost requirements.

(iv) Procedures for providing required costing information to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego.

Section 3     Organizational Past Performance (Factor 3) 





Past performance information shall be submitted only by private sector offerors and is not  required to be submitted by Government personnel.  Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an offeror has satisfied customers in the past.  The evaluation will be based upon the ability of the offeror to demonstrate, particularly since 1996, their successful past performance, relating to the tasking and skills required in the Performance Work Statement in accordance with Clause L-325.  Emphasis is placed on Quality of Product or Service, Cost Control, Schedule, Business Relationships, and Customer Satisfaction.  If applicable, subcontractor involvement will also be evaluated.  In the case of an offeror with no past performance, or where information on past performance is not available, the factor of past performance will receive a neutral rating.

The Government’s assessment of past performance will be subjective, and based mainly on offeror reputations with customers and others.  The Government will evaluate the performance data provided by offerors, and obtained from other sources, against the following five equally weighted criteria:

a.  Quality of Product or Service - Conformance to contract requirements, specifications and standards of good workmanship, accuracy of reports, appropriateness of personnel, and technical excellence; 

b.  Cost Control - Within budget, current accurate and complete billings, actual cost/rates reflect closely to negotiated cost/rates, cost efficiency measures, adequate budgetary internal controls; 

c.  Schedule - Timeliness of performance, met interim milestones, reliable, responsive to technical and contractual direction, completed on time, including wrap-up and contract administration, no liquidated damages assessed; 

d.  Business Relationships - Effective management, businesslike correspondence, responsive to contract requirements, prompt notification of problems, reasonable/cooperative behavior, flexible, proactive, effective Contractor recommended solutions, timely award and management of subcontracts;

e.  Customer Satisfaction - Satisfaction of end users with the Contractor’s service. 

Section 4         Identification of and Commitment to Subcontractors  (Factor 4)




Note:  If a small business proposes as a prime contractor, they will be assessed full credit for this subfactor. 

The negotiator will evaluate the proposed participation of subcontractors against the criteria shown below.  The offerors are advised in the RFP that only those proposed subcontractors which are evidenced by a binding, written agreement and whose estimated costs correlate directly with the offeror’s Volume II cost proposed will be evaluated.  


(a)  Extent to which the offeror identified in its Subcontracting Commitment Table subcontractor performance by target firms.


(b)  Extent to which the offeror has provided documentation demonstrating definitive commitments with the specific target-firm subcontractors listed in its Subcontracting Commitment Table. 

It should be noted that large businesses are required to submit a separate subcontracting plan under other provisions of the RFP.  This information is required as part of the proposal.  The subcontracting plan is in addition to this criterion.  


(B) VOLUME II, COST  




(i) All elements shall be fully substantiated and verifiable.




(ii) This volume shall be a complete and detailed cost breakdown and shall include all elements of cost and such other data as considered appropriate to support your proposal.




(iii) Particular emphasis will be placed upon the reasonableness of the labor rates that you propose.  The straight time hourly rates shall use a forty hour week for the conversion of salaried employees to the hourly basis and shall be exclusive of loading factors, i.e., vacation, sick leave, holidays, overhead, G&A, fee, etc.




(iv) If this solicitation requires work to be performed at both the contractor and a Government site, then your proposal must include your company policy concerning any stipulations as to when on/off-site rates are effective.


(C) VOLUME III, CONTRACTUAL



This volume provides for all other miscellaneous contractual items delineated above in this provision.

(c) Oral Presentations

After the evaluation of each offeror in accordance with provision M-307,  an oral presentation will be conducted for all offerors determined to be technically acceptable.  A question and answer session will be conducted relevant to specified technical areas in accordance with the Oral Presentation guidelines outlined in paragraphs (1) through (7) below. 3.  Time allowed for presentations.  Each offeror will have a maximum of 10 minutes in which to introduce themselves and provide a brief description and history of their firm.  The offeror’s presentation will not exceed 90 minutes in total length, followed by a question and answer period not to exceed one hour.

4.  Documentation.   An overhead slide projector and Microsoft Office 2000 will be provided by the Government for offeror use during the presentation.  At the close of the presentation, the offeror shall provide the Technical Evaluation Board with a listing of the names, firms, and position titles of all presenters, overhead slides used during the presentation, and/or any diskettes used.  The Government will not accept for evaluation any additional documentation which may or may not have been referenced during the presentation.  No audio or video recordings of the presentation will be performed or permitted.  No communication devices will be allowed at anytime during the presentation.

5.  Offeror’s presentation team. .  Attendance at the oral presentations is limited to the offeror's and/or subcontractors current or proposed personnel.  No professional presenters are allowed.  The offeror's presenters should only include individuals who will be substantially involved in contract performance. The number of presenters is limited to a maximum of six individuals.  A maximum of three (3) additional individuals may attend the oral presentation on the offeror's behalf; however, they will not be allowed to participate.  If a contractor proposes current government employee(s), the name(s) may be submitted as part of their proposal; however, government employees are not allowed to make any oral or written communication to the government on behalf of a contractor (Reference 18 U.S.C. 203 and 205).

7.  Content of presentation.  The presentation shall not encompass price or any other element of the offer.  Generally, offerors should provide answers which demonstrate a clear understanding of the technical requirements of the solicitation’s Performance Work Statement.  Questions will be representative of the type of effort to be provided under the contract.  Answers provide offerors with the opportunity to demonstrate an understanding of the scope of the technical issues, problems, and possible solutions associated with the envisioned work.

(b) Each electronic file shall also be clearly marked to show the proposal volume number, solicitation number and offeror’s name.  E-Proposal files shall not contain classified data.  The offeror’s e-proposal shall be in accordance with the requirements set forth below:

(1) Adobe Acrobat version 4.01 or greater shall be used to create the “PDF” files.

(2) The proposal submission files may be compressed (zipped) into one, self-extracting file entitled “PROPOSAL.EXE” using WinZip version 6.3 or greater.

An offeror must quote on all items in this solicitation to be eligible for award.  The Government intends to make a single award to the acceptable offeror whose total offer on all items is the most advantageous to the Government considering price and other factors, if any, specified in the schedule.

M-307  EVALUATION CRITERIA AND BASIS FOR AWARD (BEST VALUE)


(a) The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to that responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation, is determined to provide the “best value” to the Government.  Such offer may not necessarily be the proposal offering the lowest cost or receiving the highest technical rating.  Best Value to the Government is determined on the basis of (1) the merits of its offer, and (2) its relative capability as explained below.

MERITS OF THE OFFER. We will determine the merits of each offer on the basis of acceptability.

Promised value is what the offeror says it will do.  We will determine the acceptability of each offer on a pass or fail basis.  We will consider an offer to be acceptable when it manifests the offeror’s assent, without exception or imposition of condition, to the terms and conditions of this Request for Proposals (RFP), including attachments and documents incorporated by reference. If you take exception to any of the terms and conditions of the RFP, impose additional conditions or omit material information required by this RFP, we may consider your offer to be unacceptable.  Unacceptable offers can only be corrected through discussions (see FAR 15.306(d)). We reserve the right to change the terms and conditions of this RFP by amendment at any time prior to the source selection decision.


(b) Proposals will be rated and ranked on the evaluation factors listed below.  It should be noted that cost is not a numerically weighted factor.  Although technical factors are significantly more important than cost, cost is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors.  When the offerors within the competitive range are considered essentially equal in terms of technical capability, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government, cost may become the determining factor for award.  In summary, cost/technical trade-offs will be made, and the extent to which one may be sacrificed for the other is governed only by the tests of rationality and consistency with the established evaluation factors.

Subfactor (ii):  Library Reference and Literature Services  (PWS Part C.5.4)
Offeror’s technical approach to assisting library users in pursuit of information, including

· The roles of professional librarians.

· How different types of reference services will be provided.

· How levels of mediation will affect reference services.

· How sources for literature searches will be selected.

Subfactor (iii):  Release and Management of Technical Information Products (PWS Part C.5.1—C.5.3) 

Offeror’s technical approach for managing release and production of technical information products, including how the offeror will 

· Ensure products have been reviewed for technical accuracy and release.

· Determine eligibility of recipients to receive classified information.

· Determine eligibility of recipients to receive export-controlled information.

· Provide instructions, forms, templates, format guides, and technical information products such as reports, brochures, and presentations.

· Determine what products will be provided on the internet.

· Ensure that correct links on the TID internet and intranet web sites.

· Determine when requirements for publication, graphics, and video products need updating and change. 

· Ensure that all technical information products, produced by the offeror, follow SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego’s corporate image 

· Ensure that technical information products, produced by SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego and its contractors, follow SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego’s corporate image 

Subfactor (viii):  Quality Control  (PWS Part C.5.1-C.5.8)

Offeror’s technical approach for quality control, including how the offeror will

· Ensure that textual material used in graphic products is grammatically correct, meets writing style requirements, and is appropriate for the intended audience.

· Ensure quality of technical documentation is at least equivalent to that in exhibits 13-23.

· Ensure quality of visual information products is at least equivalent to that in exhibits 25-123.

· Ensure quality of video and multimedia products is at least equivalent to that in exhibits 124-128.

· Ensure that the library collection meets SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego’s technical requirements.

Subfactor (ix):  Diving Services   (PWS Part C.5.3) 

Offeror’s technical approach for providing underwater videographic services at San Diego and at San Clemente Island.

Subfactor (x): EO 12958   (PWS Part C.5.7) 

Offeror’s technical approach to meeting requirements of EO 12958, Classified National Security Information.
Subfactor (xi):  Self-Service Copier and Paper Services  (PWS Part C.5.8) 

Offeror’s technical approach to providing self-service copiers to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego codes in locations shown in exhibit 136, including plans to install copiers, provide training, perform preventive and corrective maintenance, and obtain meter readings.

Offeror’s technical approach to providing paper to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego codes in locations shown in exhibit 137, including warehousing and delivery.

Subfactor (xii):  Subcontractors  (PWS Part C.5.1-C.5.8)

All subfactors are equal with the exception of Subfactors (iii) and (iv), which are slightly more important then all other subfactors individually.

(b)  Portfolios

The offeror shall submit the following samples with their technical proposal:

(i)  Sample of technical writing, including illustrative scenario, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter. Audience to be addressed is professional scientist or engineer. 

(ii)  Sample of technical writing, including illustrative scenario, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter.  Audience to be addressed is Congressional staff or high-level project sponsor.

(iii) Package showing the use of design elements that result in a “corporate image” for printed and online media.  Package must include designs for report cover, letterhead, brochure, logo, CD cover, and web page, as well as original artwork (clip is not permissible).

(iv)  Multimedia presentation with animation similar to Flash. 

(v)   Full-production video with professional narration, preferably dealing with C4ISR subject matter.

(vi)  Current awareness profile for unmanned autonomous vehicles.

(xi)  The offeror’s approach to purchasing library materials, particularly electronic resources. 

(xii)  The offeror’s approach to providing literature searches, including those included in the portfolio. 

(xiii) The offeror’s description of the visual basis of SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego’s corporate image.    What does the offeror see as the major components of the image? How would the offeror incorporate its elements incorporated into printed and online products? 

(xiv) The offeror’s approach to managing 4-color printing done by GPO and DAPS?

(xv)  The offeror’s approach to requests for Navy technical manuals and publications.

Subfactors (i) through (ix), and (xi) are more important than all other subfactor factors which are equal.

  (2)  Management Plan 
The Management Plan is an indicator of the offeror’s understanding of the requirements for, and any inherent problems in, the achievement of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  The RFP will instruct the offerors to submit a Management Plan consisting of organizational experience, a personnel/staffing matrix, operating procedures, and resumes for key personnel.  These elements will be used to develop the score for the Management Plan.

( a )  Organizational Experience 

Experience is the opportunity to learn by doing.  The offeror’s experience is relevant when the offeror has been confronted with the kinds of challenges that will be experienced under the contract contemplated by this RFP.  This evaluation factor will consider the breadth, depth, and relevance of the offeror’s work performed since 1996. Offeror’s are to complete an Organizational Experience Matrix  and a Reference Information Sheet, which are an attachment to this RFP, to document organizational knowledge and experience in the following key areas of the PWS:

(i)  Publications services 

(ii) Graphics services 

(iii) Video and multimedia services

(iv) Technical library services

(v) Web design and development 

(vi) STI services 

(vii) Instruction, notices, forms, and records management services

(viii) Self-service copiers and paper 

A narrative summary, not to exceed two pages, describing experience under each reference/contract as it pertains to the above areas, is a required attachment to each Reference Information Sheet submitted.  All subfactors are of equal importance.

( b )  Personnel/Staffing Matrix 

The offeror’s assignment of personnel to the tasks shows that the offeror has responsibly analyzed the workloads and assigned skilled personnel appropriately. The offeror shall correlate staffing and the various tasking elements of the PWS.  The offeror is required to identify the hours per year for resource personnel and personnel categories that will be used to accomplish the work in the PWS by completing the personnel/staffing matrix which is provided as an attachment to this RFP.  The three subfactors are listed below:

(i)  Assignment of appropriate disciplines to applicable portions of the PWS.

(ii) Assignment of sufficient hours of professional disciplines to accomplish the PWS tasks.

(iii)  Assignment of sufficient hours of paraprofessional and clerical disciplines to support the professional disciplines in accomplishing PWS tasks.

All subfactors are of equal importance.

  ( c )  Personnel 


The offeror shall provide resumes of personnel who will function as the contract supervisor and resource personnel required in section C.1.2.2. of the PWS.  These resumes shall include qualifications, experience, and education (degrees held) as indicated in exhibit 1, Required Education And Experience, to the PWS; the resumes shall also include the additional experience required in section C.1.2.2. of the PWS.  All resumes must indicate whether personnel are current employees or prospective new hires, subcontractors, or consultants.  It should be evidenced through the submission of these resumes that the offeror is able to meet the desired personnel requirements. 

Individual resumes will be evaluated against the personnel qualifications in exhibit 1 of the PWS and the requirements of section C.1.2.2. of the PWS. 

The scores for each personnel category will be scored according to the following formula: 50% for experience and 50% for education.

Subfactors (i) through (v) are more important than the remaining subfactors which are all equal. 

( d )  Operating Procedures  

The offeror’s operating procedures will indicate the offeror’s understanding of the requirements of the PWS, the interrelationships of various TID functions, the procedures and knowledge required to work with SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego codes requiring technical information products and services, procedures to meet time and cost constraints and control, and procedures required to provide costing information to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego.   Subfactors are provided below:

(i)  Understanding the requirements of the PWS.

(ii) Demonstration of how the various TID services and products interrelate.

(iii) Proposed working relationships with requesters, including meeting time and cost requirements.

(iv) Procedures for providing required costing information to SPAWARSYSCEN San Diego.

All subfactors are of equal importance.

(3)   Organizational Past Performance 

Past performance is a measure of the degree to which an offeror has satisfied customers in the past and complied with Federal, State and local laws and regulation.  Our assessment of your past performance will be subjective and based mainly on your reputation with your customers and others.  The Government will evaluate the performance data provided by offerors and obtained from other sources, against the following criteria, equally weighted.

· (i)   Quality of Product or Service,

· (ii)  Cost Control, 

· (iii) Schedule,

· (iv)  Business Relationships, and

· (v)   Customer Satisfaction

All subfactors are of equal importance.

(4)  Identification of and Commitment to Subcontractors 


Note:  If a small business proposes as a prime contractor, they will be assessed full credit for this subfactor. 

The following criteria/subfactors are equally important.

(i)  Extent to which the offeror identified in its Subcontracting Commitment Table subcontractor performance by target firms.

(ii)  Extent to which the offeror has provided documentation demonstrating definitive commitments with the specific target-firm subcontractors listed in its Subcontracting Commitment Table. 


(d) Evaluation of an offeror’s proposal shall be based on the information presented in the proposal and information available to the contracting office from sources deemed appropriate.  Sources typically considered Defense Contract Audit Agency, Defense Contract Management Administration offices, other contracts with same firms for similar items or services, known commercial sources such as Data Resources, Inc., Standard and Poor, etc.  Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of technical or schedule commitments, or unrealistically high or low in terms of cost, my be deemed to be reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence, or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the proposed work and may be grounds for rejection of the proposal.
