3.0  Technical Requirements:

3.1 Contractor shall pull existing Plasma and Projector Cabling and  remove existing equipment & podium.

3.2 Contractor shall install items identified in paragraph 2.0, to include system installation, testing, programming and engineering.   Installation will include installing two ceiling-mounted 50” mounted displays to broaden the viewing area in Conference Room 4100.

3.3 Contractor shall provide a control system that allows the operator to select any one of multiple sources that will be routed to the plasma displays as well as existing LCD projector. The control system will provide power on/off to all devices, source selection, VCR control, and volume control.

3.4 Contractor shall provide a multimedia touch screen monitor that will allow the presenter to be controlling and viewing the programs from the multi-media lectern .

3.5 Contractor shall provide a multi-media lectern that accommodates all hardware contained in this system.

3.6 Contractor shall provide computer interfaces in the lectern for a dedicated computer and a laptop that may be routed to all displays.

3.7 Contractor shall provide necessary rack-mount adaptors and powerstrips for all equipment in multimedia lectern.

3.8 Contractor shall provide on-site operator training, to ensure operators can operate televideo equipment.  Duration of training shall be 4 hours.
