(b)  Pages shall be numbered consecutively within each Section, showing volume, section, and page. Page 10 of Section B, Volume I would be numbered "I-B-10" .  Similarly,  page 5 of Section B of Volume II would be numbered "II-B-5".   




(c)  Tables, figures and charts also will be numbered consecutively in each section and volume using the scheme shown above, with the exception that "Table," "Figure," or "Chart" will precede the number where appropriate.



(3)  Content




(a)  VOLUME I, COST/PRICE:  This volume should contain  cost/price information.




(c)  VOLUME II, CONTRACTUAL:  This volume provides for all other miscellaneous contractual items delineated above in this clause.
