Introduction. Biosciences Division Code D353 is the In-Service Engineering Agent (ISEA) and Product Support Branch for Fleet Marine Mammal Systems (MMS).  Code D353 has been tasked by PMS EOD to enhance the MK 7 Mod 1 MMS with new behaviors and equipment to enable permissive environment MCM operations (detection, mapping, and neutralization) of all mines in the Shallow Water and Very Shallow Water (SW/VSW) regimes. The enhanced system will be identified as the MK 7 Mod 3 MMS.  A major element of this enhancement is the development and production of a very shallow water charge for neutralization of mines.
