C.3 Notice to Contractor of Certain Drug Detection Procedures (Dec 1999)
(a) Pursuant to Navy policy applicable to both Government and contractor personnel, measures will be taken to prevent the introduction and utilization of illegal drugs and related paraphernalia into Government Work areas.

(b) In furtherance of the Navy’s drug control program, unannounced periodic inspections of the following nature may be conducted by installation security authorities:

(1) Routine inspection of contractor occupied work spaces.

(2) Random inspections of vehicles on entry or exit, with drug detection dog teams as available, to eliminate them as a safe haven for storage of or trafficking in illegal drugs.

(3) Random inspections of personnel possessions on entry or exit from the installation.

(c) When there is probable cause to believe that a contractor employee on board a naval installation has been engaged in use, possession or trafficking of drugs, the installation authorities may detain said employee until the employee can be removed from the installation, or can be released to the local authorities having jurisdiction.

(e) The contractor is responsible for the conduct of employees performing work under this contract and is, therefore, responsible to assure that employees are notified of these provisions prior to assignment.

(f) The removal of contractor personnel from a Government vessel or installation as a result of the drug offenses shall not be cause for excusable delay, nor shall such action be deemed a basis for an equitable adjustment to price, delivery or other provisions of this contract.

(b) General
(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract.  As specified in FAR 31.205-46(a) (2), reimbursement for the costs incurred for lodging, meals and incidental expenses (as defined in the travel regulations cited subparagraphs (b)(1)(i) through (b)(1)(iii) below) shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable only to the extent that they do not exceed on a daily basis the maximum per diem rates in effect at the time of travel as set forth in the following:

(2) Personnel in travel status from and to the contractor’s place of business and designated work site or vice versa, shall be considered to be performing work under the contract, and contractor shall bill such travel time at the straight (regular) time rate shown in Section B; however, such billing shall not exceed eight hours per person for any one person while in travel status during one calendar day.
(c) Per Diem

(1) The contractor shall not be paid per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed. (3) Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees for authorized per diem, as described above, not to exceed the authorized per diem.  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  Fractional billing shall be on a 1/4, 1/2, and 3/4 basis.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the FAR 52.216-7 “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.
(d) Transportation

(3) The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles. (b) If the offeror does not have a CAGE code, it may ask the Contracting Officer to request one from the Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS). The Contracting Officer will:



(1) Ask the Contractor to complete section B of a DD Form 2051, Request for Assignment of a Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code;



(2) Complete section A and forward the form to DLIS; and



(3) Notify the Contractor of its assigned CAGE code.

(c) Do not delay submission of the offer pending receipt of a CAGE code.

L.8  Uncompensated Overtime and Professional Employees

Proposals that include hourly rates for exempt employees which are based on more than a 2,080 hour work-year shall be identified as Uncompensated Overtime as defined in the FAR 52.237-10 “Identification of Uncompensated Overtime” provision in this solicitation and evaluated in accordance with the “Uncompensated Overtime Evaluation” provision in Section M.  If an offeror decides to include uncompensated effort in their proposal, the following requirements shall be met and reflected in the proposal:

(a) The offeror must have an established cost accounting system, approved by the Administrative Contracting Officer at the Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) that records all hours worked, including uncompensated hours, for all employees, and regardless of contract type.  Failure to meet this requirement may result in the proposal being removed from consideration for contract award.

(b) Uncompensated hours, for all employees and regardless of contract type, shall be included in the offeror’s base for allocation of indirect costs and meet the requirements of Cost Accounting Standard (CAS) 418 “Allocation of Direct and Indirect Costs.”

(c) The proposed shall clearly identify hours of uncompensated effort proposed by labor category.

(d) The proposal shall clearly identify the amount of uncompensated effort that will be performed without supervision and without support personnel and shall assess the productivity of such effort.  Additionally, it shall clearly identify the means by which the offeror controls or schedules uncompensated overtime for its employees as well as where the uncompensated effort will be accomplished.

(e) The proposal shall describe the extent to which employees are required or encouraged to perform uncompensated effort and the impact the use of uncompensated effort has on work effectiveness.

(f) The proposal shall include a copy on the corporate policy addressing the uncompensated effort.

(g) The proposal shall include a separate, complete, cost breakdown, to the same level of detail as the breakdown supporting the cost proposal.  The breakdown shall include direct labor rates for all direct labor categories based on the division by 2,080 of exempt employees actual annual salary, to represent a standard (as deemed by Fair Labor Standards Act) 40-hour week or 2,080 hour standard year.  In addition, the breakdown shall include overhead rates and other costs based on employees working a standard 40-hour workweek or a 2,080-hour standard year.  IT IS THIS COST BREAKDOWN, WHICH WILL BE USED TO PERFORM THE COST REALISM PORTION OF THE PROPOSAL EVALUATION.

(h) The requirements stated in paragraph (a) through (g) above shall be met for each subcontract which has uncompensated effort included in the proposal.

(b.) It is the responsibility of the offeror to ensure that the Government receives its questions no later than seven (7) days prior to the solicitation closing date to guarantee a response.  All questions and answers will be available to all offerors.  The closing date will not be extended on the basis of questions received within two weeks of the solicitation closing date.

(c.) The past performance information, mandatory requirements’ supporting information, and direct/indirect rate information discussed below shall be submitted via e-commerce no later than 1 week prior to the solicitation closing date.

(d.)  The technical proposal discussed below shall be presented to the Government by means of an oral presentation to the Contracting Officer and the Evaluation Board (EB).  All supplemental technical information, Volumes I, as described in section L-9.3 below, shall be submitted in electronic form via e-commerce and via cd-rom using Microsoft office applications (Word, Excel, Powerpoint).

The order in which offerors will make their oral presentations will be determined by a drawing of lots by the Contracting Officer after receipt of proposals.  Oral presentations will be scheduled no later than seven (7) working days after receipt of proposals.  Oral presentations will commence no later than fourteen (14) working days after the submittal of proposals.  Oral presentations of each technical proposal are limited to a maximum of one (1) hour.

Once notified of their scheduled presentation date, time, and location, offerors shall complete their presentations on the scheduled date and time.  Requests by offerors to reschedule the date and time of their oral presentation will normally not be entertained.  However, the Government may choose, at its discretion, to grant the request for an extension, due to extraordinary circumstances only.  Unsuccessful requests for rescheduling of oral presentations shall not be judged by the Government to be a valid basis for protest.

L.9-3  Proposal General Requirements

The offeror shall print or type his/her name on the Schedule and each continuation sheet of the RFP, thereof on which he/she makes an entry.

Proposals must contain comprehensive information on all pertinent aspects of the effort being offered to enable the Government to evaluate the offeror’s understanding of, and capability to accomplish, all the stated requirements covered in the SOW.  Throughout the proposal, the offeror shall provide sufficient detail to substantiate the validity of all stated claims.  Proposals shall be submitted in accordance with the instructions herein.  Non-conformance with the RFP requirements may render the proposal outside the competitive range and remove it from further consideration.  An offeror’s proposal is presumed to represent his/her best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Further, the offeror shall indicate that the proposal is in compliance with each requirement of the RFP and shall explain how compliance is achieved.  Any alternative approach shall be describe the tradeoffs discussing costs, schedule, and risks of the alternative approach.  Clarity, completeness and conciseness are essential, and the overall quality of the proposal will be evaluated in the context of being representative of the offeror’s capabilities.  Data submitted with the written proposal cannot be changed during the oral presentations and shall take precedence.  New data provided in the oral presentation will not be evaluated.  Responses must adequately address all specific RFP requirements.

The proposal should only contain material that is directly related to the solicitation requirements.  Statements such as “the offeror understands,” and “the offeror shall/can comply,” along with responses that paraphrase the RFP, are considered inadequate.  Phrases such as “standard procedures will be employed” or “well known techniques will be used,” without a specific Government or industry reference, will be considered inadequate and unsatisfactory.

Unnecessarily elaborate presentations, elaborate artwork, expensive paper, and expensive visual aids are not desired and may be considered as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.

Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall be unclassified and consist of two (2)  volumes: Volume I – Technical Proposal, and Volume II – Cost Proposal.

L-9.4 Proposal Specific Requirements

TECHNICAL PROPOSAL,  VOLUME I AND ORAL PRESENTATION
During proposal evaluation, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s oral presentation in conjunction with the offeror’s written technical information.

Oral Presentation
Every offeror must make an oral presentation (in person) and participate in a question and answer session conducted by representatives of the Government in order to be considered for award.  The purpose of the oral presentation is to assess the offeror’s knowledge and understanding of the Government’s solicitation requirements and the offeror’s ability to successfully execute those requirements.  The emphasis should be to demonstrate how the requirements will be met and why the planned processes and personnel will be effective.

Statements made by the offeror during the oral presentation or the question and answer session will be considered as part of the overall proposal evaluation.

At the introduction, the offeror shall identify the authors of the presentation by name and association with the offeror.  Attendance at the oral presentation and question and answer session is limited to the offeror’s and subcontractor’s current or proposed program manager, two (2) leading technical personnel to be assigned to the program and one (1) additional support or management personnel (e.g., CEO’s, company presidents, etc.).  No professional presenters are permitted.  Therefore, the maximum number of offeror’s personnel permitted to be present during oral presentations shall be four (4).  Only the offeror’s presenters (current or proposed personnel) will be permitted to give the presentation and answer questions in the question and answer session.  If an offeror proposes current Government employees, the names may be submitted as part of their proposal; however, Government employees are not permitted to make oral or written communication to the Government on behalf of an offeror (reference 18 U.S.C. 203 and 205).  

The oral presentation shall last a maximum of one hour excluding time for a question and answer session.  Questions may be asked concerning any portion of the complete proposal, including the oral or written portions of the proposal.  The question and answer session shall be no longer than one hour.

 A maximum of 45 briefing slides may be used during the oral presentation.  These shall be standard overhead slides only in Microsoft PowerPoint.

Volume I, Technical Proposal (Written Information)

1. Technical and Management Approach (Including Personnel and Resource Utilization)

This section shall provide a concise statement of the offeror’s interpretation of the purpose, objectives, and potential problems of the project, the overall concept  for accomplishing the solicitation requirements, and  how all important plans/procedures/processes/personnel/other resources will be utilized. Do not repeat the SOW requirements verbatim or merely paraphrase the requirements.  Show how tasks, milestones, costs and deliverables will be tracked.

The oral presentation briefing slides should make up the core of this section.

Sample Task

The offeror shall provide a sample graphics item, a sign to be hung on an exhibit at a booth space that is 10’ x 20’.  Ideally, the sign should be at least twice as long as it  is tall; a good size would be 24” x 60”.

Using the suggested graphics in the two boxes below, recreate a graphic that has all the elements shown (use the word “FORCEnet” once) in a new graphic.  The logos for SPAWAR and the PEO should be considered Equal in weight. The idea is that SPAWAR is the architect and PEO is the Builder of FORCEnet for the Joint WarFighter.

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2.  Past Performance and Corporate Experience Data
The offeror shall provide a list of all Government contracts that are currently active or have been completed within the last four years and that are for similar services. In addition, the offeror shall specify corporate experience in those functional areas applicable to the contract.  The more depth, breadth and current the experience, the more desirable.  The list shall be included as an addendum to the written technical proposal and may be discussed during the oral presentation. Only experience based on contracts involving similar support services will be evaluated.  Indicate recent experience in relation to the items/task specified in the Statement of Work.  (See Attachment “1”)

3.  Personnel Qualifications

The Contractor’s proposal must demonstrate that the technical and managerial personnel to be assigned to the contract are capable of satisfactorily completing the efforts required by the SOW.

Refer to Attachment 4, the applicable Department of Labor Wage Determination.

Additionally, the Contractor shall submit the following information:

Listed below are the Government’s suggested labor mix.  Offerors may propose to use a different labor mix. If an alternate labor mix is proposed, then the offeror must provide rationale for their proposed labor mix. b. The offeror shall furnish a resume for the Exhibit builder position only. 4. Award Term Plan

The offeror shall provide a plan and metrics for tracking performance during the contract.  The metrics shall cover measures of the contractor’s effectiveness in performing the SOW requirements, cost effectiveness, and customer satisfaction.  The parties may negotiate the detailed terms of the Award Term Plan after award of the contract.

COST PROPOSAL, VOLUME II  

These instructions are to assist the Contractor in submitting cost data.  The Government requires this data to thoroughly evaluate the realism of the proposed cost.  Compliance with these instructions is required, and failure to comply may result in rejection of the proposal.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the Contractor.  Data beyond that required by this instruction shall not be submitted unless it is considered essential to document or support the cost position.  All information relating to cost data must be included in Volume II – Cost Proposal.

The cost proposal shall be predicated upon award of a Cost Plus Fixed Fee contract.  The offeror shall provide comprehensive narrative support for the cost proposal.  Failure to satisfy this requirement may be considered a deficiency.  This also applies to each subcontractor and each interdivisional transfer.  If work is to be performed by two or more divisions or subsidiaries within the prime corporation, each division or subsidiary shall submit a separate set of cost data for its portion of the effort.  This does not relieve the offeror from incorporating these costs into the overall cost summary.

The cost proposal will demonstrate the offeror’s understanding of the RFP’s requirements, the traceability of the cost to the offeror’s technical proposal and the proposed allocation of staff hours and labor mix.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and cost or price should be explained in the cost volume.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the offeror.

It is expected that this contract will be awarded based upon a determination that there is adequate price competition; therefore, the offeror is not required to submit certified cost or pricing data (SF 1411) with its proposal.  If, after receipt of the proposals, the Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist, in accordance with FAR 15.403-1 the offeror shall provide certified cost or pricing data as requested by the Contracting Officer.

(a.)  Content.  Offerors are to submit a cost proposal for this procurement in accordance with the following instructions.  The Cost Proposal shall include the following:

1)  A signed copy of the Standard Form (SF) 33 and other sections requiring “fill-in”.  On the first page of this volume, the offeror should certify that the proposal has been prepared completely consistent with the terms and conditions of the solicitation.  However, if exceptions are taken, they shall be clearly set forth and shall be explained by the offeror with the understanding that the exceptions may render the offeror’s proposal unacceptable to the Government.

2)  Information sufficient to conduct a cost realism analysis for any proposed subcontractor for the base period of contract award, estimated to be 31 January 2004 through 30 January 2005 and cost realism information for four (4) twelve month option periods; from 31 January 2005 through 30 January 2009.  Offerors who intend to use subcontracted effort as part of their proposal are responsible for ensuring that the information provided by proposed subcontractors shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements.  All subcontract proposals should contain a complete breakout and description of hours, rates, and other direct costs, and provide a summary sheet showing proposed costs by year.  Proprietary information may be submitted to the Government under separate cover.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in significant problems in the cost evaluation of the proposal since the lack of complete cost data relative to the subcontracted effort may affect the Government’s ability to make a determination of the reasonableness and realism of the total effort proposed.

3) The names and telephone numbers of persons authorized to conduct negotiations, as well as the name of the official authorized to bind the offeror’s organization.  Additionally, offerors are requested to state the name and telephone number of the cognizant DCAA branch office for their company with a point of contact who is familiar with the company, and the cognizant ACO.  This applies to any proposed subcontractors as well.  The information requested shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements described below.

(b.)   Cost Realism.  
Cost realism is the likelihood that the proposed cost will be the actual cost to the Government and is based on an analysis of accurate, factual, verifiable, and predictable data relative to what costs would most likely be incurred by the offeror to provide a given product or service.  To minimize built-in cost growth, the Government intends to evaluate the realism of each offeror’s proposed cost in terms of the offeror’s proposed approach.  Proposals may be adjusted to the degree that the proposed costs are unrealistic. To assist the Government’s evaluation, offerors are required to furnish the procedure and rationale used to compile the proposed costs.  The offeror shall provide a summary description of the proposed standard estimating system or methods.  The summary description shall cover separately each major cost element (i.e. direct labor, indirect costs, and direct costs).  Also, the offeror shall identify any significant deviation from the proposed standard estimating procedures in preparing this proposal.  If the proposal contains any deviations from the offeror’s normal forward pricing rates, either labor or burden, specifically identify the areas of deviation and state whether or not a formal change has been submitted to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) office.  The burden for cost credibility rests with the offeror.

(c.) Cost Information.  The Cost Proposal shall include line item level cost breakdowns of each contract line item number (CLIN), for both the firm item and option items.  The breakdowns shall identify direct material costs, subcontractor costs, direct labor costs (including direct labor hours), indirect expenses, and other direct costs.  Information shall be submitted for the following categories:

(d.) Direct labor.  The cost proposal shall include a manpower-loading table with unburden rates for the base year and each option year, containing the proposed direct labor mix.  

(e.)  Direct Labor Hours and Costs.  The cost proposals shall also contain an itemization of direct labor hours and direct labor costs, by CLIN and labor category, for the base year and each option year.  A copy of any current negotiated forward pricing agreements, if applicable, shall be provided, citing the period covered by the agreements.  In the absence of a forward pricing agreement, the offeror shall provide the actual labor rates for the prior three years, as well as an explanation of the processes and calculations used to derive the proposed direct labor rates, including a discussion of rate escalation and how it was applied. 

(f.) Indirect Costs (Fringe Benefits, Overhead, General and Administrative Expenses).  Indirect costs shall be proposed by applying indirect cost rates recommended by DCAA for forward pricing.  When there is no agreement between DCAA and the offeror’s organization for the later years of the contract, the offeror will provide the actual indirect cost rates for the prior three years, as well as information showing trends and budgetary data as necessary to provide a basis for evaluation of forecast realism and future probabilities, and reasonableness of the proposed rates.

(g.) Other Direct Costs  Cost data and rationale sufficient to establish the reasonableness and necessity of the proposed costs shall support other Direct Costs.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for travel expenses based on actual, plus any applicable General and Administrative (G&A) expense in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) 31.205-46 and the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR) rate currently in effect.  The Government has identified a specified amount for ODCs for each CLIN.

(h.) Fixed Fee.  Provide rationale for the proposed amount.  (See FAR 15.404-4).

(i.)  Cost Summary.  The cost proposal shall itemize, by base year and each option year, all direct labor costs, consultant and subcontractor costs, if any, computer time, other direct costs, and all indirect costs for a total proposed cost.

(j.) Materially Unbalanced Cost Proposals.  The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the costs proposed are materially unbalanced between line items or subline items.  An offer is materially unbalanced when it is based on costs significantly less than cost for some work and costs that are significantly overstated in relation to cost for other work, or it is so unbalanced as to be tantamount to allowing an advanced payment.

Section M - Evaluation Factors For Award 

M-1 Evaluation of Offers:  Single Award for All Items 

An offeror must propose all items in this solicitation to be eligible for award.  The Government intends to make a single award to the acceptable offeror whose total offer on all items is the best value to the Government considering price and other factors, if any, specified in the solicitation.

M-2 Evaluation Criteria and Basis for Award (Best Value)


(a) The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to that responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation, is determined to provide the “best value” to the Government.  Such offer may not necessarily be the proposal offering the lowest cost or receiving the highest technical rating.

(b) The Government intends to award without discussions, but reserves the right to hold discussions after determination of a competitive range.

(c) The Government will first determine, on a pass/fail basis, whether the offeror’s proposal meets the mandatory requirements.  If the offeror’s proposal does not meet the mandatory requirements, then the offeror’s proposal will be rejected.

2) The offeror must have a facility with a minimum 2,000 square feet of space and an overhead clearance of not less than 20 feet.  

3) The offeror shall be able to set up the largest Government exhibit (estimated 900 square feet) at the offeror’s facilities for Government inspection within 72 hours after oral or written notice by the Government.

4) The offeror must have secure storage facilities on site to store all exhibit pieces, carpeting, padding, graphics, furniture, audio-visual equipment, lights and other items.

5) The offeror must have a forklift readily accessible.

(d) If the offeror receives a “pass” for the mandatory requirements, then the Government will evaluate the offeror’s proposal according to the following four factors:

1) Past Performance and Corporate Experience

2) Technical and Management Approach (Including Personnel and Resource Utilization, and Award Term Plan)

3) Personnel Qualifications

4) Estimated Cost to the Government

Past Performance (Factor 1) is more important than Technical and Management Approach (Factor 2).   Technical and Management Approach is more important than Personnel Qualifications (Factor 3).  Together, non-price factors (Factors 1, 2, and 3) are significantly more important than Estimated Cost (Factor 4); however, cost is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.

The factor evaluation will not numerically weigh factors, and will involve factually based but inherently subjective judgment.
(e) Basis for Factor Evaluation

1) Factor 1:  Past Performance and Corporate Experience  

The Government will evaluate:

· The amount of the Offeror’s previous participation in providing Exhibit Support Services and the similarity of that experience to this requirement.

· The offeror’s past and present performance based on quality, timeliness, cost control, business relations, customer satisfaction and integrity.

In addition to the information provided by the offeror in Section L, the Government may use the Federal Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) when evaluating past performance; however, the Government is not limited to this resource in its evaluation.  

The assessment will be a subjective, but unbiased, judgment about the quality of the offeror’s past performance.  The Government will use its subjective assessment to determine an offeror’s relative capability and trustworthiness and thus the relative reliability of the offeror’s promises.  The determination of which offeror is the best value will reflect both the value of the offeror’s promises and the reliability of those promises as determined, in part, by past performance.  Thus, the Government may value an offeror with a superior record of past performance more highly than an offeror whose past performance is satisfactory, even though the offeror with the satisfactory record made better promises in its proposals.

2) Factor 2:  Technical and Management Approach (Including Personnel and Resource Utilization, and Award Term Plan)  

The Government will evaluate the likely degree of effectiveness of the offeror’s planned processes and personnel to meet or exceed the solicitation’s technical and management requirements.  The evaluation will be an integrated assessment of the quality of the proposal, including the input below.

· The offeror’s statement of the purpose, objectives, and potential problems of the project.

· The offeror’s overall concept of the work being proposed and plan for accomplishing the solicitation requirements, and how all important plans/procedures/processes/personnel/other resources will be utilized to accomplish the objectives and tasks set forth as specified in paragraphs 3.1 through 3.4.10 in the SOW.

· The offeror’s response to the sample task.

· The offeror’s plan to show how tasks, milestones, costs and deliverables will be tracked.

· The offeror’s proposed plan and metrics for the Award Term Period.  The Government will evaluate whether the plan provides the necessary information to evaluate the performance of the contractor to determine if the award term option should be exercised.

3) Factor 3:  Personnel Qualifications 

The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated on the extent to which it can demonstrate that the technical and managerial personnel to be assigned to the contract are capable of satisfactorily completing the efforts required by the Statement of Work.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the quality of:

· The education, experience and labor mix of personnel assigned to each labor category.

· The resume for the Exhibit Builder position.  The Government will evaluate the extent to which the information contained in the resume meets or exceeds the requirements stated in Section L.

4) Factor 4:  Cost Realism
The cost realism evaluation will assess the compatibility of the overall proposed costs with the scope of effort to be performed.  The Offeror’s costs, including direct and indirect rates, will be reviewed to ensure that logical and generally accepted estimating methods were used in its construction.  Proposed costs may be adjusted for purposes of evaluation, based upon the results of cost realism evaluation.  When this cost realism evaluation is performed, the resulting estimate shall be used in the determination of the overall evaluation of estimated cost and fee.

(f) Once the factor evaluation is complete, the Government will then conduct a best value analysis of the offeror’s proposal, i.e., conduct a cost/technical trade-off.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors.  When the offerors are considered essentially equal in terms of technical capability, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the Government, cost/technical trade-offs will be made, and the extent to which one may be sacrificed for the other is governed only by the tests of rationality and consistency with the established evaluation factors.

M.3    Destination Unknown FAR 52.247-49(Apr 1984)

For the purpose of evaluating offers and for no other purpose, the final destination(s) for the supplies will be considered to be as follows: 57% to West Coast, 23% East Coast, 20% Overseas (see SOW Attachment A).

M.4    Uncompensated Overtime Evaluation

The use of uncompensated overtime is defined in FAR 52.237-10 “Identification of Uncompensated Overtime” is discouraged by the Government.  Based upon our assessment of the technical services required herein, it is unrealistic to expect long-term employees to continually work in excess of 40 hours per week without additional compensation.  Therefore, the use of uncompensated overtime in this acquisition presents a significant risk to the Government.

Offerors are advised that if uncompensated overtime is proposed, the alternate cost breakdown specified in paragraph (g) of Provision L-8 “Uncompensated Overtime and Professional Employees”, will be used for cost evaluation purposes.  THUS, NO EVALUATION ADVANTAGE WILL RESULT WHEN UNCOMPENSATED OVERTIME IS PROPOSED.

M.5
Evaluation of Options (JUL 1990) (VARIATION) (FAR 52.217-5)  

The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total cost and fixed fee for all options, including the award term option, to the total cost and fixed fee for the basic requirement.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).
