1.
Scope 
1.1 Definitions
APAR (Antarctic Precision Approach Radar)- Shall be defined as the composite and integrated and functional system comprised of a mobile Radome enclosed Precision Approach Radar (PAR) mounted on a Sled and connected to an Operator Position located remotely in an Air Traffic Control Tower (ATCT).

PAR (Precision Approach Radar)- Shall be defined as the precision approach radar equipment only and excludes Sleds, Radomes and Operator Positions.

This Statement of Work (SOW) describes that effort required by the Contractor to provide, integrate, install, and test one (1) Antarctic Precision Approach Radar (APAR) system with the option for two (2) additional APAR systems and one (1) Charleston, S.C. PAR system. Additionally, there shall be the options for various support equipment and materials identified in the Section 3.1, Detailed Tasks portion of this document. The PAR units’ performance and specifications are defined in the Systems Requirements Document (Attachment 1). 

1.2 Background 

Since the late 1950’s, the AN/FPN-36 Quadradar has been the only permanently available means of accomplishing certified precision approach landings in Antarctica.  The SPAWARSYSCEN Charleston Antarctic Program Office (APO) has determined and so informed the National Science Foundation (NSF) that, due to age and increasing maintainability/supportability issues, the AN/FPN-36 Quadradar system is to be replaced with a new precision approach radar system which will be adapted for the Antarctic environment.

3.
System Requirements

3.1 General

Work will result in a system compliant with the requirements in the System Requirements Document, Attachment 1, and this Statement of Work (SOW).  The Contractor will provide PARs with capabilities that support Air Traffic Control (ATC) services. The system design will operate within, Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) performance parameters to the extent specified in Attachment 1. The system shall be capable of flight certification as defined in the FAA Order 8200.1A, US Standard Flight Inspection Manual, May 1996, Section 216, Precision Approach Radar (PAR). The PAR shall be housed in Radomes and mounted on sleds, hereafter, Antarctic PAR (APAR), for both operations and transport, be equipped with its own environmental control unit and be capable of operation as a precision approach radar.

Contractor shall provide:

· Program management

· Site specific engineering

· On-site support for installation, testing and certification

· Logistics management and support

3.2

3.2.1 Radar – Engineering, Procurement, Acceptance, and Delivery.  The APAR consist of the following:

3.2.1.1
Procurement.  The Contractor shall provide up to 4 PAR systems, per the approved APAR design with the attributes and characteristics that shall be, at a minimum, per the Systems Requirements Document (1). This task includes the procurement and acceptance of the APARs at the Contractor’s facilities and the subsequent transport to Pt. Hueneme, CA for up to three of the systems.

3.2.1.2
Engineering.  The contractor will engineer and submit for review a PAR design that meets the requirements of the APAR as described in 1.

3.2.1.3
Acceptance.  There will be three in progress reviews to assess production progress at the 25%, 50% and 75% points and an acceptance inspection at the 100% production point.  The reviews will be informal in nature and require a progress report but may include on-site inspection.  The APARs will be accepted on-site in McMurdo Station, Antarctica and or Charleston after successful completion of the testing and flight certification detailed in this SOW.

3.2.1.4
Delivery. The contractor will ship up to three APAR systems FOB Destination to the National Science Foundation port of departure at Pt. Hueneme, CA, for further transport (FFT) to McMurdo Station, Antarctica by the government.  In addition, one of the four PAR systems, as designated by the government, shall be shipped by the contractor FOB Destination to SPAWAR Systems Center, Charleston, S.C.

3.2.2
Sled – Engineering, Manufacture, Acceptance, and Delivery

3.2.2.1
Engineering.  The contractor will engineer and submit for review a sled design that meets the requirements of the APAR sled as described in Attachment 1.

3.2.2.2
Manufacture.  The Contractor will provide up to three (3) APAR Sleds per the approved design and in accordance with the approved schedule and Project Management Plan (PMP). 

3.2.2.3
Acceptance.  There will be three in progress reviews to assess production progress at the 25%, 50% and 75% points and an acceptance inspection at the 100% production point. 

3.2.2.4
Delivery.  The contractor will ship three sleds FOB Destination to the NSF port of departure at Pt. Hueneme, CA, FFT to McMurdo Station, Antarctica by the government. 

3.2.3 Radome – Procurement, Engineering, Acceptance, and Delivery

3.2.3.1 Procurement.  The Contractor will provide up to three (3) Radomes in accordance with the requirements listed in Attachment 1.  In addition, the contractor will provide three sled interface assemblies per the approved design and in accordance with the approved schedule and PMP. 

3.2.3.2
Engineering.  The contractor will engineer and submit for review a design for the radome to sled interface and attachment. 

3.2.3.3
Acceptance.  There will be three in progress reviews to assess production progress at the 25%, 50% and 75% points and an acceptance inspection at the 100% production point. 

3.2.3.4 Delivery.  The contractor will ship three sleds FOB Destination to the NSF port of departure at Pt. Hueneme, CA, FFT to McMurdo Station, Antarctica by the government. 

3.2.4
Operations Equipment – Procurement

3.2.4.1
Procurement.  The Contractor shall provide up to four (4) PAR operator positions as defined in Attachment 1.  This task includes the procurement of hardware, software, and software licenses required for implementing the PAR display capability into the Government tower buildings and at SPAWAR Systems Center Charleston. 

3.2.5
Stand Alone Training Simulator(s) – Procurement

3.2.5.1
Procurement.  The Contractor shall procure two (2) Stand Alone Training Simulators. The Contractor furnished Stand Alone Training Simulator shall be the primary training device.  For maximum benefit, the simulator must orient a controller with menus and display features encountered during actual operation of the field units.  Any modifications that are required to the existing training facility shall be the responsibility of the SPAWAR Systems Center Charleston Program Office.

3.2.6 Logistics Support 

The Contractor shall supply the labor and materials to perform the Logistics Support efforts detailed in the following sections. 

3.2.6.1
Logistics Planning.  The contractor shall execute Integrated Logistics Support (ILS) in accordance with Attachment 1 and in accordance with CDRL C-016, Logistics Management Information (LMI) Data Products.  The Integrated Support Plan (ISP) provides a detailed description of the approach for satisfying each ILS requirement. The ISP demonstrates through narrative and schedules that the APAR, when fielded, satisfies all supportability criteria of the maintenance concept. 

3.2.6.2 
Logistics Guidance Conference.  The Contractor and the government will co-chair an ILS guidance conference in conjunction with the Post-Award conference following contract award. The conference is to be located at the Contractor facility. The Contractor shall support the conference as necessary to ensure all support considerations are addressed in detail. During the course of the conference, the government Logistics Manager and the contractor Logistics Manager will discuss the detailed data requirements and all delivery formats. The contractor will discuss the internal ILS processes and procedures. The plan shall also include a discussion of the Contractor’s mitigation strategies and techniques for addressing Diminishing Manufacturing Sources and Material Shortages (DMSMS). The ISP will be updated to reflect agreements made during the Guidance Conference. The ISP will be submitted to the government in accordance with CDRL C-016 Logistics Management Information (LMI) Data Products.  The ISP will be updated throughout the contract as required but no less than every 6 months. 

The conference shall include detailed descriptions on the Contractor's approach to all logistics/logistics-related requirements to include, as a minimum, the following:

· ILS Management

· Technical Data

· Training

· Support Equipment

· Provisioning

Subjects discussed and decisions reached will be formally documented in the conference minutes.

3.2.6.3 Logistics Management Information (LMI).  The Contractor will provide the following LMI for the APAR in order to provide the SPAWAR ILS Manager sufficient information to:

1. Verify the proposed Maintenance Concept and Level of Repair.

2. Confirm that the proposed manpower is adequate to maintain the proposed APAR.

3. Document the system LRUs and consumable parts.

4. Validate the required support and test equipment.

5. Ensure standardization and interoperability of all equipment.

The contractor will provide LMI data to the Line Replaceable Unit in accordance with CDRL C-018, Source of Repair Assignment Process (SORAP).  A Product Tree shall be provided. The Product Tree shall be maintained in an Excel spreadsheet. The data provided shall include the following for each LRU that may be subject to site level maintenance.

1. Item Name

2. Manufacturer’s Reference Number

3. Next Higher Assembly

4. CAGE Code (if available)

5. Subcontractor’s Part Number (if assigned)

6. Quantity per Equipment

7. Shelf Life (if applicable)

8. Procurement Lead Time

9. Common or Bulk Item

10. Site Maintenance Tasks

11. Units Test Requirements

12. Units Repair Requirements

The reports provided for the LMI will be prepared using MS Word and Excel. The Excel file will be as described above. After initial delivery, the Excel file will be updated for any product improvements or correction of problems.

3.2.6.4
Provisioning.  The Contractor shall perform those actions necessary for the successful accomplishment of initial provisioning of spares to support the APAR system. A Short Form Provisioning Parts List (SFPPL) shall be developed which provides a top-down breakdown listing to the LRU level in the end item.

3.2.6.4.1  Provisioning Parts List (PPL).  The provisioning LMI database will be updated to reflect results of the first article program, lessons learned during government testing, and any changes developed through the production process. If the government decides to establish an organic depot, a full Provisioning Parts List from the LMI data covering all maintenance-significant components of the system will be produced.

3.2.6.4.2  Spares Acquisition Integrated With Production (SAIP).  The Contractor shall perform provisioning to integrate spares acquisition with production commencing with the first production system. Provisioning data shall be developed in a manner to allow the Government spares orders to be integrated with production orders.

3.2.6.5  Calibration and Measure Requirements Summary (CMRS).  The contractor shall perform equipment CMRSs as appropriate in accordance with CDRL C-015, Integrated Logistics Support Plan (ILSP).

3.2.6.6  Software Support.  Contractor support will include a Software Development Plan (SDP) for software maintenance per the Software Support option, documented in accordance with CDRL D-001, Software Development Plan (SDP). 

AFMC Instruction 63-1201, Assurance of Operational Safety, Suitability, and Effectiveness, tasks the Government to maintain oversight of the fielded systems and evaluation of hardware and software supportability. This includes documentation of software/firmware/hardware modifications and maintenance of configuration integrity. Additionally, procedures for field retrofitting, obsolescence mitigation and maintainability metrics must be developed to assure sustainment of the APAR over the anticipated lifecycle of the system. 

The Contractor will assist the Government to identify elements critical to post production support. During the term of the contract, the Contractor will provide data in the form of Logistics Management Information, Technical Manuals, Training Material, and Sources of Repair Assignment Process (SORAP) data. After production, the Contractor will maintain the ability to assist in updating the technical manuals and training data, provide repair services and equipment updates.

3.2.6.7
Maintenance Concept.  The APAR system will be maintained using a two level maintenance concept: on-site and depot level maintenance.  Government maintenance personnel shall be trained by the contractor and have Contractor-supplied technical manuals and spares adequate to support their maintenance activities for the life of the APAR.

3.2.6.7.1
On-Site Maintenance.  Government maintenance personnel shall maintain the APAR system on-site. On-site maintenance includes preventive maintenance, fault detection, and removal and replacement of faulty line replaceable units (LRU). An LRU is that item/component to which the system’s automatic and/or manual diagnostics and technical data isolate faults for removal and replacement.

3.2.6.7.2
Depot Maintenance.  The Contractor shall provide depot maintenance options until the government determines it desires to establish an Organic Depot. Depot maintenance includes those maintenance activities that are not performed by on-site maintenance personnel, including the repair and overhaul of defective LRUs. 

3.2.6.8
Common Support Equipment.  The Contractor shall provide a recommended list of Common Support Equipment, which includes any item applicable to more than one system, subsystem, or item of equipment; is assigned a national stock number; and is currently in the DoD inventory.

3.2.7 Training

3.2.7.1
The contractor shall implement a comprehensive training program for the APAR. The Contractor shall develop operations & maintenance Computer Based Training (CBT) material and conduct initial training (two phases) and production training for operators and maintenance personnel.

3.2.7.1.1
Operator training. The APAR operator simulator familiarization-training course includes setup and operation of the radar simulator. A training course completion record and student course evaluation shall be provided for each student at course completion.

3.2.7.1.2 Maintenance Training. The APAR maintenance training courses include system familiarization, concept of operation, setup and teardown, system alignment, Built-in Test (BIT) usage, and system troubleshooting. A training course completion record and student course evaluation shall be provided for each student at course completion.

3.2.7.2
Training Course Data and Materials.  The final Training Plan will be delivered per the project schedule after the ILS Guidance Conference in accordance with CDRL A-001, Training Materials. The training material shall be developed and provided by the contractor.

3.2.8       Integration 

The Contractor shall integrate the PAR, Radome, Sled and Operations Equipment in a fully deployed and storage configuration. This is the process design validation for the assembly of the complete system. After successful integration, the CONUS phase of Contractor Testing (CT) begins. 

3.2.9 CONUS Contractor Testing

3.2.9.1 Contractor Test.  The Contractor shall conduct CONUS Contractor Test (CT) in accordance with the CDRL C-008, Test Procedure. 

3.2.9.2 Test Report.  The Contractor shall provide a test report after completion of the test in accordance with CDRL C-009, Test/Inspection Report.

3.2.10 Antarctic Installation and Checkout

3.2.10.1 Personnel.  The Contractor shall provide the necessary personnel, including but not limited to, field service engineering, system engineering and sub-contractor personnel in the setup and initial testing of the APAR System(s) in Antarctica and the investigation and correction of any anomalies encountered operating within the environment or flight handling procedures.

3.2.10.1.1 Qualification.  The Contractor shall be responsible for identification, medical and dental qualifications, and transportation of company representatives from point of origin to/from Christchurch, New Zealand.  Government transportation will be provided from Christchurch, New Zealand to/from the Antarctica Continent.  Contractor personnel must be medically and dentally qualified to United States Antarctic Program (USAP) standards.

3.2.10.1.2

3.2.10.1.4  Stand Alone Training Simulator. The contractor shall install the Stand Alone Training Simulator in the to be determined government furnished facility at McMurdo Station, Antarctica.

3.2.11 Site Acceptance and Testing

3.2.11.1  Acceptance Test.  The Contractor shall conduct a Site Acceptance Test (SAT) in accordance with CDRL C-008, Test Procedure.

3.2.11.2  Test Report.  The Contractor shall provide a report after completion of the test in accordance with CDRL C-009, Test/Inspection Report. 

3.2.12 Flight Certification

The Contractor shall provide the necessary personnel, including but not limited to, field service engineering, system engineering, and sub-contractor personnel required to complete the contractor-conducted flight certification in Antarctica. 

3.2.13 Technical Manuals

3.2.13.1 The contractor shall make maximum use of existing Non-developmental Item (NDI) and Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS) technical manuals. 

3.2.13.2 The contractor shall provide technical manuals for the operation, and maintenance of the APAR system in accordance with CDRLs B-001 Contractor Furnished Aeronautical Equipment/Contract Furnished Equipment (CFAE/CFE), B-002 COTS Manuals & Associated Supplemental Data, and B-003 Technical Manuals. 

3.2.13.3 Manuals supporting site level maintenance shall contain the detail necessary to fault isolate, remove and replace faulty LRUs, perform system alignment procedures, perform prescribed preventive maintenance, and perform corrective maintenance actions. 

3.2.13.4 The manuals shall be written in American English and delivered with the system prime mission equipment. 

3.2.14.5 Documentation for installation, erection, disassembly and transport of the APAR system shall be provided in the installation section of the system technical manual. 

3.2.13.6 The contractor shall make maximum use of electronic media in the preparation and distribution of technical manuals with the objective of providing operations and maintenance manuals on CD-ROM wherever possible.

3.2.13.7 The technical manuals shall clearly identify procedures and requirements necessary to preserve operational, safety, suitability, and effectiveness (OSS&E) baselines through the use of cautions and warnings as appropriate.

3.2.14 Consumables and Spare Parts

3.2.14.1 Radar Spares.  The contractor shall provide one set (one year’s supply) of APAR spares to be purchased on this contract.  Additional sets shall be provided if ordered as option items in section B.

3.2.14.2 Consumables.  The contractor shall provide one year’s supply of consumable items for the radar, sled, radome and ancillary equipment included in this contract. 

3.2.15 South Carolina Installation and Checkout

3.2.15.1
Personnel.  The Contractor shall provide the necessary personnel, including but not limited to, field service engineering, system engineering and sub-contractor personnel required to setup and initial testing of the PAR System in the to be determined government facility in Charleston, South Carolina, and the investigation and correction of any anomalies encountered operating within the environment or flight handling procedures. 

3.2.15.2
Identification.  The contractor shall identify the on-site installation support team and the proposed installation personnel-phasing plan in contractor format within 30 days of contract award.  Each critical member of the installation team shall have an alternate person identified.

3.2.15.3

3.3 Warranty.

3.3.1
Scope and Period.  The Contractor shall warrant that at the time of acceptance, the supplies delivered will be free from defects in material and workmanship and the entire APAR system will successfully function as intended, designed, specified, and required in this SRD and associated SOW, and as a Antarctic landing system for a period of one year.  If any defect or non-conformance within this period appears, SPAWAR Systems Center Charleston Program Office or their representative shall notify the Contractor accordingly.  Warranty items shall be replaced at the contractors expense with the exception of non-commercial shipping.

3.3.2
Procedures.  Warranty items will be accepted for return or replacement only upon authorization of SPAWAR Systems Center Charleston Program Office. Project Schedule.  The contractor shall prepare a project schedule in contractor format based on a sequence of events designed to accomplish the effort in this SOW. The schedule should be structured to reflect the CWBS and include successor/predecessor relationships representing the dependencies between tasks and activities.  The schedule shall be updated on a monthly basis. The schedule shall, at a minimum depict: 

· Schedule reporting to the third level of the CWBS

· Time (duration) estimates for all tasks and activities 

· Start and finish dates for the tasks and activities 

· Names of resources assigned responsibility to complete the tasks and activities 

· Current status of each task and activity 

3.4.4 Reviews, Conferences and Design Reviews

The Contractor shall conduct Program Reviews, conferences, and Design Reviews to communicate to the Government the status of the APAR in achieving operational, and schedule requirements. Minutes shall be taken at all formal reviews/conferences requiring Government attendance in accordance with CDRL C-001, Conference Minutes.  The contractor shall provide sufficient interface development information to verify that specified requirements are met. Functional reviews shall be conducted in conjunction with program management reviews in accordance with the IMS. The following reviews are defined:

Post Award Conference/Systems Requirements Review/Logistics Guidance Conference.  The Post Award Conference shall be conducted at the contractor facility following contract award. Hard copies of the presentation will be made available at the review. The contractor will prepare and submit minutes including action items following each review.

3.4.4.3
Design Reviews.  Informal design reviews for new and modified hardware and software; design will be conducted at the Contractor’s facility. Government attendance is optional.

(3) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service Multiple Award Schedule contract, proof that an exception has been granted for the schedule item.

(2) The Contractor grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative the right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents, or other directly pertinent records to verify any request for an exception under this clause, and the reasonableness of price. (4) "Ocean transportation" means any transportation aboard a ship, vessel, boat, barge, or ferry through international waters.

(5) "Subcontractor" means a supplier, materialman, distributor, or vendor at any level below the prime contractor whose contractual obligation to perform results from, or is conditioned upon, award of the prime contract and who is performing any part of the work or other requirement of the prime contract.  

(6) "Supplies" means all property, except land and interests in land that is clearly identifiable for eventual use by or owned by the DoD at the time of transportation by sea.

(i) An item is clearly identifiable for eventual use by the DoD if, for example, the contract documentation contains a reference to a DoD contract number or a military destination.

(ii) "Supplies" includes (but is not limited to) public works; buildings and facilities; ships; floating equipment and vessels of every character, type, and description, with parts, subassemblies, accessories, and equipment; machine tools; material; equipment; stores of all kinds; end items; construction materials; and components of the foregoing.

(7) "U.S.-flag vessel" means a vessel of the United States or belonging to the United States, including any vessel registered or having national status under the laws of the United States.

(b)(1) The Contractor shall use U.S.-flag vessels when transporting any supplies by sea under this contract.

(2) A subcontractor transporting supplies by sea under this contract shall use U.S.-flag vessels if--

(i) This contract is a construction contract; or

(ii) The supplies being transported are--

(A) Noncommercial items; or

(B) Commercial items that--

(1) The Contractor is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding value (generally, the Contractor does not add value to items that it contracts for f.o.b. destination shipment);

(2) Are shipped in direct support of U.S. military contingency operations, exercises, or forces deployed in humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(3) Are commissary or exchange cargoes transported outside of the Defense Transportation System in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2643.

(c) The Contractor and its subcontractors may request that the Contracting Officer authorize shipment in foreign-flag vessels, or designate available U.S.-flag vessels, if the Contractor or a subcontractor believes that --

(1) U.S.-flag vessels are not available for timely shipment;

(2) The freight charges are inordinately excessive or unreasonable; or

(3) Freight charges are higher than charges to private persons for transportation of like goods.

(d) The Contractor must submit any request for use of other than U.S.-flag vessels in writing to the Contracting Officer at least 45 days prior to the sailing date necessary to meet its delivery schedules.  The Contracting Officer will process requests submitted after such date(s) as expeditiously as possible, but the Contracting Officer's failure to grant approvals to meet the shipper's sailing date will not of itself constitute a compensable delay under this or any other clause of this contract. (3) Special handling and discharge requirements;

(5) Name of shipper and consignee;

(6) Prime contract number; and

(7) A documented description of efforts made to secure U.S.-flag vessels, including points of contact (with names and telephone numbers) with at least two U.S.-flag carriers contacted.  Copies of telephone notes, telegraphic and facsimile message or letters will be sufficient for this purpose.

(e) The Contractor shall, within 30 days after each shipment covered by this clause, provide the Contracting Officer and the Maritime Administration, Office of Cargo Preference, U.S. Department of Transportation, 400 Seventh Street SW., Washington, DC 20590, one copy of the rated on board vessel operating carrier's ocean bill of lading, which shall contain the following information:

(1) Prime contract number;

(2) Name of vessel;

(3) Vessel flag of registry;

(4) Date of loading;

(5) Port of loading;

(6) Port of final discharge;

(7) Description of commodity;

(8) Gross weight in pounds and cubic feet if available;

(9) Total ocean freight in U.S. dollars; and

(10) Name of the steamship company.

(f) The Contractor shall provide with its final invoice under this contract a representation that to the best of its knowledge and belief--

(1) No ocean transportation was used in the performance of this contract;

(2) Ocean transportation was used and only U.S.-flag vessels were used for all ocean shipments under the contract;

(3) Ocean transportation was used, and the Contractor had the written consent of the Contracting Officer for all non-U.S.-flag ocean transportation; or

(4) Ocean transportation was used and some or all of the shipments were made on non-U.S.-flag vessels without the written consent of the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall describe these shipments in the following format:

(g) If the final invoice does not include the required representation, the Government will reject and return it to the Contractor as an improper invoice for the purposes of the Prompt Payment clause of this contract.  In the event there has been unauthorized use of non-U.S.-flag vessels in the performance of this contract, the Contracting Officer is entitled to equitably adjust the contract, based on the unauthorized use.

(h) In the award of subcontracts for the types of supplies described in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause, the Contractor shall flow down the requirements of this clause as follows:
