Q.  1.  For companies with a DCAA verified accounting system with a single government overhead rate, can the total hours in table B-6 be modified to reflect the 6000 hours for the program manager, production manager and IT manager?  

A.  1.  L-303(a)(3) states “…in the event that your accounting system cannot accommodate placing the labor categories named above in overhead, then they must be charged as direct labor in addition to the Government estimated level of effort as reflected herein.”  

Q.  2.  When we add the hours for on-site direct labor per year, cited in Paragraph 

L-303, the total is 131,275.  When we add the off site overtime per year, the total is 1,570.  Request clarification.

A.  2.  There is no mistake concerning the on site direct labor.  113,275 hours is the correct total for on site direct labor per year.  The correct total for off site overtime labor is 1,570.
