(b) General

(1) The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the work under this contract.  The costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 31.205-46, which is incorporated by reference into this contract. (c) Per Diem

(a) Executive Summary of Corporate Experience. 

This section will include a high level synopsis of the technical and management approach and a validation of meeting the mandatory (Factor 1) requirements.  It will summarize corporate experience with providing on-site support for Navy C4I systems at Naval facilities AFLOAT and ASHORE and with their associated network operations centers.  It will include a narrative explanation of corporate commitment to the program including the organizational direct line of authority, risk assessment and proposed risk management for the program, reasons why the contractor feels the contract should be awarded to themselves, and any emphasis on personnel resumes (Part 2) or past performance (Part 3).
 

(b) Technical Approach.
This section shall demonstrate the Offeror’s overall concept of the work being proposed and plans/procedures for accomplishing the objectives and tasks set forth in clause C-3 and the Statement of Work (SOW).  The contractor shall provide a technical plan for describing how they intend to accomplish all the requirements of  clause C-3 and of the SOW.  

The Offeror is to detail the approach that would be used to accomplish each task area of C-3 of the contract and of the SOW paragraphs 3 and 4.  A task plan and technical approach shall be provided that presents the Offeror’s programmatic/analytical approach to meeting the task requirements.  The content and level of detail of the task plan shall be left to the discretion of the Offeror.
(c)  Management Approach. 

This section shall clearly identify the Offeror’s proposed organization and management plan/approach to satisfy the Government's requirements and shall explain and justify how the proposed organization will ensure the most effective and economical performance. Management of the process is key to success.  Offerors solutions provided for the C3 clause of the contract  and/or the SOW task areas shall include an explanation of how the Offeror’s management would supervise and control the efforts and workload to keep the Contracting Officer’s Representative and program office informed about the progress of the project, to include proposed metrics to be gathered to show effectiveness of supported programs and of the support projected. The contractor shall address at a minimum the following requirements:

L-14  OPTIONAL ORAL PRESENTATION (PART 4).  

If, after the evaluation of each Offeror in accordance with Section M, SPAWAR desires additional capability information prior to making a source selection decision, an oral presentation may be conducted for certain Offerors.  SPAWAR may perform a “down-select” of the two to three (2-3) most highly rated proposals considered most likely for award, considering the results of the evaluations per Section M.  Offerors not selected for inclusion in the “down-select” will not be further considered for award.  

Those Offerors chosen in the down-select may be requested to make an oral presentation concerning their proposal relevant to specified past performance, technical, and/or cost areas in accordance with the Oral Presentation guidelines outlined in paragraphs (a) through (g) below.  The Offeror’s presentation will be followed by a question and answer session, with the TEB members, PCO representatives and other Government representatives, to either clarify or expound on the assertions made by Offerors in either their presentation and/or capability of the offeror.  All presentations will be in accordance with the following criteria:

a.  Purpose of oral presentation.  The sole purpose of the oral presentation is to test an offeror’s knowledge of the requirements of the prospective contract and ability to meet the contract requirements.  The oral presentation will consist of a presentation by the offeror and a question and answer interview session with members of the Technical Evaluation Board that may include a sample task/problem given to the offeror’s presentation team to consider.  The interview session will include questions about the strategic approach to tasks, difficulties and risks to be encountered during performance of the contract described in the RFP, and how those difficulties and risks would be mitigated and managed.  Although the oral presentation will be evaluated, it will not constitute a part of an offer, and the information communicated thereby will not become a part of any contract resulting from the RFP.  The interview will not constitute discussions, as defined in FAR 15.306(d), nor will it obligate the Government to conduct discussions or to solicit or entertain any revisions to an offer. Each offeror shall then have 50 minutes maximum to discuss their experience and expertise in the following areas:  At-sea support to Navy C4I Systems, Network Operations Center (NOC) experience, Fleet C4I Staff Support, Battle Group Staff Support, Production/Testing/Fielding of Naval Communication Systems, Wide Area Networking, and IT Capability Upgrades to the Fleet to include emergent network technology and the ability to design and engineer solutions to unique problems that arise in the Fleet.  The presentations will be followed by a question-and-answer interview session, not-to-exceed 60 minutes, with the Technical Evaluation Board members.  A Sample Task may be provided as part of this question and answer period.  In that event, the offeror’s team will be provided a set amount of time for private discussions and then brief the resultant technical and management solution to the Technical Evaluation Board.  If exercised, the sample task and time for private discussions will be identical for all offerors.  During the preparation period for the sample task response, the offeror’s presentation team (participants and attendees) shall have no contact with anyone other than Government personnel on the evaluation team.  

f.  Documentation.  Offerors shall not use more than thirty flipcharts, overhead slides, or any combination thereof during their presentation.  An overhead slide projector and image projection system will be provided by the Government for offeror use during the presentation. Audio or video recordings of the presentation may be performed by the Government.

g.  Content of presentation. The presentation shall not encompass price or any other element of the offer.  Generally, offerors should deliver a presentation and provide answers which demonstrate a clear understanding of the technical requirements of the solicitation’s Statement of Work.  Questions will be representative of the type of effort to be provided under the contract.   Answers provide offerors the opportunity to demonstrate an understanding of the scope of the technical issues, risks, problems, and possible solutions associated with the envisioned work.

(b) Offerors proposals will be evaluated in 2 phases.  In Phase 1, Factor 1 will be evaluated on a pass/fail basis.  Only those Offerors that meet the Mandatory Requirements of Factor 1 will be evaluated further.  In the event that a proposal contains a deficiency in a mandatory area listed below, the proposal will be determined to be unacceptable regardless of an otherwise overall acceptable rating:

FACTOR 1 Mandatory Requirements:



1.1   Location.  Offerors must propose a specific facility to be located within 20 miles of SPAWAR Code 04C, 4301 Pacific Hwy, San Diego, CA 92110, at time of contract award.

1.2
Security.  Offerors must provide evidence (as confirmed by the SPAWAR Security Officer) that they will have a SECRET facility clearance within 90 calendar days of contract award.  All personnel proposed must possess at least a SECRET-level clearance at time of award.   At least 2 of the 4 AOR’s and all 4 of the UARNOC engineers specified in Clause C-5 must possess an SCI-level clearance at time of award.  The remaining 2 AORs must have interim SCI clearances.

(c) In Phase 2, proposals rated Acceptable for Factor 1 will then be rated and ranked on Factors 2-4.  Factors 2 and 3 combined are significantly more important than cost.  Although less important than Factors 2 and 3 combined, cost is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the remaining evaluation factors.  When Offerors are considered essentially equal in terms of technical capability, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the government, cost may become the determining factor for award.  In summary, cost/technical trade-offs will be made, and the extent to which one may be sacrificed for the other is governed only by the tests of rationality and consistency with the established evaluation factors.   The evaluation factors and subfactors listed below are in descending order of importance:

Past Performance will be evaluated for Quality, Timeliness, Cost Control, Business Relations, and Customer Satisfaction

FACTOR 3 – Technical and Personnel

Technical proposals will be evaluated for Corporate Experience, Personnel Experience, Technical Approach, and Management Approach (especially proposed metrics)

FACTOR 4 – Cost
Cost proposals will be evaluated for Total Cost over the life of the contract.

(i) FACTOR 2, PAST PERFORMANCE.  This factor will be used to assess the offeror’s corporate experience relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  

(1)  The Government will assess each offeror’s past performance.  The assessment will be a subjective, but unbiased, judgment about the quality of the offeror’s past performance.  The determination of which Offeror is the best value will reflect both the value of Offerors’ promises and the reliability of those promises as determined, in part, by their past performance.  Thus, the Government may value an Offeror with a superior record of past performance more highly than an Offeror whose past performance is satisfactory, even though the Offeror with the satisfactory record made better promises in its proposal.

(2)  The Government may base its judgment about the quality of an offeror’s past performance on (1) records of objective measurements and subjective ratings of specified performance attributes, if available, and (2) statements of opinion about the quality of specific aspects of an offeror’s performance, or about the quality of an offeror’s overall performance.  The Government may solicit information from an offeror’s customers and business associates; federal, state, and local government agencies; and from other persons and organizations.  The government reserves the right to limit the number of references it decides to contact and to contact references other than those provided by the Offeror.

Resumes are required for Key Personnel.  If resumes are provided for all personnel it will be graded as a STRENGTH.  If no resumes are provided for non-Key Personnel, it will be graded as a WEAKNESS. 

(3) Technical Approach:  Each Offeror's Executive Sumary, Management Approach Section and Techncial Approach section shall be evaluated to determine if processes and procedures proposed shall accomplish the objectives ans tasks set forth in each sub-paragraph of clause C-3 of the contract  and of the SOW areas.  Specifically evaluated will be proposed methods for At-sea support to Navy C4I Systems, Network Operations Center (NOC) and NCTAMS engineering support, Fleet C4I Staff Support, Battle Group Staff Support, Wide Area Networking, and support for IT capability upgrades to the Fleet to include emergent network technology and the ability to design and engineer solutions to unique problems that arise in the Fleet. (ii)  Cost Realism will be performed as part of the proposal evaluation process. The purpose of this evaluation shall be to (a) verify the offeror’s understanding of the requirements; (b) assess the degree to which the cost/price proposal reflects the approaches and/or risk assessments made in the technical proposal and (c) assess the degree to which the cost reflected in the cost/price proposal accurately represents the work efforts included in the technical proposal.  Unrealistic cost proposals may result in a re-evaluation and concurrent rescoring of technical proposals.

The results of the past performance review demonstrate a highly cooperative, capable, customer oriented organization to ensure consistent conscientious contract performance.  

ACCEPTABLE: Few or no problem areas reported by current or former customers.  Any problems were reported as promptly fixed to the customer’s satisfaction.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, little doubt exists that the Offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

UNACCEPTABLE: Current or former customers have reported many problems.  Based on the Offeror’s performance record, the probability of meeting the Government’s requirements is low.  The results of the past performance review demonstrates an organization that has not evidenced an ability to ensure consistent contract performance and indicates significant concerns in the offeror’s ability to provide satisfactory performance.  

NEUTRAL:
The Offeror has no relevant past performance.  Offerors lacking relevant past performance history will receive a neutral rating for past performance.  This has neither a positive nor a negative evaluation significance.  The Offeror must affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant or similar experience.

An OUTSTANDING response is characterized as follows:

· The response has major strengths which indicate exceptional capabilities that will substantially benefit the program.  The Offeror has convincingly demonstrated that the requirements have been analyzed and evaluated and effective and efficient performance will result.  

· There are no significant weaknesses.  Any minor weaknesses are insignificant when compared to the strengths.

· The response contains no risks or few minor risks for which alternatives are identified and considered achievable.

· The Offeror conformed in all respects to the requirements of the solicitation and instructions to Offerors and demonstrated attention to the details of the requirements.

It is recognized that a response need not have all of the above characteristics to be rated OUTSTANDING.  The evaluator must use judgment to rate the response using these characteristics.

· The response has strengths which indicate capabilities which will benefit the Government.  The Offeror has demonstrated that the requirements have been analyzed and efficient performance will result.

· There are no significant weaknesses.  There may be weaknesses but they are more than offset by strengths.

· The response contains minor or moderate risks for which alternatives are identified and considered achievable.

· The Offeror conformed to the requirements of the solicitation and instructions to Offerors and demonstrated attention to the details of the requirements.

It is recognized that a response need not have all of the above characteristics to be rated VERY GOOD.  The evaluator must use judgment to rate the response using these characteristics.

ACCEPTABLE
An ACCEPTABLE response is characterized as follows:

· The response meets the requirements of the solicitation.

· The response has few strengths.  The response demonstrates a generally adequate, but not always in-depth, understanding of the required effort.

· Weaknesses exist which are offset by strengths.

· The response contains moderate or high risks for which alternatives are identified and considered achievable.

· The offeror’s conformance to the requirements of the solicitation and instructions to Offerors showed moderate attention to details of the requirements.

It is recognized that a response need not have all of the above characteristics to be rated ACCEPTABLE.  The evaluator must use judgment to rate the response using these characteristics.

UNACCEPTABLE
An UNACCEPTABLE response has one or more of the following characteristics:

· The response does not meet the stated mandatory requirements of the solicitation.

· The response has very few, if any, strengths.  The offeror’s understanding of the Government’s requirements is so superficial, incomplete, incompatible, or incorrect as to require a total rewrite of the section of the proposal to make it acceptable.

· The response has significant weaknesses or deficiencies that are not offset by strengths.

· The response contains high risks for which alternatives are not identified or alternatives identified are not considered achievable.

· The offeror’s conformance to the requirements of the solicitation and instructions to offerors showed marked lack of attention to details of the requirements.

It is recognized that a response need not have all of the above characteristics to be rated UNACCEPTABLE.  The evaluator must use judgment to rate the response using these characteristics.

These are not key personnel.
