(b)  If any of the above holidays occur on a Saturday or a Sunday, then such holiday shall be observed by the Contractor in accordance with the practice as observed by the assigned Government employees at the using activity.

(c) The Contractor is responsible for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data.  To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is

required to confirm on an annual basis that its information in the CCR database is accurate and complete.

d.  Contractor’s estimated cost of travel, including relocation and cost of living expenses, if being requested


e.  Name(s) of individual(s) traveling, and


f.  A breakdown of estimated transportation and  per diem charges.

TRAVEL UNDER THIS CONTRACT IS ONLY AUTHORIZED IN THE TASK ORDERS ISSUED BY THE ORDERING OFFICER OR A MODIFICATION THERETO.

Costs for travel, subsistence, and lodging shall be reimbursed to the contractor only to the extent that it is necessary and authorized for performance of the services under this contract.  Reimbursement for the costs of subsistence and lodging shall be considered to be reasonable and allowable daily charges as compared to the maximum rates set forth in the following:


a.  Federal Travel Regulations prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the contiguous 48 United States;


b.  Joint Travel Regulations Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the territories and possessions of the United States; 


c.  Standardized Regulations, (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, “Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances in Foreign Areas” prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in (a) and (b) above.

The application of the rates described above would not constitute a reasonable daily charge (1) when no lodging costs are incurred; (2) more than one person/employee uses the same room for lodging; and/or (3) on partial travel days (e.g., day of departure and return).  Appropriate downward adjustments from the maximum per diem rates shall be required under these circumstances.

When authorized, per diem shall be paid by the Contractor to his employees at a rate not to exceed the prevailing locality per diem rate.  Fractional parts of a day shall be payable on a prorated basis for purposes of billing for per diem charges attributed to subsistence on days of travel.  Fractional billing shall be on a 1/4, 1/2, and 3/4 basis.

Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to payments to employees for authorized per diem, as described above, not to exceed the authorized per diem.  The contractor shall retain supporting documentation for per diem paid to employees as evidence of actual payments, as required by the “Allowable Cost and Payment” clause of the contract.

The contractor shall not be paid for travel for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the services are being performed.  Travel shall not be paid for services performed at the contractor’s home facility or at any location within a 50 mile driving radius of the contractor’s home facility.

Travel costs/personnel transportation other than described in the above paragraph, shall be allowed only to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of services under the contract as authorized (in writing) by the Ordering Officer.

The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission and in accordance with good traffic management principles.  When it is necessary to use air or rail travel the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.  Documentation must be provided to substantiate non-availability of coach or tourist if business or first class is proposed to accomplish travel requirements.

(4) 52.247-64, Preference for Privately-Owned U.S.-Flagged Commercial Vessels (46 U.S.C. 1241)(flow down not required for subcontracts awarded beginning May 1, 1996).

(d) The Contractor shall include the terms of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in subcontracts awarded under this contract.

I-4 ENGINEERING CHANGE PROPOSALS (JUL 1997) (DFARS 252.243-7000)

(a) The Contracting Officer may ask the Contractor to prepare engineering change proposals for engineering changes within the scope of this contract. Upon receipt of a written request from the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall prepare and submit an engineering change proposal in accordance with the instructions of MIL-STD-973, in effect on the date of contract award. 

(b) The Contractor may initiate engineering change proposals. Contractor initiated engineering change proposals shall include a "not to exceed" price* or a "not less than" price* and delivery adjustment. If the Contracting Officer orders the engineering change, the increase shall not exceed nor the decrease be less than the "not to exceed" or "not less than" amounts**. 

(c) When the price** of the engineering change is $500,000 or more, the Contractor shall submit 

(1) A completed SF 1411, Contract Pricing Proposal Cover Sheet, [(Cost or Pricing Data Required)] and 

(2) At the time of agreement on price*, [or on another date agreed upon between the parties] a signed Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data. 

I-5 TRANSPORTATION OF SUPPLIES BY SEA (NOV 1995)  (DFARS 252.247-7023)
(a) Definitions.

As used in this clause--


(1) "Components" means articles, materials, and supplies incorporated directly into end products at any level of manufacture, fabrication, or assembly by the Contractor or any subcontractor.


(2) "Department of Defense" (DoD) means the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, and defense agencies.


(3) "Foreign flag vessel" means any vessel that is not a U.S.-flag vessel.


(4) "Ocean transportation" means any transportation aboard a ship, vessel, boat, barge, or ferry through international waters.


(5) "Subcontractor" means a supplier, materialman, distributor, or vendor at any level below the prime contractor whose contractual obligation to perform results from, or is conditioned upon, award of the prime contract and who is performing any part of the work or other requirement of the prime contract.  However, effective May 1, 1996, the term does not include a supplier, materialman, distributor, or vendor of commercial items or commercial components.


(6) "Supplies" means all property, except land and interests in land, that is clearly identifiable for eventual use by or owned by the DoD at the time of transportation by sea.



 (i) An item is clearly identifiable for eventual use by the DoD if, for example, the contract documentation contains a reference to a DoD contract number or a military destination.



(ii) "Supplies" includes (but is not limited to) public works; buildings and facilities; ships; floating equipment and vessels of every character, type, and description, with parts, subassemblies, accessories, and equipment; machine tools, material; equipment; stores of all kinds; end items; construction materials; and components of the foregoing.


(7) "U.S.-flag vessel" means a vessel of the United States or belonging to the United States, including any vessel registered or having national status under the laws of the United States.

(b) The Contractor shall employ U.S.-flag vessels in the transportation by sea of any supplies to be furnished in the performance of this contract.  The Contractor and its subcontractors may request that the Contracting Officer authorize shipment in foreign-flag vessels, or designate available U.S.-flag vessels, if the Contractor or a subcontractor believes that--


(1) U.S.-flag vessels are not available for timely shipment;


(2) The freight charges are inordinately excessive or unreasonable; or


(3) Freight charges are higher than charges to private persons for transportation of like goods.

(c) The Contractor must submit any request for use of other than U.S.-flag vessels in writing to the Contracting Officer at least 45 days prior to the sailing date necessary to meet its delivery schedules. The Contracting Officer will process requests submitted after such date(s) as expeditiously as possible, but the Contracting Officer's failure to grant approvals to meet the shipper's sailing date will not of itself constitute a compensable delay under this or any other clause of this contract.  Requests shall contain at a minimum--


(1) Type, weight, and cube of cargo;


(2) Required shipping date;


(3) Special handling and discharge requirements;


(4) Loading and discharge points;


(5) Name of shipper and consignee;


(6) Prime contract number; and


(7) A documented description of efforts made to secure U.S.-flag vessels, including points of contact (with names and telephone numbers) with at least two U.S.-flag carriers contacted.  Copies of telephone notes, telegraphic and facsimile message or letters will be sufficient for this purpose.

(d) The Contractor shall, within 30 days after each shipment covered by this clause, provide the Contracting Officer and the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, U.S. Department of Transportation, Washington, DC 20590, one copy of the rated on board vessel operating carrier's ocean bill of lading, which shall contain the following information--

     (1) Prime contract number;


(2) Name of vessels;


(3) Vessel flag of registry;


(4) Date of loading;


(5) Port of loading;


(6) Port of final discharge;


(7) Description of commodity;


(8) Gross weight in pounds and cubic feet if available;


(9) Total ocean freight in U.S. dollars; and


(10) Name of the steamship company.

(e) The Contractor agree to provide with its final invoice under this contract a representation that to the best of its knowledge and belief--


(1) No ocean transportation was used in the performance of this contract;


(2) Ocean transportation was used and only U.S.-flag vessels were used for all ocean shipments under the contract;


(3) Ocean transportation was used, and the Contractor had the written consent of the Contracting Officer for all non-U.S.-flag ocean transportation; or


(4) Ocean transportation was used and some or all of the shipments were made on non-U.S.-flag vessels without the written consent of the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall describe these shipments in the following format:

It is the responsibility of offerors to ensure that their questions are received no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the solicitation closing date.  Offerors should note that the closing date will not be extended on the basis of questions received within two weeks of the solicitation closing date.

The technical proposal shall be presented to the Government by means of an oral presentation to the Contracting Officer and the Source Selection Panel (SSPL).  All supplemental technical information, Volumes I and II, as described in paragraphs 9.2.9 through 9.2.12 below, shall be submitted in both written and electronic form.

The order in which offerors will make their presentations will be determined by a drawing of lots by the Contracting Officer after receipt of proposals.  Oral presentations will be scheduled no later than seven (7) working days after receipt of proposals.  Oral presentations will commence no later than fourteen (14) working days after the submittal of proposals and shall be accomplished at a rate of two offerors per day until all offerors have made their presentations.  Oral presentations of each technical proposal are limited to two (2) hours.

Once notified of their scheduled presentation date, time, and location, offerors shall complete their presentations on the scheduled date and time.  Requests by offerors to reschedule the date and time of their oral presentation will normally not be entertained; However, the Government may choose, at its discretion, to grant the request for an extension, due to extraordinary circumstances only.  Unsuccessful requests for rescheduling of oral presentations shall not be judged by the Government to be a valid basis for protest.

9.2.5 Telegraphic offers will not be considered.

9.2.6 Proposals submitted in response to this RFP must contain comprehensive information on all pertinent aspects of the effort being offered to enable the Government to evaluate the offeror’s understanding of, and capability to accomplish, all the stated requirements covered in the SOW.  Throughout the proposal, the offeror shall provide sufficient detail to substantiate the validity of all stated claims.  Proposals shall be submitted in accordance with the instructions herein.  Non-conformance with the RFP requirements may render the proposal outside the competitive range and remove it from further consideration.  An offeror’s proposal is presumed to represent his best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Further, the offeror shall indicate that the proposal is in compliance with each requirement of the RFP and shall explain how compliance is achieved.  Only one proposal from each offeror will be accepted.  Any alternative approach shall be contained in the one proposal as tradeoffs discussing costs, schedule, and risks of the alternative approach.  The proposal must be sufficiently complete to demonstrate how the offeror proposes to comply with the requirements of the RFP.  Clarity, completeness and conciseness are essential, and the overall quality of the proposal will be evaluated in the context of being representative of the offeror’s capabilities.  Data submitted with the written proposal cannot be changed during the oral presentations and shall take precedence.  New data provided in the oral presentation will be evaluated.  Responses must adequately address all specific RFP requirements.

9.2.7 The proposal should only contain material that is directly related to the SOW or is in response to the RFP.  Statements such as “the offeror understands,” and “the offeror shall/can comply,” along with responses that paraphrase the RFP, are considered inadequate.  Phrases such as “standard procedures will be employed” or “well known techniques will be used,” without a specific Government or industry reference, will be considered inadequate and unsatisfactory.

9.2.8 Unnecessarily elaborate presentations, elaborate artwork, expensive paper, and expensive visual aids are not desired and may be considered as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.

9.2.9 Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall be unclassified and consist of two (2) separately bound volumes: Volume I – Technical Proposal, and Volume II – Cost Proposal. Offerors shall submit a hard copy original of both the technical and cost proposals, several copies as listed below and one (1) electronic copy of each volume on separate 3.5” floppy disks.

The Technical Proposal, Volume I shall be comprised of the following information:

1) Briefing slides- A maximum of 30 to be used during the oral presentation.  These shall be standard over-head slides only.  These slides shall provide the information necessary for the following: (1) Executive Summary   (2) Technical  Approach and (3)  Management Support Plan.

2) Resume Addenda- This is to contain the resumes of all proposed personnel 

3) Past Performance Addenda- This is to contain the past performance data

The Technical Proposal, Volume I  should be submitted with and at the same time as the Cost Proposal, Volume II.  The briefing slides submitted will be used as secondary resources only; the oral presentation itself will be given primary consideration as representative of each offeror’s technical capability.  Offerors shall not modify, amend, or alter in any way, the briefing slides submitted when oral presentations are given.

Offerors shall submit resumes of all proposed FSE personnel and past performance data in accordance with paragraphs 9.5.2 and 9.5.4, 

respectively.  Each personnel resumes and past performance data for 

each contract are subject to a page limit of two pages  

9.2.10 Each volume of the original signed proposal shall be provided in a separate 3-ring binder.  A cover sheet shall be affixed to each volume, clearly marked with the volume number, the RFP number, and the offeror’s name.  The volume number shall also appear on the spine of the volume binder.

9.2.11 The hard copies of both technical and cost proposals shall be as follows:  Both  volumes shall use 8 ½” x 11” equivalent white bond paper with single-spaced typed lines, including figures, glossaries, table of contents, and cover sheets.  Folded pages will be allowed, but each 8 ½” x 11” equivalent area or part thereof will be counted as a separate page.  Standard margins for Word text documents shall be a minimum of one inch.  Standard margins for hard copies of PowerPoint viewgraphs shall be 7.5”x 10”.  Type size will be no smaller than 12-point in the text and any spreadsheets or other attachments.  Type size shall be no smaller than 14-point in the text and in the charts presented during the technical/management oral presentations and 6-point drawings, figures, and tables. The same standard margins and font sizes shall also apply to information submitted in electronic format.  

9.2.12 All text documents shall be prepared in the word processing application Microsoft Word 6.0 or higher or Microsoft Power Point 4.0 or higher, for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  To the extent needed, simple line drawings (graphics) will be prepared in the application Microsoft PowerPoint 4.0 for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  Tables not easily established with simple tabbing in the word processing document shall be prepared as a spreadsheet and submitted in the application Microsoft Excel 5.0 for a Windows NT 4.0 operating system.  All PowerPoint, scanned documents, other graphic formats, spreadsheets or tables are to be prepared as separate files, incorporated in the word processing file.

9.2.13 It is a requirement that cost and pricing type data be included only in the Cost Proposal (Volume II).  Under no circumstances shall cost type data be included elsewhere.

9.2.14 The proposal shall be accompanied by a letter of transmittal prepared on the offeror’s letterhead stationary and signed by an individual authorized to commit the company to the proposal.  The cover letter shall identify all enclosures being transmitted as part of the proposal.  The letter shall reference the RFP number and acknowledge that it transmits an offer in response to the RFP.  It shall state (1) Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) number, (2) address(es) of the location(s) at which the offeror intends to perform the proposed effort, and (3) that the proposal is valid for 180 days after date of submission.  If teaming or subcontracting with another company(ies) is proposed, a copy of the teaming or subcontractor agreement(s) shall be provided.

9.2.15 Proprietary data contained in the proposal shall be specifically identified.

9.3 ORAL PRESENTATION
9.3.1 General Information: An oral presentation (in person) to the Navy will be required.  Every offeror must make an oral presentation and participate in a question and answer session conducted by representatives of the Government.  The purpose of the oral presentation is to assess the offeror’s knowledge and understanding of the Government’s requirements as described in the SOW.   The oral presentation and question and answer session will not constitute communications or discussions, as defined by FAR 15.306, and will not obligate the Government to determine a competitive range, conduct discussions, or solicit or entertain revised or best and final offers.

Statements made by the offeror during the oral presentation or the question and answer session will not become part of any resultant contract.  Offerors will not be provided a second attempt to make their oral presentation.

9.3.2 At the introduction, the offeror shall identify the authors of the presentation by name and association with the offeror.  Introduction will not be timed.  Attendance at the oral presentation and question and answer session is limited to the offeror’s and/or subcontractor’s current or proposed program manager, two (2) leading technical personnel to be assigned to the program and two (2) additional support or management personnel (i.e., CEO’s, company presidents, legal representatives, etc.).  The principal presenter shall be the Program Manager who will be assigned to this program.  This Program Manager shall present at least 50% of the proposal.  The remaining four personnel may present the remaining portions of the proposal.  No professional presenters are permitted.  Therefore, the maximum number of offeror’s personnel permitted to be present during oral presentations shall be five (5).  Only the offeror’s presenters (current or proposed personnel) will be permitted to give the presentation and answer questions in the question and answer session.  If an offeror proposes current Government employees, the names may be submitted as part of their proposal; however, Government employees are not permitted to make oral or written communication to the Government on behalf of an offeror (reference 18 U.S.C. 203 and 205).  In this situation, other current or proposed offeror and/or subcontractor personnel are permitted to participate in the oral presentation.  

9.3.3 The oral presentation shall last a maximum of two hours. The videotaping will be done in two (2) parts, subject to the time limitations shown below:

The only break will be scheduled just prior to the question and answer period.  Offerors will not be permitted outside communications via cellular phone, telephone, message-style pagers, etc., during oral presentations.

9.3.4 Upon completion of the presentation, the Government will caucus to discuss the offeror’s presentation and to formulate any questions regarding the presentation.  These questions will be asked verbally after the Government caucus, and the offeror will be required to answer the questions orally. The question and answer session will last a maximum of 60 minutes.  Questions may be asked concerning any portion of the complete proposal, including the oral or written portions of the proposal.

9.4 VIDEOTAPING OF ORAL PRESENTATIONS
9.4.1 The Government will be responsible for videotaping the oral presentations.  The videos will be stationary views (i.e., cameras on tripods) of both the presenter and his/her presentation slides. 9.5.1.Executive Summary:  The Executive Summary is a portion of the technical approach discussed next.  This is a high level synopsis of the technical approach.  It shall include a program overview, validation of meeting the mandatory requirements, a narrative explanation of corporate commitment to the program including the organizational direct line of authority, risk assessment and proposed risk management for the program, reasons why the contractor feels the contract should be awarded to themselves, the offeror’s plans and procedures for reacting to an emergent task with a short-fused due date and any emphasis on personnel resumes or past performance addenda.
 

9.5.2 Technical Approach

This section shall provide a concise statement of the purpose, objectives, and potential problems of the project.  This section shall demonstrate the offeror's overall concept of the work being proposed and plans/procedures for accomplishing the objectives and tasks set forth in the Statement of Work (SOW). This approach shall include a list of key personnel that will be assigned to this program.  Personnel and expertise implementing your approach will be important.   Only as a reference point to start from, the government is providing one possible technical approach for personnel in synopsis.  The following is that possible technical approach:

Twelve teams of three FSE Technical Advisors, four additional FSE Senior Technical Advisors assigned separately and one FSE Program Manager for a total support of forty-one full-time personnel.  Support from CONUS could include eight of these teams.  Four of these CONUS teams could be located on the West Coast and the other four on the East Coast.  Support in theater could include the remaining four teams.  One team could be assigned to CINCLANTFLT, CINCPACFLT, CINCUSNAVEUR, and CINCFIFTHFLT respectively.   Each team could consist of one FSE Senior Technical Advisor and two from either FSE Technical Advisors or FSE Junior Technical Advisors.  One Senior Technical Advisor could be assigned to COMSECONDFLT, COMTHIRDFLT, COMSIXTHFLT, and COMSEVENTHFLT.  One or more of the FSE Senior Technical Advisors could be FSE Senior Network Advisors.  The FSE Analysts Advisors or FSE Technical Writers would be part-time. 

The contractors may and are strongly encouraged to submit their own alternative plans for consideration.  Justification should be provide to support your technical approach. 


The offeror's proposal must demonstrate that the technical and managerial personnel to be assigned to the contract are capable of satisfactorily completing the efforts required in 3.1 through 3.2.2 of the SOW and the meet the qualifications of 5.0 through 5.8 of the SOW. 

Resumes are required for all individuals and will be included in Addendum 1. The key personnel will be the primary individuals who interface with SPAWAR, the fleet and Government task leaders. Resumes shall include as a minimum, the employee's education and specific experiences that are directly related to the requirements of the SOW.  Resumes shall be included as an addendum to the technical proposal, and shall not be included in the page limitation of the technical proposal. The resumes shall clearly demonstrate the relationship between each proposed individual's relevant qualifications and the tasks to be performed by that individual. Resumes will be in chronological order with the latest dates of employment first and will identify the company or agency, period of employment, job description of the individual and POCs with phone numbers. When an offeror intends to substitute education in lieu of the stated experience requirements contained in 5.0 in the SOW, it is incumbent upon the offeror to justify such substitutions as beneficial to the Government in performing tasks identified in the SOW. 

Resumes of personnel not presently employed by the offeror must be accompanied with a letter of intent stating their intent to join the offeror within thirty (30) days of contract award.  Resumes shall also be provided for any proposed subcontractor or consultant as well as letters of intent between the offeror and proposed subcontractor or consultant. 

A Matrix should be provided assigning FSE personnel specific tasks, the percentage of time they will be assigned to the program, their labor category and estimated travel requirements.  In synopsis the total number of hours per labor category shall be provided.

In addition, the technical approach shall describe subcontractor(s) to be utilized during all phases of the contract term.  This section shall demonstrate that the proposed subcontractor(s) has/have the proven organizational, technical, and management capabilities available to successfully undertake and complete the assigned tasks.  Specifically, the offeror shall demonstrate their ability to ensure timeliness, cost and quality of subcontractors' products.  In addition, the offeror shall identify whether subcontractors, if any, were selected competitively or non-competitively. 

Confirmation of meeting the mandatory requirements as outlined in Section M.1.1 must be presented in this section.
This section should not repeat the SOW requirements verbatim, or merely paraphrase the requirements.

9.5.3 Management Support Plan 

This plan shall clearly identify the offeror's proposed organization to satisfy the Government's requirements and shall explain and justify how the proposed organization will ensure the most effective and economical performance. The contractor shall provide a Management Support Plan (MSP), which shall address at a minimum the following requirements:  (1) Organizational matrix including subcontractors and how all important aspects of the contract will be administered.  The lines of authority and all senior contractor representatives that will be involved with this program will be listed, (2) Plan for how tasks, Quality Assurance (QA), milestones, costs and deliverables will be tracked, (3) Procedures for timely professional reaction to personnel problems, (4) Planned In-house training for this program, (5) Company plan for travel reimbursements including travel abroad.  This plan shall include relocation expenses and cost of living adjustments for costs abroad, (6) Plan for all personnel working under this contract to have access to computers and reproduction equipment for generating technical reports and electronic transfer of files, (7) Plan to keep the qualified FSE personnel and (8) Plan to replace FSE personnel who leave.

9.5.4  Past Performance

The contractor or one (1) of the contractors, if teamed together, shall have a minimum of one (1) year experience in Navy C4ISR programs, within the last five (5) years.  The more depth, breadth and current the experience the more desirable. The offeror shall provide a list of all DoD contracts that are currently active or have been completed within the last five years and which are/were concerned with Navy C4ISR  programs.  The list shall be included as an addendum to the technical proposal, and shall not be included in the page limitation of the technical proposal. 9.5.6 Utilization of Small, Small Disadvantaged, and Women Owned Businesses

This solicitation is planned as a small business set-aside.

9.6 COST PROPOSAL
These instructions are to assist the offeror in submitting cost or pricing type data.  The Government requires this data to thoroughly evaluate the reasonableness of the proposed cost.  Compliance with these instructions is required, and failure to comply may result in rejection of the proposal.  The burden of proof for cost credibility rests with the offeror.  Data beyond that required by this instruction shall not be submitted unless it is considered essential to document or support the cost position.  All information relating to cost or pricing type data must be included in Volume II – Cost Proposal.  Under no circumstances shall cost or pricing data be included elsewhere in the proposal.

The cost proposal shall be predicted upon award of a Cost Plus Fixed Fee contract.  The offeror shall provide comprehensive narrative support for the cost proposal.  Failure to satisfy this requirement may be considered a serious deficiency.  This also applies to each subcontractor and each interdivisional transfer.  If work is to be performed by two or more divisions or subsidiaries within the prime corporation, each division or subsidiary shall submit a separate set of cost data for its portion of the effort.  This does not relieve the offeror from incorporating these costs into the overall cost summary.
The cost proposal will present the offeror’s understanding of the RFP’s requirements, the traceability of the cost to the offeror’s technical proposal and the proposed allocation of staff hours and labor mix.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and cost or price should be explained in the cost volume.  The burden of proof for the cost credibility rests with the offeror.

It is expected that this contract will be awarded based upon a determination that there is adequate price competition; therefore, the offeror is not required to submit or certify cost or pricing data (SF 1411) with its proposal. If, after receipt of the proposals, the 

Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist in accordance with FAR 15.403-1, the offeror shall provide certified cost or pricing data as requested by the Contracting Officer.

9.6.1 Content
Offerors are to submit a cost proposal for this procurement in accordance with the following instructions.  The Cost Proposal shall be based upon an anticipated award date of  1 April 1999.  The Cost Proposal shall include the following:

a) The Cost Proposal shall include a signed copy of the Standard Form (SF) 33 and other sections requiring “fill-in”.  On the first page of this volume, the offeror should certify that the proposal has been prepared completely consistent with the terms and conditions of the solicitation.  However, if exceptions are taken, they shall be clearly set forth and shall be explained by the offeror with the understanding that the exceptions may render the offeror’s proposal unacceptable to the Government.

b) Information sufficient to conduct a cost realism analysis, as defined at FAR 15.404-1(d) for the base period of contract award, estimated to be 01 April 1999 through 31 March 2000, and cost realism information for four (4) twelve month option periods; from 01 April 2000 through 31 March 2004.  The information requested shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements described in paragraphs 9.6.3.1 through 9.6.3.6 below.

c) Information sufficient to conduct a cost realism analysis for any proposed subcontractor for the base period of contract award, estimated to be 01 April 1999 through 31 March 2000, and cost realism information for four (4) twelve month option periods; from 01 April 1999 through 31 March 2004. Offerors who intend to use subcontracted effort as part of their proposal are responsible for ensuring that the information provided by proposed subcontractors shall be sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to evaluate the cost elements described in paragraphs 9.6.3.1 through 9.6.3.6 below. All subcontract proposals should contain a complete breakout and description of hours, rates, and other direct costs, and provide a summary sheet showing proposed costs by year.  Proprietary information may be submitted to the Government under separate cover.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in significant problems in the cost evaluation of the proposal since the lack of complete cost data relative to the subcontracted effort may affect the Government’s ability to make a determination of the reasonableness and realism of the total effort proposed.

d) The names and telephone numbers of persons authorized to conduct  negotiations, as well as the name of the official authorized to bind the offeror’s organization.  Additionally, offerors are requested to state the name and telephone number of the cognizant DCAA branch office for their company with a point of contact who is familiar with the company, and the cognizant ACO.  This applies to any proposed subcontractors as well.

9.6.2 Cost Realism

To minimize built-in cost growth, the Government intends to evaluate the realism of each offeror’s proposed cost in terms of the offeror’s proposed approach.  Proposals may be adjusted to the degree that the proposed costs are unrealistic.  To assist the Government’s evaluation, offerors are required to furnish the procedure and rationale used  to compile the proposed costs.  The offeror shall provide a summary description of the proposed standard estimating system or methods.  The summary description shall cover separately each major cost element (i.e. direct labor, indirect costs, and direct costs).  Also, the offeror shall identify any significant deviation from the proposed standard estimating procedures in preparing this proposal.  If the proposal contains any deviations from the offeror’s normal forward pricing rates, either labor or burden, specifically identify the areas of deviation and state whether or not a formal change has been submitted to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) office.  The burden for cost credibility rests with the offeror.

9.6.3 Cost Information
The Cost Proposal shall include line item level cost breakdowns of each contract line item number (CLIN), for both the firm item and option items.  The breakdowns shall identify direct material costs, subcontractor costs, direct labor costs (including direct labor hours), indirect expenses, and other direct costs.  Information shall be submitted for the following categories:

9.6.3.1 Direct labor The cost proposal shall include a manpower loading table for the base year and each option year, containing the proposed direct labor mix.  The following labor skill mix is suggested for total hours and not for costs. These percentages are based upon historical data and projections of future Navy C4ISR requirements.  Deviations from the recommended skill mix range shall be justified by the offeror in writing.

FSE LVL IV Senior Network Advisors (20%)

FSE LVL III Senior Technical Advisors:  (35%)

     FSE LVL II ADP and RF Advisors: (25%)


FSE LVL I Junior Advisors: (12%)


FSE Analysts:  (3%)


FSE Technical Writer:  (2%)

The cost proposals shall also contain an itemization of direct labor hours and direct labor costs, by CLIN and labor category, for the base year and each option year. A copy of any current negotiated forward pricing agreements, if applicable, shall be provided, citing the period covered by the agreements. In the absence of a forward pricing agreement, the offeror shall provide the actual labor rates for the prior three years, as well as an explanation of the processes and calculations used to derive the proposed direct labor rates, including a discussion of rate escalation and how it was applied. 

9.6.3.2 Indirect Costs (Fringe Benefits, Overhead, General and Administrative Expenses).  Indirect costs shall be proposed by applying indirect cost rates recommended by DCAA for forward pricing.  When there is no agreement between DCAA and the offeror’s organization for the later years of the contract, the offeror will provide the actual indirect cost rates for the prior three years, as well as information showing trends and budgetary data as necessary to provide a basis for evaluation of forecast realism and future probabilities, and reasonableness of the proposed rates.

9.6.3.3 Other Direct Costs and Travel. Cost data and rationale sufficient to establish the reasonableness and necessity of the proposed costs shall support other Direct Costs.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for travel expenses based on actual, reasonable costs in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) 31.205-46.  Travel should be priced in accordance with the contractor’s proposed technical approach/plan developed as a requirement of Section L, paragraph 9.5.2 and 4.2.3 of the SOW.

9.6.3.4 Cost of Money as an Element of the Cost of Facilities Capital.  CAS 414 establishes criteria for the measurement and allocation of the cost of capital committed to facilities as an element of the contract cost.  If the offeror is CAS covered and proposes cost of money, the applicable cost of money rate will be computed in accordance with CAS 414.50(b).  DD Form 1861, or reasonable facsimile, must be used and made part of the cost proposal.

9.6.3.5 Fixed Fee.  Provide rationale for the proposed amount.  (See FAR 15.404-4).

9.6.3.6 Cost Summary.  The cost proposal shall itemize, by base year and each option year, all direct labor costs, consultant and subcontractor costs, if any, computer time, other direct costs, and all indirect costs for a total proposed cost.

M.1 Evaluation Factors for Award

A contract award will be made to the responsible offeror that meets the mandatory requirements described below and whose proposal is considered to be the best value to the Government, after considering both cost and technical factors.  The three (3) technical factors are, in descending order of importance, Technical Approach, Past Performance, and Management Support/Plan.  These technical factors, when combined, are slightly  more important than cost.  However, cost is an important factor and should be considered when preparing responsive proposals.  The importance of cost as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the technical evaluation factors.  When the offerors within the competitive range, if a competitive range is established, are considered essentially equal in terms of technical capability, or when cost is so significantly high as to diminish the value of the technical superiority to the Government, cost may become the determining factor for award. 

The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors.  However, the Government reserves the right to hold discussions if necessary.  A contract award will be made to the responsible offeror whose proposal is considered to be the best value to the Government, cost and other factors considered.  
It is the offeror’s responsibility to provide information and evidence that clearly demonstrates its ability to satisfactorily respond to the contract requirements and categories listed below.

M.1.1 Mandatory Requirements.  In the event that a proposal contains a deficiency in a mandatory area listed below, the proposal shall be determined to be unacceptable regardless of an otherwise overall acceptable rating:

(1) Organizational Conflict of Interest clause: Offerors must accept an organizational conflict of interest clause substantially as stipulated in the Request for Proposal (RFP).

(2) All personnel utilized must possess at least a SECRET clearance by contract award date. 

M.2 Technical Proposal 

All of the following technical evaluation factors are listed in descending order of importance with the most important listed first. The Technical Approach M.2.1, is significantly more important than the Past Performance, M.2.2 and Management Support Plan, M.2.3, combined. Personnel is significantly more important than all the other elements of the Technical Approach combined.  Past Performance is more important than M.2.3, Management Support/Plan.

M.2.1  Technical Approach:  This factor will be used to assess each offeror’s concept of and depth of understanding of the solicitation requirements, and the adequacy and credibility of each offeror’s approach to performing tasks covered by the Statement of Work.  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated on the basis of whether (1) a thorough understanding of the purposes and objectives of the scope of work is demonstrated, and (2) an ability and skill at satisfying the requirements and objectives of the Statement of Work is demonstrated,(3) The credibility of each offeror’s approach to perform tasks covered by the SOW and (4) The valid reasons why the offeror should be awarded this solicitation.
Personnel implementing your company approach will be the most significant factor.  The Personnel Resumes will be used to assess the experience of the offeror’s personnel, including subcontractors relative to the requirements of the solicitation SOW.  The education and experience levels of the personnel that the contractor proposes to assign to each task, and evidence of employment commitment, will be reviewed and evaluated.  Such evaluations will include a determination of whether the proposed personnel meet or exceed the required qualifications specified in 5.0 through 5.8 of the SOW.

The  Personnel Matrix and Executive Summary are two other significant factors of the Technical Approach that will be evaluated.  The Personnel Matrix provides the link between all the FSE personnel assigned and where they will be assigned, the percentage of time they will be assigned to the program, their labor category, and planned travel requirements. In synopsis the total 

number of hours per category will be provided.   The Executive Summary provides a high level perspective which will tie the entire technical approach together.
M.2.2. Contractor Past Performance:  This factor will be used to assess the offeror’s experience relative to the requirements of the solicitation SOW.  The contractor shall meet the requirements of 4.3.1 of the SOW.  The proposal will be evaluated to determine if the offeror has clearly shown previous successful participation in providing similar Navy C4ISR support.  The Government will evaluate all data presented by the offeror. The Government reserves the right to evaluate data in existing Government data bases, and data from cognizant procuring and contract administration offices as part of the past performance evaluation.  Problems found in the data that have not been addressed by the offeror will be assumed still to be in existence.  Any past or present performance problems may be considered resolved when the offeror is able to provide documentation by presenting the root cause corrective actions taken or being taken.  The Government also reserves the right to obtain information from other sources internal and external to the Government (in addition to that submitted by the offeror) in order to establish its best value analysis of the offeror’s past performance.

The following elements of the offeror’s past performance will be reviewed by the Source Selection Panel (SSPL) based on the information provided by the offeror:

1. Quality

2. Timeliness

3. Cost Control

4. Business Relations

5. Customer Satisfaction

6. Integrity

All elements are of equal importance.

M.2.3 Contractor Management Support:   The Management Support Plan (MSP shall address the following eight (8) elements:  (1) Organizational matrix including subcontractors and how all important aspects of the contract will be administered.  The lines of authority and all senior contractor representatives that will be involved with this program will be listed, (2) Plan for how tasks, milestones, costs and deliverables will be tracked, (3) Procedures for timely professional reaction to personnel problems, (4) Planned In-house training for this program, (5) Company plan for travel reimbursements including travel abroad.  This plan shall include relocation expenses and cost of living adjustments for costs abroad, (6) Plan for all personnel working under this contract to have access to computers and reproduction equipment for generating technical reports and electronic transfer of files, (7) Plan to keep the qualified FSE personnel, and (8) Plan to replace FSE personnel who leave. Each element is of equal importance.  

M.3 Cost
Cost will be evaluated by adding the costs of the options to those of the basic requirement.  Cost proposals will be analyzed for realism.  The resulting realistic cost estimate will be used in evaluation of cost.
