Statement of Need

For the

Integrated Undersea Surveillance System (IUSS)

Logistic Support Facility (LSF)

SCOPE
This Statement of Need defines the contractor services required to operate the Integrated Undersea Surveillance System (IUSS) Logistic Support Facility (LSF).  The LSF is located within the IUSS Operations Support Center (IOSC), Naval Amphibious Base Little Creek, Norfolk, Virginia.  The services provided by the contractor shall include:

· Project Management

· Administrative Services

· Operation of the Logistic Support Facility

· IUSS Configuration and Logistic Management System (ICLMS)

· Outfitting for IUSS Afloat and Ashore Sites

Background

The IUSS LSF has been in existence since 1984 under the cognizance of the Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR) Mobile Surveillance Systems Program Office, PMW 182 and is operated under contract through the Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance Directorate, PD18.  The LSF was established to provide logistic support (i.e. supply support, inventory management of both Navy and non-Navy assets, and ICLMS operations and maintenance for IUSS mission equipment, including Surveillance Towed Array Sensor Systems (SURTASS); Fixed Surveillance System (FSS); Advanced Deployable Systems (ADS); International Programs/Foreign Military Sales (FMS); and other special project tasks requiring logistic support services within the scope of the SOW.  Computer resources are provided through the IUSS Configuration and Logistic Management System (ICLMS), which is an automated management support system used to provide the management, logistic support and configuration control for all IUSS installations worldwide.  For the purposes of this statement the term IUSS includes all fixed, mobile, and deployable IUSS programs managed by PD18.

Definitions

For the purposes of clarification within this statement, the following definitions apply:

· IOSC – The IUSS Operations Support Center, located in building 1558 at NAB Little Creek and all external locations under the direct control of the Center.  This includes the IUSS Operations Support Detachment (IOSD) at Pearl City, Hawaii as well as Government and commercial warehouses in proximity to Little Creek, Pearl City, and worldwide locations.

· LSF – The IUSS Logistics Support Facility which is an integral part of the IOSC and IOSD, including warehouses.

· Ships – TAGOS class vessels, RV CORY CHOUEST, Crafts of Opportunity (COOPs), and other ships used in IUSS operations and missions.

· Shore – IUSS installations and facilities located ashore, including NOPFs, NAVFACs, remote facilities, allied (FMS) facilities, and special project locations.

· Site – An identification name or number used to designate a specific ship, shore installation or facility.  (This is a specific data element used within the ICLMS for configuration management.)

REQUIREMENTS

Task A - Program Management
· Program Management - The contractor shall perform program management covering the planning, execution and control of effort necessary to accomplish the tasks as set forth in the approved Contractor’s LSF Program Management Plan and in conformance with the Statement of Work

· Quality Program - The contractor shall organize and staff the Logistic Support Facility (LSF) to ensure that logistics support requirements of the SOW are met.  This includes assurance that material requests from IUSS afloat and ashore sites and activities supporting the worldwide IUSS mission, International Programs, and special project tasks are processed and responded to in accordance with the urgency of the request.  To ensure these services satisfy customer expectations for technical performance and schedule, the contractor shall implement and maintain a Quality Program consistent with the ANSI/ASQC 9000 Series (ISO 9000/9001/9002).  ANSI/ASQC Q9000 is recommended to be used as a guide though other approaches to implementing a quality program are not summarily prohibited

Task B ‑ Administrative Services

· Technical Documentation Repository - The contractor shall maintain a Technical Documentation Repository (Library) at the Logistic Support Facility containing publications, drawings, technical manuals and aperture cards applicable to IUSS programs in paper or electronic media, as originally provided.  The contractor shall be responsible for the control and tracking of documentation and for the posting of published changes into IUSS documentation maintained in the Repository.  The contractor shall also establish and maintain temporary checkout capability to provide copies of documents in inventory within 72 hours of request, save the last copy of any document.  The contractor shall maintain a current document listing that may be posted on PD18 intranet pages as may be required
· IOSC Physical Security - The contractor shall provide the physical and administrative security services for the IUSS Operations Support Center (IOSC), Little Creek, Virginia.  Services shall include:

· Visitor control and clearance services.
· Building access badging and control, including operation and maintenance of the IOSC Video Badging System (VBS).
· Security briefs/debriefs for contractor personnel assigned to the IOSC.

· Classified document control and handling (LSF only).

· Perimeter security for the IOSC and LSF related commercial warehouses.

· Operation and maintenance of the IOSC Electronic Security System (ESS) and 24-hour/day response to system alarms.

· Supplies, equipment and services for items (a) through (f).

· IASN/SIPRNET Support - The contractor shall provide services for the management and maintenance of the IOSC Administrative Services Network (IASN) and IOSC Secret IP Routing Network (SIPRNET) to include:
· Providing inventory management and minor property accountability of all Government IASN and SIPRNET hardware and software.

· Arranging with Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) or authorized agents for repair and return of failed hardware.

· Performing manufacturer recommended preventive maintenance on designated IOSC network terminals and peripherals.

· Performing the duties of Network Manager and Administrator for those elements of the IASN and SIPRNET located within the IOSC.

· Coordination with other Network Managers for the maintenance and upgrade of the IASN and SIPRNET as directed by higher Command authority.

· Management of IASN and SIPRNET software and the storage, issue, receipt and upgrade of IOSC administrative software.

· Recurring training for contractor and Government personnel at the IOSC in network processes (not training for user applications).

· Report on status of IASN and SIPRNET management and maintenance services, included in monthly status.
· Cryptologic Management Services (CMS) - The contractor shall maintain appropriate Cryptologic Management Services  (CMS) certification in support of IOSC Secret IP Routing Network (SIPRNET).  Services shall include:
· Obtain and maintain a CMS account for operation and maintenance of equipment necessary to provide SIPRNET access to/from the IOSC. 
· Ensure full time access to the SIPRNET via in-house network and crypto equipment installed for that purpose.
· Maintain liaison with the designated Immediate Supervisor In Charge (ISIC) and the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) on all matters concerning the CMS account.
TASK C ‑ Operate Logistic Support Facility for Worldwide IUSS Support
The contractor shall operate the IUSS Logistic Support Facility (LSF), primarily located in the IUSS Operations Support Center, NAB Little Creek, Norfolk VA.  The LSF shall provide logistic support for all IUSS fielded and in‑service systems afloat and ashore, for facilities, activities and units which support the worldwide IUSS mission, and for International Programs and related special project tasks.

· Accounting Services - In cases where Operating Target (OPTAR) funds are provided by sponsors, the contractor shall provide OPTAR accounting services in support of IUSS fielded systems and ships in accordance with NAVSO Pub 3013.

· O&MN Funds shall be accounted for using STARS-FL procedures.

· OPN, SCN, and FMS funds shall be accounted for using STARS-FL for each type of funds.

For each OPTAR provided by SPAWARSYSCOM, the contractor shall:

· Maintain individual OPTAR logs, records, and files.

· Prepare and submit individual Budget OPTAR Reports.
· Review and reconcile Unfilled Order Listing, Summary Filled Order/Expenditure Difference Listing, and Travel Transactions Reports.

In cases where IUSS procurement and replenishment funds are provided to SPAWAR Systems Center, Charleston Code 341, the contractor shall assist cognizant IOSC Government personnel in tracking and managing said funds and procurements.  This includes small purchases (less than $2,500) as well as larger contracts for replenishment and acquisition of IUSS equipment and support material.

· Supply Support Management Services - The contractor shall provide the following Supply Support Management services in accordance with NAVSUP PUB 485:

· Maintain automated stock records for spares, repair parts, test equipment and other assets assigned to worldwide IUSS ship and shore sites.

· Replenish all stock to levels specified by site allowance listings.

· Prepare and track requisitions for replenishment of assets.

· Track consumption of assets and adjust site inventory levels.

· Track all repairables processed through the LSF.

· Maintain, control and track all support and test equipment.

· Establish and maintain calibration schedules for all equipment requiring calibration.  Forward equipment requiring calibration to a designated Navy or commercial calibration activity.

· Track all assets by serial number.

· Perform IUSS logistic validations, site assist visits, and logistic training.

· Perform logistic validations during regular overhaul (ROH) for SURTASS and at 0.5 max shelf life for ADS (every 30 months for both).  Validation will consist of 100% Location Audit and Inventory of ILS items onboard or onsite as applicable.

· Perform site assist visits during each ROH and at least semiannually when ships are in home port.

· Perform logistic training  during ROH and following assignment of new shipboard logistic coordinator.

· Prepare Logistics Certification Sheets, as required upon installations.

· Provide remote site replenishment.

· Perform shore Integrated Logistics Overhauls (ILOs) as requested by Commander Undersea Surveillance (CUS) or PD18.
· Provide toll free telephone services and 24-hour on-call emergency support.

· Maintain stock and automated stock records for support of IUSS unique non‑Navy supported items.

· Review all PD-18 provided spares order lists for accuracy in pricing, quantity, and priority.
· Manage, monitor and track the OEM or integration contractor’s warranty on all hardware.

· Provide Consolidated Shore Base Allowance List (COSBAL) support and maintenance.

· Provide support and assistance to PD18 APMs in updating and maintaining PSD sheets and P-18/P-20 replenishment packages.

The contractor shall provide close liaison with the Navy Array Technical Support Center (NATSC), co-located within the IOSC, in documenting and tracking all SURTASS array spares and assets moving between the depot (NATSC) and ships or remote ports.  To this end the contractor shall:

· Establish and maintain requisite data within the ICLMS for inventory and configuration identification and control for all variations of SURTASS Towed Arrays and modular assemblies.

· Perform Inventory Control Point (ICP) functions relative to movement and accountability of SURTASS Towed Arrays, modules, and equipment. 

· Perform centralized supply support functions for all organizational level spares and maintenance piece parts relative to SURTASS Towed Arrays onboard TAGOS vessels and others deploying them.

· Provide requisite ILS analysis and support to PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel in support of existing and developmental SURTASS Towed Arrays.

The contractor shall provide support to PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel during the acquisition process to assist in determination of equipment and parts sparing levels to be stocked at the LSF and on site.
The contractor shall provide support to PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel in determining and resolving end-of-life (EOL) issues for IUSS equipment and system spares
· Inventory Management - The contractor shall perform inventory control functions for IUSS equipment logistic baselines.  Specific areas of inventory‑control are:

· Spares and repair parts.

· Consumable items.

· Accessory items.

· Calibration data.

· General Purpose Electronic Test Equipment (GPETE).

· General Purpose Tools.

· Special Purpose Electronic Test Equipment (SPETE).

· Special Purpose Tools.

· Technical Publications.

· Software, including upgrades.

· Planned Maintenance System (PMS) Materials.

· Indentured Equipment Lists.
· Minor property accountability of IOSC SPAWAR tenant activities.
· End Items.

The contractor shall provide support to PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel in developing Provision Support Documentation (PSD) sheets, to include review of recommended spares lists, price verification and maintenance/update via the PARTS data base reflective of any changes in system/equipment Program of Record (POR) procurement strategy.  

In support of PMW-182L, the contractor shall coordinate with the NATSC logistics managers to develop annual composite repair piece part and replenishment spares requirement lists to be included in P-18 and P-20 replenishment documents for organizational and depot level requirements for SURTASS Towed Arrays.  Additionally, the contractor shall include NATSC provided piece part inventories and depot level spares, including minimum and maximum levels, to initiate replacement procurements as part of the annual OPNS sparing process in conjunction with annual SURTASS Towed Array spares procurement.

The contractor shall perform material stratification verification utilizing OPNAV mandated CLIFF’s software (GFI).

· Packaging, Handling, Storage and Transportation (PHS&T) - The contractor shall perform PHS&T services.  These services shall include:

· Delivery of replenishment logistic items.

· Perform packaging/handling services for all material. 

· Ensure that personnel handling Electro-Static Discharge (ESD) sensitive devices maintain current certification for doing so.

· Provide for routine and emergency transportation support and services.

· Provide and manage warehousing operations for interim and long-term storage of material at local and remote facilities.

· Provide input to annual PD18 Transportation Accounting Code (TAC) requirements.

· Deactivation/Reactivation/Remoting of Ships and Shore Sites - The contractor shall coordinate and perform the logistic tasks associated with IUSS site deactivation, reactivation, and remoting - including ADS.

· Ships.  The contractor shall:

· Coordinate the physical offload/onload, movement and staging of all mission equipment.  All equipment will be documented, controlled and tracked to maintain accountability.  The contractor shall provide packing and crating services in order to provide adequate protection of assets.  When disposition instructions are provided, the contractor shall ship equipment to destination using the most appropriate mode of transportation - Government transportation will be utilized when available. 

· Offload/onload and control all ILS items as defined.  These assets are to be moved to/from the LSF and documented through the ICLMS.  When specific disposition instructions are provided, the contractor shall ship the material to destination using the most appropriate, expeditious and cost effective mode of transportation - Government transportation will be utilized when available. 

· The contractor shall establish and maintain the hardware configuration of SURTASS mission equipment for each class of vessel and corresponding allowance documentation and spares costing data.

· Shore Sites.  The contractor shall:

· Develop Equipment/Material Movement Plans which will ensure timely movement of assets from the applicable site(s) to the appropriate destination. 

· Obtain appropriate transportation services to accomplish movement. 

· Provide temporary staging facilities, if necessary, to provide interim control of assets after removal from sites or prior to shipment to sites. 

· When sites are remoted, develop Consolidated Shore-Based Allowance Lists (COSBALs) or mini‑COSBALs to support equipment remaining on site. 

· Monitor the movement of all ILS items to/from site to ensure timely receipt at correct destination. 

· Process assets to/from the LSF, documenting these actions through the ICLMS.

· IUSS Ship and Shore Government and Contractor Furnished Equipment (GFE and CFE) - The contractor shall coordinate the tracking and control, receipt processing, configuration status accounting and interim staging of IUSS GFE/CFE ship and shore equipment assets.  The contractor shall provide the following services:

· Coordinate GFE/CFE tracking and control requirements for all IUSS ship and shore systems, FMS systems, and Field Change Kits delivered to the IUSS Operations Support Center for integration/installation by SPAWAR System Integration contractors (not GFE/CFE to this LSF contract). 

· Open and inspect all receipts and record the equipment configuration from the component/lowest replaceable unit (LRU) serial number and technical manual data into the ICLMS. 

· Verify the equipment configuration data to the published individual equipment product baselines provided by PD18 APMs.  If discrepancies are found, the contractor shall initiate Logistic Change Requests (LCRs) to update the site equipment configuration files and revise logistic support requirements. 

· Provide directly support to PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel for configuration identification during the acquisition phase and continuing throughout the equipment life cycle. 

· Provide separate secure warehouse space and inventory control for GFE/CFE interim staging for all GFE/CFE received in the IOSC.  Ensure that one set of the GFE/CFE technical manuals is maintained in the LSF Technical Documentation Repository. 

· GFE/CFE and technical manuals released to a system integrator/installer shall be properly documented by the contractor through a signed receipt and issue/transfer of the equipment recorded in the ICLMS.
· Travel and Transportation Support – The contractor shall provide accounting and tracking services of all travel and transportation charged to funded IOSC OPTAR accounts in support of LSF operations.
TASK D ‑ Operate, Maintain and Manage the IUSS Configuration and Logistic Management System (ICLMS)

The ICLMS is the automated system used to manage logistic support, maintain configuration management of installed equipment and provide management data for support of the IUSS program.  It consists of the main system located at the IUSS Operations Support Center, and includes the end user data collection system, the Supply Maintenance Action Reporting Tracking system (SMART) located at operational sites, ashore and afloat.

· Operate, Maintain and Manage the ICLMS - In accordance with the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan (ISCMP), the contractor shall operate, maintain, manage and update ICLMS hardware, software, and databases located at the Logistic Support Facility.  This task shall include:

· A database administration function to administer, control configuration and access to, and update/maintain all databases and data files for operational inputs and outputs resulting from the operations of the LSF.  This includes databases and data files in the following ICLMS modules:
· Configuration Management (CM), 

· Administrative (ADMIN), 

· Reliability, Maintainability and Availability (RMA), 

· Supply Support (SS), 

· Hardware Planning and Control (HP&C), 

· Fleet Support Processing (FSP)

· In addition, read-only databases and supporting data files shall be maintained and updated for all IUSS sites ashore and afloat, and activities/units supporting the worldwide IUSS mission.  

· Control and input all data resulting from the operations of the LSF.  Input shall be in the format prescribed by the ISCMP.

· The contractor shall maintain all hardware provided for the ICLMS located at the LSF.

· Generate supplemental reports as requested by PD18 Program Managers and logistics personnel.

· ICLMS Software Configuration Management (CM) - The contractor shall generate and submit for approval changes, revisions, and updates to the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan (ISCMP).  Only changes, revisions, or updates approved by the ICLMS Configuration Control Board (CCB) shall be implemented by the contractor. 
· The contractor shall provide software configuration management (CM) and perform the following CM functions for the ICLMS software in accordance with the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan (ISCMP).  

· ICLMS configuration control for ICLMS software.

· Maintain the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan.

· Maintain baseline management methods for configuration control of system software.

· Maintain configuration status accounting procedures for software documentation.

· Provide installation support for software upgrades.

· Perform configuration management of source code.

· Perform configuration status accounting.

· ICLMS Configuration Control Board (CCB) and Logistic Control Board (LCB) - The contractor shall participate in the ICLMS Configuration Control Board (CCB) and the Logistics Control Board (LCB) and provide overall coordination for the implementation of actions resulting from both.  The following specific services are required:

· ICLMS CCB - The contractor shall coordinate CCB meetings, agendas, and minutes with the CCB Chairperson or designated authorized representative.  The LSF Program Manager shall be a member of the CCB and shall participate in CCB meetings.

The contractor shall provide Software Trouble Report (STR) and Software Change Request (SCR) management.  Coordinate entry of all STRs and SCRs for ICLMS and SMART.  Analyze each and provide impact and recommendations to the CCB. 
· Implement actions approved by the CCB.  These include;

· Modification of existing programs to accomplish approved objectives.

· New programs and/or systems to accomplish approved objectives.

· New or revised documentation to accompany above software changes.
Note:  All changes or revisions to the ICLMS or SMART hardware configurations, applications, or database structures must result from an approved CCB Directive. 
· LCB (SURTASS) 

· Update all appropriate ICLMS databases to reflect changes from approved SURTASS Logistics Change Requests (LCR) by the LCB.

· Maintain a change control system, in accordance with the ISCMP, that will provide an audit trail for all configuration and allowance changes to logistic baselines.

· Upon completion of database updates, promulgate SURTASS database revisions to ICLMS and SMART users.
Note:  All changes or revisions to the ICLMS or SMART SURTASS database content must result from an approved LCB Directive
· ICLMS Software Products and Quality Assurance - The contractor shall apply software quality assurance measures to software modifications, conventions, enhancements, and maintenance efforts in accordance with the provisions contained in the ISCMP.  The contractor shall maintain Software Technical Documentation to reflect software changes that have been authorized by the ICLMS Configuration Control Board (CCB).  As a minimum this documentation shall consist of the following for the ICLMS and SMART systems:

· Software Development Plan (SDP) 

· Software Requirements Specification (SRS)

· Software Design Description (SDD) 

· Interface Design Description (IDD)

· Software Version Description (SVD)

· Software Users Manual (SUM)

· ICLMS Software Data Repository - The contractor shall establish and maintain an ICLMS software data repository consisting of control software and baseline documentation relating thereto in accordance with the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan.  The ICLMS data depository shall contain all applicable ICLMS technical documentation and additional documentation as described above and in the ICLMS Software Configuration Management Plan.

· ICLMS Engineering Data - The contractor shall revise and provide changes to ICLMS Engineering Data as required by changes, revisions, and updates to software or hardware approved by CCB Directives.

· ICLMS Operations, Maintenance, and Development (OMD) - The contractor shall be responsible for ICLMS OMD used to perform system administration or operations and to develop and maintain ICLMS software and hardware.  The contractor shall:

· Operate and maintain the ICLMS OMD equipment.

· Integrate interface hardware, reconfigure installed equipment to support changes in ICLMS software development, integration and testing.

· Perform life cycle analysis and management of ICLMS hardware configuration(s), including design and mockup of follow-on systems approved by CCB Directive.
· Explore alternative methods of ICLMS database display and promulgation.  Submit alternate proposals for ICLMS software and/or hardware upgrades to the CCB for consideration and approval.  Alternate proposals may include a web-based upgrade to the ICLMS to be made available within the SPAWAR Intranet, as well as development of the ability to exchange data between the ICLMS and NAVICP.

· Schedule equipment utilization.​

· ICLMS Software Maintenance - The contractor shall perform software development
and maintenance for the ICLMS software programs and related documentation in accordance with the ISCMP and CCB Directives.  The contractor shall perform the following software maintenance functions:

· System level impact and IUSS impact analysis for all STRs and SCRs.

· Production of detailed design, patches/source code changes, implementation and testing of all approved changes.

· Production and delivery of scheduled software releases.

· The contractor shall schedule maintenance in accordance with ICLMS Software CMP guidance.  All modified and/or enhanced software shall be subjected to specified program performance module tests as provided in the ISCMP. 

· Supply Maintenance Action Reporting & Tracking (SMART) - The contractor shall perform the following functions:

· Maintain and Upgrade SMART software and user’s manuals/guides in accordance with the ISCMP and CCB/LCB/SCRB Directives.

· Provide initial SMART training during installation and recurring training as requested.  Update training materials and curriculum to reflect SMART revisions approved by the CCB and or Software Change Request Review Board (SCRB).

· Provide Software Change Request (SCR)/Software Trouble Report (STR) management.

· Perform analysis, development, and change action as directed by the SMART SCRB.
· Provide hardware maintenance service for all SPAWAR owned hardware located at SMART sites.

· Receive, control, and upload periodic SMART Configuration Changes, Maintenance Actions, and Supply Transaction/Data diskettes into the ICLMS.  Perform quality assurance on data submitted and provide feedback to sites, PD18 APMs, and Commander Undersea Surveillance (CUS).

· Provide appropriate configuration change information to the Navy Inventory Control Point (NAVICP) for Weapon System File (WSF) updates.

· Process configuration data received from NAVICP and provide updated configuration data to SMART sites.

· Review all incoming FOSO items involving SMART for validity, impact and propose corrective action as required.

· Provide monthly SMART Status Reports to include SMART Installation Status and Schedules; Monthly Import Data Status from Ship and Shore Sites; Monthly SMART FOSO Status.
· ICLMS Staff (including SMART)
The contractor shall provide an administrative and maintenance staff for support of the ICLMS.  This staff shall schedule usage and perform routine equipment maintenance procedures and repairs within their capabilities and procure outside repair support, if required.  The contractor shall provide administrative and maintenance services in support of both on and off-site ICLMS/SMART installations.  The administrative and maintenance staff shall be located on-site at the IUSS Logistic Support Facility.

The contractor shall provide experienced personnel to perform data base administration, software development and maintenance, testing, configuration control and maintenance, and system software support to deployed ICLMS/SMART systems and field sites.  The contractor shall provide experienced software maintenance staff to maintain ICLMS/SMART software and related documentation.

The contractor shall provide experienced system engineering and software support personnel to deployed ICLMS/SMART systems and field activities.  The support includes on‑site support for the installation, checkout and field test of ICLMS/SMART systems and database updates, as well as support for installation and checkout, planned maintenance, and emergency software releases. 

TASK E ‑ Outfitting, for IUSS Afloat and Ashore Sites

The contractor shall provide for outfitting and logistics loadout of IUSS afloat and shore sites, including ADS.

· Ships - The contractor shall:

· Utilize the ICLMS for documentation 

· Establish and maintain a ship’s Logistics Outfitting Facility (LOF) for mockup of the applicable ship stowage equipment and process all assets into the mockup.

· Review outfitting requirements with the cognizant PM/APM before any procurement action is taken.

· These requirements shall be screened to identify available Government owned assets before procurement action is initiated.

· These requirements shall also be screened against current technical documentation to ascertain correctness and applicability.

· Account for funds provided for procurements made by the LOF.  All funds shall be utilized for their stated purpose and accounted for in accordance with NAVSO Pub 3013 and STARS-FL, as appropriate.

· Enter all procurements into the ICLMS and maintain current status on all requirements until received, taking aggressive follow‑up action as necessary.

· Process receipts through the ICLMS and stage material in the appropriate mockup.

· Provide Outfitting Status Reports on a monthly basis for each ship/site.

· Loadout material in the applicable ships as scheduled.

· Perform COSAL Requisition and Status Procedures (CRASP) reporting where applicable.

· Utilize Logistics Applications of Markings and Reading Symbols (LOGMARS) system for all material processing through the Outfitting Facility.

· Shore Sites - The contractor shall perform the above functions for shore site outfitting requirements.  Outfitting requirements shall be reviewed with the cognizant PM/APM before procurement.
